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1962 CROP REVIEW
The 1962 crop season was one of feast or famine for many crops.

Dry, warm weather prevailed over the State during early spring, necessi-
tating early irrigation. Winter grain crops made good growth with this
favorable early weather but the dry weather was prolonged and drought
conditions persisted until mid-May. Then wet, cool weather developed
over the eastern portion of the State which, while relieving the drought,
curtailed growth of crops. Accompanying the cooler weather were some
severe storms with excessive rain and hail, causing considerable damage
to early planted crops and winter grain. In conjunction with this, cool
and windy weather was in order for the western half of the state, especially
the southwest, where extremely dry conditions continued through early fall.

Range grass development was slow, due to first dry and then cool
weather conditions. On the eastern plains, grass was generally the best in

years, following the wet and cool mid-May through June weather. In the
high mountains, grasses varied from plentiful in the north to scarce in the
south. The North Park and Middle Park areas had plentiful feed. Generally,
the south central portion. South Park, San Luis Valley and Eastern Slope
of the Sangre de Cristo Range were extremely dry and short of feed
throughout the year. The Western Slope was short on precipitation, but the
supply of range grasses was sufficient for fairly good grazing throughout
the major part of the season.

Snow pack in the mountains was the best in years and, consequently,
irrigation water was plentiful for the entire growing season.

Total harvested area of all crops was 5,709,000 acres. This is 463,000
acres below 1961 and the smallest acreage harvested since 1956. Winter
wheat loss from both drought and early hail induced many farmers to

participate in the wheat diversion program. This was the bulk of the reduc-
tion in harvested acreage. Barley, particularly winter barley, accounted
for the rest. Winter kill was severe, causing heavy loss of barley. All other
major crops had a larger harvested acreage than the previous year.

Total planted area was 6,724,000 acres in 1962, slightly above 1961 but
below the planted area for each other year dating back to 1946. All crops
were planted in larger quantities except wheat, which was down 216,000
acres from 1961.

Generally, yields per acre for all crops were below 1961, with the ex-
ception of oats, sorghum grain and sugar beets. Oat yield per acre was a
record high, while dry bean and wheat yields were the lowest since 1956.

Harvest weather was ideal, with warm, dry days. Harvesting operations
were concluded in record time. The first major frost occurred on September
9, in the northern portion, damaging the corn crop. Warm temperatures
during the last half of September and all of October provided full develop-
ment time for the late maturing crops in other areas of the State.

Cash receipts from farm marketings during the calendar year of 1962
were estimated at $625 million. This is below both the 1960 and 1961 receipts
of $632 and $647 million.

WHEAT—Winter wheat production for 1962 was 35,739,000 bushels,
down 20,450,000 bushels from 1961. Average production for the past 10 years
was 40,745,000 bushels. Both a lower yield per acre and a smaller harvested
area contributed to the smaller output. Yield at 19.0 bushels per harvested
acre was 4.0 bushels below 1961 and the lowest since 11.0 bushels in 1956.
Area harvested was 1,881,000 acres, compared with 2,443,000 in each of
the three previous years and the 10-year average of 2,192,000 acres. Drought
conditions and hail pushed abandonment to 21.4 percent of the planted acre-
age, up 15.3 points over 1961. Included in the abandonment figure is wheat
destroyed under the diversion program. Wheat was of good quality with
test weights in the southeast about 62 pounds per bushel. Parts of the
northeast were damaged by rust, with weight per bushel slightly below
60 pounds. (See the wheat quality section for further details.)

OATS & BARLEY—Oats produced totaled 5,002,000 bushels, up slightly
from the 4,370,000 bushels produced in 1961. Average for the 1951-60 period
was 4,678,000 bushels. Harvested acreage was 122,000—up from the 1961
area of 115,000. Yield was a record high at 41.0 bushels per acre. Yield
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for 1961 was 38.0 bushels per harvested acre. Irrigated yield at 50.2 and
non-irrigated at 29.0 bushels were both records. Total barley produced
was 13,530,000 bushels, down 19 percent from the 1961 level but 17 percent
above the 10-year average. This was the smallest crop produced since 1956.
Harvested acreage and yield were both below last year. Acres cut for grain
were 451,000, compared with 501,000 and yield was 30.0 bushels per acre as
compared with 33.5 for 1961. Abandoned acres were 37.1 percent of planted,
up 21.9 points over the previous year. Winter kill was the major contrib-
utor to the large increase in abandonment. There were 715,000 acres planted,
the largest area devoted to barley since 1950.

