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CROP AND LIVESTOCK INDEXES

Production indexes are used to measure year-to-year changes in the gross output and to

compare the level of over-all production with a base period. The base year for the Colorado
production indexes is 1967. For each year, the production for each commodity is multiplied

by its 1967 average price to obtain a value. These values are totaled by subgroups and groups
and then divided by the comparable 1967 value to obtain the percent each year is of the base
period. By using a constant per-unit value for each commodity throughout the series,

changes in the percent (or index) reflect the actual changes in production of the commodities
from year to year.

The index of production of livestock and livestock products measures the gross volume of

livestock and livestock products, excluding horses, produced during the year. The index of

crop production measures the gross volume of crops produced during the year regardless of

eventual disposition or use.

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1980 CROP REVIEW

The 1981 index of all crop production advanced to a record high of 174 percent of the 1967

base period on the strength of a record high corn crop and the second largest wheat crop. The

food gain index was the only crop’s group which showed a decrease from 1980 and that index

was down 21 percent from the previous level which was a record high because of the large

wheat crop produced in 1980. Increases in all other indicies were nearly offsetting as the 1981

all crop index was only 4 points above 1980.

Production of all major field crops except wheat was generally above a year earlier as a result

of larger harvested acreages and/or higher per acre yields. The 1981 winter wheat crop was the

second largest output even though production was down 22 percent from the record crop

harvested a year earlier. All crops in the feed grain index (corn, barley, oats, and sorghum) had a

greater production in 1981 than in 1980. The 1981 corn silage crop was 9 percent above the

previous year. All hay production was just slightly higher than a year earlier as higher average

yields on alfalfa more than offset a reduction in harvested acres for both alfalfa and other hay.

Seeding of the 1981 winter wheat crop began in September with generally favorable moisture

levels but soils had become quite dry by mid-October. Fall growth was limited and the crop

entered dormancy in only fair condition. Very little moisture was received during the winter but

other conditions were generally favorable resulting in about the normal loss of acreage. Very

little wind damage occurred during the late winter and early spring. Spring moisture improved

the wheat crop with areas in northeast Colorado experiencing a better crop than the previous

year’s record setter. Most of the acreage loss occurred in the southeastern part of the state

where spring rains arrived too late to save some fields and yields were low on fields that were
harvested. Several eastern counties also suffered some loss of both acreage and yield by a late

spring freeze.

Seeding of spring grains and row crops progressed favorably although frequent delays were
experienced by rain showers and wet field conditions. Some early planted corn which had

emerged was damaged by frost during a cool period in mid-May. A pattern of frequent rain

showers, often accompanied by hail, extended into early June except in the southeast where
generally dry conditions prevailed. Hotter and drier weather arrived by late June resulting in a

general improvement in all crops. High winds across Baca County damaged many sorghum
fields and a general lack of soil moisture prevented replanting.

Generally dry conditions continued into July, rapidly advancing maturity of winter wheat and
dryland spring grains. Depleted irrigation sources in the northwest caused an early beginning

of the hay harvest and, in other areas, short irrigation water supplies were shifted from alfalfa to

the small grains in those areas. Heavy showers accompanied by high winds and various sized

hail moved through the northeast corner of the state in late July causing damage of varying

degrees to the corn, dry bean, and sugar beet crops and also ruined some second cutting alfalfa

which was already down.

Precipitation in August and September benefited row crops but slowed harvest activities for

some small grain and hay crops. Seeding of the 1982 winter wheat crop began in September,
but dry topsoil conditions in some areas on the eastern plains delayed early progress. Planting

was mostly completed in October even though some fields were dusted in, hoping for adequate
precipitation in the near future to promote germination. Dry topsoil moisture slowed the rate of

emergence and many fields had a spotty appearance for entering the winter months.

Harvest activities were well underway by early November for late season crops. Harvest of

the corn crop was behind the normal progress because mild weather kept the moisture level too

high. Harvest activities were put off in hopes a hard freeze would bring the moisture level down
through natural field drying. Harvest activities for grain sorghum also lagged behind the normal
rate, mostly because of the extended planting season earlier in the year.

Winter got off to a slow start moisture-wise and, except for the mountain areas, remained

mostly dry. Early spring prospects for the 1982 winter wheat crop were not very favorably, par-

ticularly in southeastern areas of the state where soils were extremely dry. In other areas of the

eastern plains, high winds caused soil erosion and drew heavily on already short soil moisture

supplies.