DRY BEANS—Production of dry beans at 1,718,000 bags was substan-
tially below the 2,247,000 bags produced in 1961, although it was comparable
with the 1960 production. The 10-year 1951-60 average was 1,774,000 bags.
Area harvested was 249,000 acres, up 10,000 from 1961 and up 35,000 from
the 10-year average. The combined yield per acre irrigated and non-
irrigated, was 690 pounds against 940 pounds for 1961. Irrigated yield was
down from 1742 pounds in 1961 to 1600 pounds in 1962. Non-irrigated yield
at 175 pounds per acre was the lowest since 1937, when a yield of 170 pounds
was recorded—1961 was 411 pounds. Both irrigated and non-irrigated beans
were subjected to adverse weather. Beans were irrigated up and then
washed out or hailed off, necessitating replanting in the main irrigated area.
Frost on September 8-9 then caused some damage. In the southwest, beans
were planted deep in moisture and then struggled to survive in the ex-
tremely dry summer.

SUGAR BEETS—The fifth largest crop of record, at 2,739,000 tons,
was produced in 1962, 12 percent above the 2,449,000 tons in 1961 and 31
percent above the 10-year average of 2,094,000 tons. Harvested acres at
171,200 and yield at 16.0 tons per acre were above the 1961 figures of 167,000
acres and 14.7 tons. Dry topsoil at planting required irrigation to germinate
the seed and stands were irregular in northern Colorado. Hail and heavy
rains washed some fields in mid-May and replanting was necessary. Ar-
kansas Valley and Western Slope area had good stands and excellent yields.

Favorable weather for sizing of beets during September and October helped
offset the poor start in northern areas. Irrigation water was plentiful
throughout the growing season. Harvest weather was open and mild,
resulting in a short harvest period.

POTATOES—Production totaled 13,116,000 cwt. in 1962, slightly below
the record output of 13,505,000 cwt. produced in 1958. The 1961 production
was 12,947,000 cwt. and 10-year average was 10,834,000 cwt. Fall crop
production was 10,858,000 cwt. as compared with 10,912,000 cwt. in 1961
and 8,436,000 average. Fall acres harvested were 50,500 acres as compared
with 48,500 acres in 1961 and 43,300 acres, the 1951-60 average. Yield at

215 cwt. per acre was below the 225 cwt. for 1961. Average yield for the
1951-60 period was 194 cwt.

Sizing of the crop was cut short in the San Luis Valley by freezing
temperatures the week of August 19. However, quality was good and po-
tatoes went into storage in good condition. Late summer crop totaled

2.258.000 cwt. The 1961 and the 10-year average production were 2,035,000

and 2,398,000 cwt. respectively.

CORN—Planted acres for all purposes in 1962 were 408,000, up 8,000

acres from 1961. Harvested for all purposes totaled 391,000 acres, 4,000

above the 1961 acreage harvested. Total com for g;rain was 9,922,000 bushels,

32 percent below the 14,562,000 bushels produced in 1961. The 10-year aver-

age production was 10,346,000 bushels. Harvested area was 189,000 acres,

19 percent below the previous year and the smallest acreage of record.

Both irrigated and non-irrigated yields were below 1961; irrigated yield

was 66.1 bushels per harvested acre, compared with 75.0—non-irrigated

was 17.5. compared with 22.0 bushels per acre in 1961. Silage was harvested
from 180,000 acres, producing an estimated 2,340,000 tons, substantially

above 1961 levels of 135,000 acres and 1,890,000 tons. The early freeze, cur-

tailing corn grain development, forced salvaging of the crop by conversion

into silage.