FRUIT CROPS — 1981

Total fruit production in Colorado for 1981 was 11 percent higher than the 1980 crop but was

11 percent below the 1979 crop. Most trees had a heavy early bloom as a result of warm spring

temperatures, but wet weather during the pollination period limited fruit set. Only the apple

crop incurred serious damage from freezing temperatures. Total value of the 1981 crop, at

$12,628,000, was up 21 percent from the $10,457,000 crop produced a year earlier.

Apples continued to be the leading fruit crop in Colorado with a total production of 75.0

million pounds compared with 70.0 million pounds in 1980. A heavy drop in the main producing
area during June was caused by freezing temperatures in late May. Jonathan apples were the

hardest hit during the freeze. Total value of the 1981 apple crop was $7,050,000 compared with

the $5,440,000 crop produced a year earlier.

Peach production was estimated at 20.0 million pounds, up 1 1 percent from the 18.0 million

pounds produced in 1980. Bloom was early and very little frost damage occurred. Total value of

the 1981 peach crop was $3,300,000, an increase of 2 percent from 1980's crop value of

$3,222,000.

Pear production for 1981 was 7,000 tons, 52 percent above both the 1979 and 1980 crops.

Although producers received a lower price per ton for their 1981 pears, the larger production in-

creased value of production from $842,000 in 1980 to $1,225,000 for the latest crop.

Tart cherry production dropped 400,000 pounds from a year earlier to 1.6 million pounds in

1981. The lower production level is due in part to the continuing decline in tree numbers. Pro-

duction was valued at $483,000 compared with $391,000 a year earlier as a higher average price

received by growers more than offset the lower production.

Sweet cherry production totaled 600 tons, unchanged from 1980 but 58 percent higher than

the 1979 output. Total value of the 1981 crop was estimated at $570,000 compared with $562,000

in 1980.

VEGETABLE CROPS — 1981

Colorado producers harvested 310,1 10 tons of fresh market and processing vegetable crops

during 1981 compared with 266,200 tons a year earlier. The larger output was the result of a 3

percent increase in acreage harvested and a higher average yield for each vegetable crop. The
average price received per unit sold was also higher than a year earlier for most crops. Total

value of production from all vegetable crops totaled $64,042,000 in 1981, up 28 percent from the

$50,1 16,000 crop sold the previous year.

Storage onions, Colorado’s largest vegetable crop, accounted for more than half of the value

of sales from all vegetable crops sold during 1981. The 9,000 acres harvested represented 36

percent of the state's total acreage of vegetable crops harvested. Lettuce ranked second in

acreage harvested, production, and value of sales. Compared with 1980, production was up 22

percent and value of sales was up 56 percent to $12,190,000 for 1981.

Cabbage for fresh market and kraut was valued at $4.3 million, down from $5.5 million in 1980

because of lower prices. Spinach increased in every category, and the 1981 value of sales for

that crop, at $3,792,000 was 53 percent above the comparable 1980 value. Carrots were also

valued at more than $3.3 million in 1981 as a result of higher production and prices than a year

earlier. The cucumbers for pickles and sweet corn crops were each valued at over $2.0 million

and value of sales from cantaloups totaled nearly $1.7 million. Snapbeans and tomatoes, each
of which are processing crops, had vaue of sales of $608,000 and $715,000, respectively.

PRICES RECEIVED BY FARMERS

Price data provide a basis for measuring the economic well-being of producers, both in terms
of value per unit and total value of production. These data are extensively used for analyzing

past occurrences and for keeping abreast of the market situation to make current and future

marketing decisions. Price statistics, particularly for major crops, continue to be important in

calculating deficiency payments. Price data also “trigger” the movement of commodities out
of USDA Reserve Programs.

The basic data for prices received are provided voluntarily by producers, grain dealers, and
others who purchase agricultural products. In addition, cattle prices are based on recorded
direct and auction sales under a cooperative program with the Livestock Market News Branch
of the Agricultural Marketing Service. Other surveys measure the disposition of crops and the

amount of the crop that is sold during each month of the marketing year. These monthly
marketing volumes are used to weight previously estimated monthly prices to a season
average price. Marketing volumes of livestock are also used to weight monthly livestock prices

to a season average price. Monthly and season average prices reflect all sizes and grades of

each commodity sold where appropriate. Season average prices are based upon the marketing

year for each commodity and may or may not correspond to a calendar year average price.