HAY—Production of hay in 1962 was estimated at 3,030,000 tons, up
from the 2.934,000 tons produced last vear. The crop was harvested from
1.630.000 acres, as compared with 1,560,000 acres in 1961. Alfalfa hay and
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wild hay harvested acreages remained the same at 854,000 and 300,000
respectively. Clover-timothy mixed hay acres increased from 234,000 to
260,000. Other tame hay (sudangrass, sweet clover, hershey and other, ex-
cluding grain hay), increased from 96,000 in 1961 to 128,000 acres in 1962.

Alfalfa hay production increased from 2,050,000 tons in 1961 to 2,092,000
tons for 1962. Wild hay production declined slightly, to 300,000 tons, from
315.000 tons in 1961. Quality of hay was good and harvest weather was
excellent, with the exception of some rain during the early cutting of
alfalfa.

SORGHUM—Grain sorghum production was estimated at 9,452,000
bushels for 1962 as against 8,384,000 for 1961 and 6,519,000 the 10-year
average. A larger harvested area and higher yield for irrigated sorghum
were responsible for the larger output. Acres harvested for grain totaled
278,000—up 6 percent fom 1961. Of this total, irrigated acreage was 97,000,
up from 79,000 a year earlier. Yield per harvested acre was a record high
63.4 bushels—up from last year’s record of 56.3 bushels per acre. Adequate
irrigation water supplies throughout the growing season coupled with
favorable growing weather, resulted in the record yield. Non-irrigated
sorghum suffered from below normal rainfall in 1962, as contrasted with
favorable conditions in 1961. Yield was down to 18.2 bushels per acre
from 21.5 in 1961. A considerable amount of acreage intended for grain
was diverted to forage on the eastern plains. Acres harvested for forage
were 258,000—up from 222,000 in 1961. Yield was down from 1.40 tons per
acre to 1.10, and total output was down to 284,000 tons from 311,000 the
previous year.

BROOMCORN—Colorado maintained its rank as No. 1 producer of
broomcom in the United States. The 1962 crop production was 8,400 tons,

up 100 tons from 1961. An increase in harvested acres from 51,000 to 56,000
more than offset the lower yield—down to 300 pounds from 325 pounds
per acre the previous year. The average 1951-60 harvested acreage was
61,500 and the average yield was 210 pounds. The quality of brush was
good and weather was ideal at harvesting time.

SEED CROPS—Alfalfa seed production was up sharply over the short
crop of 1961. The 2,550,000 pounds produced in 1962 compares with 1,430,000
pounds a year earlier, an increase of 78 percent. Average production
for the 1951-60 period was 2,818,000 pounds. Area harvested was 17,000
acres—55 percent more than the 11,000 acres harvested in 1961, but below
the 10-year average of 20,900 acres. Per acre yield was 150 pounds, com-
pared with 130 in 1961 and the 1951-60 average of 136 pounds. Weather
during July and August was warm and dry, favorable for seed production.
Sudangrass seed production for 1962 was 12,375,000 pounds compared with
15.675.000 pounds in 1961. Average production for the 1951-60 period was
12.743.000 pounds. Area harvested was 33,000 acres, the same as the pre-
vious year, but 8,000 acres below the 10-year average. Pounds produced
per acre at 375 was 100 pounds below 1961, but 85 pounds above the 10-

year average. Sweet Clover seed production was up 41 percent from 1961.

Total seed produced was 450,000 pounds compared with 320,000 pounds last

year. Harvested acreage was up from 2,000 to 3,000, but substantially below
the 10-year average of 5,170 acres. Yield at 150 pounds per acre was 10
pounds below 1961 and 71 pounds below the average of 221 pounds.

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WHEAT QUALITY SURVEY—1962

The Colorado Crop and Livestock Reporting Service conducted and
summarized a Wheat Quality Survey on the 1962 wheat crop in order to
provide factual data on the quality of the crop. This survey was financed
through funds jointly provided by the Colorado Wheat Administrative Com-
mittee, the Colorado Department of Agriculture and the United States
Department of Agriculture under provisions of the Agricultural Marketing
Act of 1946. The wheat quality data shown are for the 1962 harvest and
may vary between years as growing conditions change. The results of
three phases of this survey are shown below and on the following page.