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COLORADO FARM INCOME

1980 — Realized net farm income for Colorado farmers and ranchers totaled $349.0 million for

1980, down 24 percent from the $461 .1 million realized a year earlier. After allowing for the net
change in inventory values, the 1980 total net farm income was $405.5 million, 17 percent below
the comparable total for 1979. Farm production expenses increased 3 percent from the
previous year, to a record high $3,063.4 million in 1980.

Cash receipts from the sale of crops, livestock, and livestock products produced in Colorado
totaled $3,185.1 million in 1980, down 1 percent from the previous year's record high of $3,207.5

million. Sales of livestock and livestock products, at $2,219.9 million, represented 70 percent of

the 1980 total. This was down 10 percent from the previous year in which livestock and livestock

product sales accounted for 77 percent of the total. Crop sales totaled a record high $965.2
million in 1980, up 29 percent from a year earlier, and accounted for 30 percent of the 1980 total

compared with 23 percent of the 1979 total.

Government payments continued to decline from the record high level of $80.4 million in 1978,

dropping to $18.0 million for 1980. This was down 52 percent from 1979. Non-money income was
valued at a record high $154.1 million, and other farm income also set a new record high at $55.2

million. These two components of farm income were up 20 percent and 4 percent, respectively,

from a year earlier. Realized gross farm income, at $3,412.4 million, was just slightly below the

record high of $3,426.3 million set in 1979.

Farm production expenses continued the recent upward trend which began in 1976, reaching a

new record high in 1980. Higher outlays were made for every component of farm production ex-

penses except for expenditures for livestock. Outlays for livestock account for nearly one third

of the total production expenses and this component was 14 percent below the previous year.

On a percent change basis, the largest increases from a year earlier were in outlays for fertilizer

and lime, labor, interest, and rent. Each of these components increased by more than 24 per-

cent from 1979. Expenditures for feed and taxes increased less than 5 percent from 1979 while

each of the other components increased between 13 and 15 percent. The average total net farm
income for Colorado’s 26,500 farm and ranch operators in 1980 was $15,302 compared with the

average of $18,510 a year earlier.

1981 — Preliminary data for 1981 indicate that cash receipts from farm marketings reversed the

decline experienced in 1980 and totaled a record high of $3,296.5 million. Livestock and
livestock products receipts totaled $2,194.3 million (67 percent of the total), down 1 percent

from 1980. Receipts from the sale of crops increased 14 percent to a new record high of $1,102.1

million for 1981 . This was the first time crop receipts reached or exceeded the billion dollar mark
in Colorado. Even though gross farm income increased in 1981, producer’s net incomedeclined
as farm production expenses rose faster than cash receipts.

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1981 LIVESTOCK REVIEW

The 1981 production index for all livestock and livestock products was 9 points below a year
earlier, at 1 10 percent of the 1967 base period. The poultry and egg index was 16 points higher

than a year earlier and the dairy products index was 8 points higher, but the meat animal index

was down 10 points to 106 percent of the 1967 base. The 1981 index for meat animals was 14

points below the 1979 index value of 120 percent.

Inventory numbers in Colorado were higher than a year earlier for all hogs and pigs and for all

chickens but lower for all sheep and lambs and all cattle and calves. The January 1, 1982 in-

ventory of all cattle and calves was down 3 percent. The December 1, 1981 count of all hogs and
pigs was 6 percent above the previous year. The long downward trend in sheep numbers con-

tinued, as the number of all sheep and lambs on hand as of January 1, 1982 was 12 percent

below a year earlier. The number of chickens on Colorado farms and ranches on December 1,

1981 was 19 percent above the previous year.

A general lack of appreciable moisture during the winter months of 1980-81 led to a rather

pessimistic outlook for early grazing prospects. The overall forage condition for the state as of

April 1, 1981 was 19 points below the previous year and 5 points below the 5-year average. Scat-

tered rains during April and May resulted in only slight improvement, as the June 1 condition

was 15 points below the previous year and the lowest June 1 rating since 1977. With warmer
temperatures and limited rainfall, forage conditions deteriorated during June and July. August
rains stimulated new growth in many areas of the state, and forage condition was rated as
mostly good through September. However, the limited soil moisture was rapidly depleted and
forage condition declined rapidly during the late summer and fall months. With limited soil

moisture received during the winter, the 1982 season was to begin with very dry soils and
generally poor to fair grazing prospects.