The first phase was the random sampling of wheat delivered to country
elevators during harvest. Sampling was performed by enumerators hired
by the Colorado Crop and Livestock Reporting Service. This wheat was
then tested by the Denver Grain Exchange for various factors pertaining
to quality.

Second phase of the survey was the sampling of farm-stored wheat on
which application for federal loan had been received. The samples were
obtained by County ASCS Inspectors from farm bins and tested by the
ASCS and the Denver Grain Exchange for the various quality factors.

The third phase of the program was an analysis of the quality factors
by varieties. Variety was obtained from the grower on the farm-stored
wheat survey. After testing, the data was then summarized by variety and
area of the State.

In making comparisons between districts and varieties, it must be borne
in mind that reliability of the data is proportionate to the.number of samples
upon which the averages are based. The eight most popular varieties grown
in Colorado in 1962 are shown in the table below.

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FRUITS AND VEGETABLES
1962 Season

FRUIT CROPS—1962 was generally favorable for the production of
fruit in Colorado. Although below the high 1961 levels, most fruits were
above the 1951-60 average production. Peach production was 1,800,000
bushels in 1962, slightly below the 1961 crop of 1,900,000 bushels, but
13 percent above the 1951-60 average. The peach crop was of good quality
but did not size satisfactorily, resulting in a high cullage of sound fruit.

Commercial apple production is estimated at 1,300^,000 bushels, down 200,000
bushels from 1961, but above the 1951-60 average of 1,146,000 bushels.
Delta and Mesa counties, two of the major apple producing areas, received
hail damage in September but processors were able to salvage the crop
with little loss of production. With the exception of the hail damage, the
apples were sized and colored good throughout most of the producing areas
of the state. Pears were of good quality in 1962, with a production of
220,000 bushels, down from 1961 production of 245,000 bushels, but 14
percent above the 1951-60 average. Sour cherry production totaled 1,000
tons, down sharply from 1961 at 2,300 tons and 410 tons below the 1951-60
average. Sweet cherry production was 800 tons, down 27 percent from 1961,
but 195 tons above the 1951-60 average. Cherries (both sweet and sour)
suffered from a February warm-up and freeze which caused a heavy drop,
and from some hail damage in Larimer County.

COMMERCIAL VEGETABLES

Colorado vegetable growers produced at a high level in 1962 despite
unfavorable late spring weather and damaging conditions which occurred
in widely scattered areas throughout the season. In the San Luis Valley,
high winds caused considerable damage during the spring which resulted
in many fields being replanted. However, the remaining season was normal
and good yields were obtained. Scattered severe hail storms during June
and July caused considerable abandonment, necessitated replanting and
reduced yield prospects materially in Northern Colorado. However, this
early unfavorable weather was offset by good growing conditions during
the summer and early fall months. The overall average for all vegetables
of 9.1 tons per acre is the highest yield of record. The yield is a com-
mendable achievement on the part of Colorado’s vegetable growers. This
is further substantiated by comparisons on a national scope. In 1962, Colo-
rado ranked 15th among the states in acreage harvested for fresh market, but
was in 8th place in the total volume produced. A similar showing is observed
in vegetables grown for processing with the state ranking 25th in acre-
age and 21st in volume of production. Such production achievement is

noteworthy when considered in light of the fact that these vegetables are
grown in a relatively short season and under widely diversified conditions,

at altitudes ranging from 3,500 feet to 8,000 feet above sea level.

The combined total of 39,400 acres of vegetables grown for fresh market
and for processing in 1962, yielded an aggregate quantity of 359,890 tons
valued at $18,540,000. In 1961. 38,230 acres produced 317,170 tons valued at

$19,282,000. In comparison with 1961, the 1962 acreage was up 3 percent,
production was up 13 percent and total value was down 4 percent. Com-
pared with 1960, the 1962 acreage was 6 percent more, production was 13

percent more and value was 16 percent greater.