ALL CATTLE AND CALVES — The inventory of all cattle and calves on Colorado farms and
ranches totaled 3,025,000 as of January 1, 1982, down 3 percent from the 3,125,000 head on
hand January 1 the previous year. All cows that had calved, at 1 ,020,000 were down 60,000 from

January 1, 1981. Beef cows totaled 945,000 and were down 6 percent from a year earlier while

milk cows were up 4,000 to 75,000 head. Heifers weighing 500 pounds or more decreased 7 per-

cent to 665,000. Of this total, 233,000 were being kept for beef cow replacement and 36,000 were

intended for milk cow replacement. Of the 396,000 other heifers weighing 500 pounds or more,

77 percent were on feed for the slaughter market in Colorado feedlots. Steers weighing 500

pounds or more decreased 13 percent to 560,000 of which 74 percent were in Colorado feedlots

on January 1, 1982, The number of bulls decreased 15 percent from the previous year to 51,000

head. Heifer, steer, and bull calves weighing less than 500 pounds totaled 729,000, up 17 per-

cent from January 1, 1981. The January 1, 1982 inventory value of all cattle and calves in

Colorado totaled $1,225 billion, 19 percent less than a year earlier. Average value per head was
$405, down $80 from last year. This decline in value plus the smaller inventory caused the lower

inventory value.

DAIRY CATTLE — The January 1, 1982 inventory of milk cows and heifers that had calved

totaled 75,000, up 4,000 from the previous year. Colorado's dairy herds averaged 12,71 2 pounds
of milk per cow in 1981. This was 627 pounds above the 12,085 pounds per cow produced a year

earlier and 601 pounds above the previous record high of 12,1 1 1 pounds per cow in 1978.

CATTLE AND CALVES ON FEED — There was 750,000 head of cattle and calves being fed for

the slaughter market In Colorado feedlots as of January 1, 1982, down 11 percent from a year

earlier. Northeast Colorado accounted for 61 percent of the January 1 total. Marketings of fed

cattle from Colorado feedlots totaled 1,860,000 head during 1981, a 5 percent decline from

marketings of 1,951,000 head in 1980 and 18 percent below 1979 marketings. There were 200

feedlots with a capacity of 1.000 head or more in operation during 1981 and they marketed

1,748,000 fed cattle or 94 percent of the state’s total marketings. The remaining 1 12,000 head of

fed cattle were marketed from 200 lots with a capacity of less than 1,000 head.

CALF CROP — The 900,000 calves born on Colorado farms and ranches during 1981 was down
1 percent from the 910,000 head born during 1980.
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SHEEP AND LAMBS — The January 1, 1982 inventory of all sheep and lambs, at 710,000 head,

was 12 percent below the January 1, 1981 total of 810,000 head. A 23 percent decrease in the

number of sheep and lambs on feed and a 6 percent decrease in stock sheep numbers ac-

counted for the lower Inventory. The January 1, 1982 inventory of 710,000 included 480.000

stock sheep and lambs and 230,000 sheep and lambs on feed. The 1981 lamb crop of 440,000

was up 1 percent from the previous year. The inventory value of all sheep and lambs was
$44,730,000, 30 percent below the previous year. The lower inventory value results from the

decline in the number of sheep and lambs and a lower average inventory value of $63.00 per

head for January 1, 1982 which was $15.50 below the average value of $78.50 per head on
January 1, 1981.

SHEEP AND LAMBS ON FEED — Colorado farms and ranches accounted for 15 percent of the

total U.S. inventory of sheep and lambs on feed as of January 1, 1982, maintaining the state’s

position as the leading sheep and lamb feeding state with 230,000 on feed. By March 1, 1982,

the on-feed number had declined to 170,000 head, 6 percent above the previous year. On
November 1, 1981, the first estimate for the 1981-82 feeding period, there were 250,000 sheep
and lambs on feed In the state.

WOOL PRODUCTION — Colorado's 1981 wool production totaled 7,656,000 pounds, down 8

percent from the 8,338,000 pounds produced in 1980. There were 980,000 head of sheep and
lambs shorn during the year compared with 1, 100,000 a year earier. Fleece weights averaged 7.8

pounds in 1981, up .2 pounds from the previous year. Producers received an average of 89 cents

per pound, and total value of the 1981 wool shorn, at $6,814,000, was 8 percent below the 1980

wool value of $7,421,000.