ONIONS—The 1962 crop of 2,760,000 cwt. was the largest harvested
since 1949 and accounted for 38 percent of the total quantity and 37 percent
of the aggregate value of all commercial vegetables grown in the state.

In addition to holding top spot in Colorado’s vegetable industry, the crop
also merits a high ranking in the nation, placing 3rd among the 19 states

in the late summer groups by producing more than 14 percent of the
country’s fall and winter onion supplies. The preliminary value of the
1962 crop was estimated in December at $6,900,000. In 1961, production
of 2,376.000 cwt. was appraised at $9,148,000 and 1951-60 average production
1,847,000 cwt. worth $4,400,000. An area of 9,200 acres was harvested in

1962 compared with 8,800 acres in 1961 and 7,080 acres, the 1951-60 average.

In comparison with a year earlier, the acreage harvested in 1962 was
about 9 percent greater in northern Colorado, 8 percent greater in the
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Western Slope and 1 percent more in the Arkansas Valley. The yield per
acre in all three districts was up compared to last year. The 1962 crop
was produced under extremely varied growing conditions. Plant growth
was retarded and set back early in the season by hail, frost and crusting.
During June and July, destructive hail storms cut plants back to the
ground and in many instances fields were completely destroyed. Also,
maggots thinned stands in some areas. However, even with these un-
favorable factors, onions made good progress throughout the season to
attain a record yield of 300 cwt. per acre. While onions made excellent
yields, they were culled very heavily on some lots due to purple blotch
disease, which resulted in loss of revenue to the growers.

LETTUCE—This crop is well established in second place of importance
in Colorado vegetable industry, accounting for 20 percent of the state’s

1962 total vegetable production and 20 percent of it’s gross value of all

vegetable crops. Colorado also ranked second in volume of production
among the Nation’s summer group of lettuce growing states. A total area
of 6,400 acres harvested in 1962 produced 1,440,000 cwt. with a gross income
of $3,666,000 compared with 6,000 acres, 1,260,000 cwt. and $2,583,000 in
1961 and 6,000 acres, 1,170,000 cwt., and $2,730,000 in 1960. The 1951-60
average was 4,850 acres, 670,000 cwt. and $1,901,000. In comparison with
the 10 year average, in 1962 acreage harvested was 32 percent larger, pro-
duction 115 percent greater and gross value was up 93 percent. Colorado
lettuce growers have made substantial improvement over last year with
a 7 percent increase in acres harvested and an increase in cash value of

42 percent.

TOMATOES—Tomatoes grown for fresh market and for processing
held third place in Colorado’s vegetable output in 1962 with combined
produced of 836,000 cwt. worth $1,437,000. About 84 percent of this crop
is utilized for processing which in 1962 amounted to 696,000 cwt. taken on
3.000 acres with a farm value of $884,000, against 376,000 cwt., 2,200 acres and
$468,000 in 1961. The 1962 fresh market crop totaled 140,000 cwt. worth
$553,000 harvested on 900 acres compared with 142,000 cwt., $525,000 and 950
acres during 1961.

CABBAGE—Cabbage remained in fourth place in Colorado’s vegetable
output in 1962 and provided 18 percent of the country’s late summer cabbage
supplies. The 2,500 acres harvested in 1962 produced 675,000 cwt. valued at

$945,000 against 2,300 acres, 621,000 cwt. and $778,000 in 1961. The 10-year
average was 2,790 acres, 668,000 cwt. and $986,000.

CARROTS—Carrots moved into fifth place by producing 285,000 cwt.
on 1,500 acres valued at $1,140,000 during 1962 compared with 262,000 cwt.,

1.500 acres and $1,100,000 in 1961. Colorado’s supplies accounted for about
32 percent of the nation’s recorded late summer commercial carrot supplies.

CANTALOUPS—In 1962, a total of 2,600 acres produced 247,000 cwt.
of cantaloups valued at $593,000 compared with 2,800 acres, 280,000 cwt.,
$672,000 a year earlier and 2,210 acres, 203,000 cwt., and $453,000 for the
10-year average. This year’s output amounted to 23 percent of the nation’s
late summer supplies grown in eight states.