HOGS AND PIGS — The December 1, 1981 inventory of all hogs and pigs in Colorado was
330.000 head, 6 percent above the 310,000 on hand a year earlier. The inventory of market hogs
was up 6 percent from a year earlier to 285,000 head and the number of breeding stock in-

creased 13 percent to 45,000 head. The 1981 pig crop totaled 534,000, down 122,000 from a year

earlier. The December 1980-May 1981 pig crop totaled 294,000 head and was 30 percent below
the comparable period a year earlier. During this period, 42,000 sows were farrowed and the

average litter size was 7.0, The June-November 1981 pig crop totaled 240,000 head, up 1 percent

from the June-November 1980 period. During these months 32,000 sows were farrowed and the

average litter size was 7.5 pigs. The December 1, 1981 inventory value of all hogs and pigs was
$22,770,000, 2 percent higher than a year earlier. The average value per head of $69.00 was $3.00

below the December 1, 1980 average value but this was offset by the 6 percent increase in

inventory.

CHICKEN AND EGGS — The December 1, 1981 inventory of 3,100,000 chickens of all ages was
19 percent above the previous year. The number of hens and pullets of laying age was up 31 per-

cent to 2,570,000 and accounted for 83 percent of the total inventory. The December 1, 1981 in-

ventory value of all chickens was $8,060,000, up 72 percent from the previous year. From
December 1980 through November 1981, Colorado's laying flock produced 552 million eggs, 19

percent above the 464 million produced the same period a year earlier. Producers received an
average of 61 cents per dozen during the year ending in November 1981, compared with 55
cents during the previous year.

TURKEYS — Colorado producers raised 4,300,000 turkeys during 1981, 4 percent more than

4.130.000 raised during 1980. Producers received an average of 36 cents per pound for the 111.4

million pounds of turkey produced, and the gross income of $40.1 million was down 14 percent

from a year earlier.

BEES AND HONEY— Beekeepers extracted 2,542,000 pounds of honey from Colorado apiaries

during 1981, up 9 percent from the previous year. The number of colonies in all Colorado
apiaries, at 41,000, was down 4,000 from 1980. Average yield per colony, at 62 pounds, was 10

pounds above last year’s average. The 1981 honey crop was valued at $1,703,000 compared
with the $1,498,000 crop produced in 1980. The average price per pound of honey sold in 1981

was 67.0 cents, up from 64.0 cents a year earlier. Colorado’s beeswax production for 1981

totaled 61,000 pounds, 30 percent above the previous year. Producers received an average of

$1.86 per pound for beeswax in 1981 for a total value of $113,000, compared with a value of

$85,000 for the beeswax produced and sold in 1980.

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WHY CROP AND LIVESTOCK REPORTS

A man’s judgment is no better than his facts, and crop and livestock reports are the basic

facts of Agriculture.

They aid farmers in planning their production and marketing.

They are essential in enacting wise legislation affecting Agriculture.

They are a check on fluctuation in price. Uncertainty of supply promotes undue fluctuation in

price.

They are the basis for analysis of agriculture ana other business conditions.

They give producers the same foresight to future price trends that organized dealers

possess.

They are a guide to farm resources and for developing new resources such as irrigation,

electric power, location of food processing and other factories.

They are the best basis for adjusting supply to demand which is highly essential if maximum
price is to prevail.

They aid farm organizations, schools and others in planning constructive programs, and the

prospective purchaser of land.

They eliminate the ill effects of misleading reports that might be circulated for private gain, if

there were no official reports.

They give information on surplus and deficit areas of production making possible a more

economical distribution of products.

They indicate potential buying power thereby enabling the manufacturer to meet the

probable demand. With economical production and distribution, the manufacturer can sell at a

lower price than he could with uncertain demand.

They reduce the risk of ownership of buyers of farm products which enables them to do

business on a smaller margin. Under the stimulus of competition, they pay producers higher

prices than could be paid if uncertainty of production existed.

They reduce the amount of speculation in farm products. Speculation thrives on uncertainty.

Unbiased official crop reports reduce uncertainty which limits speculation.

They are indespensable in times of war because food is as essential as ammunition and

weapons of war.

They provide an accurate, unbiased picture of Colorado’s agriculture. The facts on present

and prospective supplies furnish a sound basis for judgment and action by farmers, other

individuals, business men, railroads, crop and livestock interests and governmental agencies.
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