SNAP BEANS—Production of snap beans for processing in 1962 totaled
96.000 cwt. valued at $438,000 while fresh market amounted to 38,000 cwt.
worth $353,000. In 1961, the canning crop of 120,000 cwt. brought $506,000 to
growers and the fresh market output of 32,000 cwt. was worth $288,000.

SPINACH—Colorado is the only state in the nation on record as pro-
ducing spinach in commercial volume during the summer season. In 1962,
2,600 acres yielded 143,000 cwt. worth $786,000 compared with 2,200 acres,
121.000 cwt., and $714,000 in 1961. The 10-year average was 1,240 acres
56.000 cwt. and $269,000.

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FARM PRODUCT PRICES AND INCOME
Total income from farming in Colorado for 1961 set a new record of

$686,200,000. The cash income from farm marketings of crops was $232,-

600,000, which was below the high year of 1960, but this was offset by the
livestock cash income which was $414,400,000 and well above 1960. Govern-
ment payments to farmers at $30,300,000 were also above 1960 but $5,800,000

below the record high year of 1957.

The 1962 preliminary cash income from farm marketings is estimated
at $624.8 million — $22.5 million less than the 1961 total. A drop of $22
million in crop cash income is mainly responsible for the lower total. Only
a very slight decline from 1961 in livestock and livestock products income
occurred. Government payments may offset these drops slightly as the
projected payment appears to be headed for a record high of $40.2 million.

The 1961 cash income for livestock and livestock products was a record
high with income from livestock and livestock products increasing some
7 percent over 1960, it comprised some 64 percent of the total cash income
from farm marketings during 1961. The preliminary 1962 cash income for

livestock and livestock products is slightly lower than 1961. The percentage
which livestock and livestock products represents of the total cash income
is still on the increase with preliminary 1962 figures showing a 2 percent
increase.

The increase in cash income for livestock and livestock products was
the result of increase in production over the 1961 season. This can’t be shown
because cattle and calf prices, the largest weighting factor, was in a down-
ward trend during 1959-61 but some recovery was anticipated during 1962.

Sheep prices have been in a downward trend from 1958-61 with projected
1962 showing a sharp increase in average price.

During 1962 wholesale milk displayed some unusual rises and drops.

At the first of 1962 prices were 25 cents higher than 1961 and ended the
year 20 cents lower than 1961. The June and July prices were the same
as a year earlier.

In general, during 1961, grain prices ran lower than for the comparable
period the year earlier. Many of the grains were lower during 1961, while
potatoes were definitely lower than in 1960. Alfalfa was lower during
1961 while wild hay and clover and timothy hay were higher. Dry beans
were also lower during 1961.

Preliminary 1962 prices indicate sharp increases in grain prices, while
hays were lower. Also the seed crops were higher with exception of dry
beans, which were lower. Though prices for 1962 increased, total crop
output was below 1961 and accounted for the decline in income from crop
marketings.

NUMBER OF FARMS
The number of farms in Colorado for 1963 has been placed at 34,000,

1,000 less than the 35,000 in 1962 and the smallest number of farms in Colo-

rado since records began in 1910. The largest number of farms was recorded
in 1934 and 1935 when there were 63,000 farms in the state. The numbers of

farms have gradually declined since that time. Land in farms has gradually
increased from 30,000,000 acres in 1930 to 41,000,000 acres in 1963.

Average size of farms has increased rather rapidly. In 1963, the average
acreage per farm is estimated at 1,206 acres compared with 1,171 in 1962 and
476 acres in 1935. The increase in the size of farms has resulted from the
combination of tracts into larger units. This change has been motivated by
changes in farming methods with emphasis on increased mechanization and
larger farming equipment to obtain more efficient and economical operations.

LIVESTOCK INVENTORY AND VALUE
January 1, 1963 inventories of both cattle and hogs were up while sheep

were down from January 1, 1962. Cattle totaled 2,562,000 — a 7 percent
increase from a year earlier and the 6th consecutive year of increasing
cattle numbers, l^lk cow numbers were down 2 percent from the previous
year to continue the downward trend evident for the past 10 years. Cattle
on feed accounted for part of the big increase in cattle, as fed cattle were
32 percent over January 1, 1962. Sheep and lambs on feed were up 1 percent,
while chicken numbers were down 2 percent and turkeys down 9 percent
from the previous year. Total value of livestock, including cattle, hogs,
sheep and poultry, was $416,839,000, 10 percent above January 1, 1962.
There was an adequate supply of feed grains for the 1962-63 season even
though corn and barley production was down due to winter kill on the
barley and drought, hail and frost damage to the corn.

Northeastern Colorado ranges generally provided good grazing during
the season. Grass was adequate and cattle came off ranges in good condition.
Range grass was rather poor just east of the mountains in the southern
area of the state. Also, the southwestern area was in need of moisture
throughout most of the grazing season. Spring grass was excellent in
northwestern Colorado, but little rain was received, so that grass deteri-
orated steadily. Mountain pastures and meadows generally provided good
grazing. Weather was generally mild until January of 1963. Hay and
roughage supplies were adequate for carrying livestock through the winter.

ALL CATTLE AND CALVES

January 1, 1963 cattle inventory (including feed lot cattle) totaled
2,562,000 head. This is the largest January 1 inventory of record, dating
to 1867. Feed lot cattle totaled 525,000 head on January 1, 1963, compared
with 397,000 on January 1, 1962. The number on feed January 1, 1963 was
27 percent above the previous high of 414,000 in 1961. Range and stock
beef cattle numbered 1,835,000, an increase of 2 percent over 1962. This
was in line with the upward trend which has existed since 1957. Milk
stock totaled 202,000, a decline of 2,000 head from last year.

Beef cows 2 years old and older set a new record high at 855,000 head,
5 percent above the 1962 number of 815,000 head. Steers at 394,000 head
were up 18 percent, a figure exceeded only by the record 408,000 head in
1920. Heifers 1-2 years old totaled 377,000 head, also a record high. Calves
totaled 683,000 head, an increase of 5 percent over 1962.
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The January 1, 1963 average value per head of all cattle and calves
was estimated at $147, compared to $144 a year earlier.

Weight information for the 525,000 cattle and calves in feed lots Janu-
ary 1, 1963 shows cattle weighing 900 pounds and over made up 36 percent
of all cattle on feed. Cattle weighing 900-1099 pounds totaled 156,000 head,
37.000 more than the previous year and those weighing under 900 pounds
totaled 338,000 head compared to 260,000 for January 1, 1962.

Data on kinds of animals on feed January 1, 1963 show 288,000 steers,
an increase of 65,000 over last year. Heifers were up 63,000 head to a total
of 230,000. The balance of 7,000 was made up of cows and bulls.

Length of time cattle were on feed as of January 1, 1963 was as follows:
under 3 months, 324,000 head; 3 to 6 months, 185,000 head; and over 6
months, 16,000 head.

Milk cows and heifers continued the decline which started in 1954.

Cows kept for milk numbered 124,000 head, down 2 percent from the pre-
vious year. Milk heifers were up slightly from 32,000 head to 33,000 head.
Heifer calves kept for milk were the same as a year earlier, at 45,000 head.

Calf crop for 1962 was up 4 percent from the 816,000 in 1961 to 848,000
in 1962. This was the largest calf crop since 1954 when 873,000 head were
born.

Cows and heifers 2 years old and over on January 1, 1963 totaled 979,000
compared to 942,000 in 1962. This was a 4 percent increase over 1962.

Mild w^eather during the late winter and early spring months was a big
factor in the increase in calves. Although moisture throughout the state
was below' normal, grass was sufficient in most areas and livestock made
good gains. The condition of cattle in the fall of 1962 was slightly below
the 1961 fall condition.

Sheep and Lambs—Stock sheep numbered 1,336,000 head on January 1,

1963—down 13,000 from the 1,349,000 head on hand a year earlier. This
is the third consecutive year in which sheep numbers have declined. Mature
ew^es at 1,130,000 head, decreased 1 percent from the 1,141,000 head a
year earlier. Ewe lamias totaled 145,000 head, compared to 143,000 last
j'^ear. In addition, there were 575,000 sheep and lambs on feed for market
January 1, 1963. This sets the figure for total sheep at 1,911,000 head, dowm
8.000 head from January 1, 1962. Average value per head for stock sheep
January 1, 1963 was $17.40, compared to $14.30 a year earlier. Total value
of stock sheep and lambs on farms January 1, 1963 was $23,246,000.

Sheep and Lambs on feed for market—The number of sheep and lambs
on feed January 1, 1963 totaled 575,000 head, up 5,000 from January 1, 1962.

Colorado is still the largest lamb feeding state in the Nation.

There were fewer sheep and lambs on feed January 1, 1963 than on
November 1, 1962. This was due to the better than usual condition of the
lambs when put on feed and the relatively mild weather, resulting in their
making rapid gains. Marketings at 92,000 head during November and
December w'ere 11 percent above a year earlier.

The percentage of sheep on feed weighing less than 80 pounds was 9

percent higher than a year earlier. The percent of total on feed in each
weight group on January 1, 1962 and January 1, 1963 was as follows: under
60 pounds—1 percent and 2 percent; 60-79 pounds—23 percent and 24 per-
cent; 80-99 pounds—68 percent and 61 percent; 100 pounds and over—

percent and 13 percent.

Lamb Crop—The 1962 lamb crop totaled 1,187,000. This is 2 percent
above the 1961 crop of 1,164,000.

The lamb crop percentage for 1962 (number of lambs saved per 100

ewes one year old and older on farms and ranches January 1) was 104

compared to 102 percent in 1960 and 100 percent in 1961. Weather conditions
during late winter and early spring were generally favorable for lambing.
Death losses were held to a minimum, helping to make the high rate of

lambs saved possible.
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Wool Production—Wool production in Colorado during 1962 totaled

14.798.000 pounds, 3 percent below the 1961 clip of 15,266,000 pounds and
the same as 1960. Average fleece weight was 8.8 pounds compared with
an average of 8.9 pounds the previous year.

The average price received by growers for their 1962 wool during the
period April 1962 through January 1963 was 47 cents per poimd. At this

rate, the total value of shorn wool produced in 1962 was $6,955,000 com-
pared with $6,564,000 for the 1961 wool clip. Government wool incentive
payments are not included in the price and valuation flgures.

Hogs and Pigs—Hogs on farms January 1, 1963 totaled 225,000 head, up
4 percent from January 1, 1962. Average value per head was the same as
last year at $24.10 per head. The January 1, 1961 average was $22.40.

Pig crop for 1962 totaled 324,000 head. This was 13 percent above the
286.000 head produced in 1961, and the highest number of pigs saved since
the 347,000 head pig crop of 1959. Litter average for spring pig crop was
7 pigs per sow, 23,000 sows producing 161,000 pigs. The fall pig crop totaled
163.000 head from 24,000 sows, an average of 6.8 pigs per litter. This was
down from the 7.2 litter average of the 1961 fall crop.

Chickens and Eggs-—On January 1, 1963, all chickens on farms totaled
1.575.000 birds. Hens and pullets totaled 1,545,000 birds, 1 percent less than
last year. Value per head for all chickens was 99 cents, the same as last
year; total value was $1,559,000.

Total egg production in 1962 was 287 million eggs, up 8 percent from
1961. This is an average of 203 eggs per hen, up 3 percent from the 196
eggs per hen in 1961.

Turkeys—Turkey growers raised 1,632,000 birds in 1962, compared with
1.997.000 in 1961, which was a record high. January 1 turkey numbers totaled
48.000 head, down 9 percent from the 53,000 birds on hand a year earher.
Turkeys on hand averaged $4.65 per head, for a total farm value of $223,000.
The average price per head was up 50 cents from the 1961 price.
