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CROP AND LIVESTOCK INDEXES

Production indexes are used to measure year-to-year changes in the gross output and to

compare the overall level of production with a base period. The base year for the
Colorado production index is consistent with the national level for production and price
indexes.

For each year, the production for each commodity is multiplied by its 1977 season average
price to obtain a value of production. These values are totaled by subgroups and groups
which are divided by the comparable 1977 values to obtain the percent each year is of the
base period. By using a constant per-unit value for each commodity throughout the series,
changes in the index reflect the actual changes in production of the commodities from year
to year as well as the change in production compared with the base period.

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1988 CROP REVIEW

The 1988 All Crops Production Index declined 2 points from a year earlier to 132 percent
of the 1977 base period. Sharp declines in the Food Grains and Fruit Indexes and moderate
declines in the Hay and Silage and Potato Indexes more than offset sharp Increases in the
Feed Grain and Vegetable Indexes and a smaller increase in the Other Crops Index. While
overall production of crops declined from a year earlier, the value of production for
Colorado's principal crops Increased by 35 percent. Drought shortened crops in other
areas of the United States resulted in higher prices for Colorado's commodities.

Corn for grain continued to be Colorado's largest grain crop for the fourth consecutive
year with a total output of 128 million bushels. Producers harvested 800,000 acres for
grain in 1988, the largest acreage since 1936, and averaged a record high 160 bushels per
acre. The record high 1988 crop was 20 percent higher than the 1987 output.

The 1988 winter wheat crop declined 19 percent from a year earlier to 79.5 million
bushels, the smallest crop since 1980. Part of the decline was the result of fewer acres
harvested as the large retirement of acreages into the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP)

which began in 1986 continued to claim additional acres in 1987. The 2.3 million acres
harvested declined 200,000 from 1987 and was 600,000 below 1986. Yield prospects were
very good for most of the crop until hot, dry winds at the critical filling stage in June
caused a sharp reduction in yield.

The production of sorghum silage, spring wheat, oats, rye, other hay, and sugar beets was
higher than a year earlier while the output of sorghum for grain, barley, alfalfa hay, dry
beans and potatoes was lower than the 1987 production levels. After producing a new
record high crop for seven consecutive years since 1980, fall potato production declined 5

percent in 1988 to 18,445,000 cwt. but still the third largest crop of record. The
summer potato crop of 1,711,000 cwt. was down 8 percent from the previous year as a result
of fewer acres harvested. Dry bean production was down only 2 percent from 1987 to
2,558,000 cwt. as a 14 percent decline in harvested acres was nearly offset by a record
high average yield of 16.5 cwt. per acre. Grain sorghum production declined 16 percent
from 1987 to 8 , 280,000 bushels. Acreage harvested was down 22 percent and a new record
high yield of 46.0 bushels per acre was only partially offsetting. Barley production was
19 percent below the 1987 crop, wholly the result of fewer acres harvested. Sugar beet
production was nearly 10 percent higher than a year earlier as growers harvested 4 percent
more acres and realized a 5 percent increase in average yields.

Planting activities had a good beginning in March and continued ahead of both the previous
year and the 5-year average for most crops even though intermittent storms during April
caused frequent delays. Planting of some late season crops was slowed during late May by
wet field conditions but the moisture was needed for dryland crops. Warmer and drier
weather during June aided development of most crops but hot dry winds across the eastern
plains caught wheat at the critical filling stage and reduced yield prospects. The
balance of the growing season was generally favorable for crop development and maturity.
Except at higher elevations, the first frost across the major crop areas of the state did
not occur until late October and above normal temperatures continued through mid-November.

Winter wheat seeding activities for the 1989 crop began on schedule, progressed favorably
during September and was nearing completion by mid-October. Soil moisture supplies were
mostly adequate for germination and emergence in northeastern areas but were somewhat less

than adequate in east central and southeastern areas. Very little moisture or snow cover
was received during the fall and winter months and the crop came out of dormancy in only
fair to good condition. Extremely cold weather in February and a continued lack of
moisture during March and April caused many acres to be abandoned in the southeast and
reduced yield prospects on the remaining acreages.

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COLORADO POTATOES

The words, "Quality as High as Our Mountains", are part of the newly developed logo for
the Colorado Potato Administrative Committee (CPAC) and is a fitting tribute to the
product and the environment in which it is produced. Except for the small production area
in the Arkansas Valley, which is a little more distant from the mountains, all potatoes in
the state are produced in the shadows of the Rocky Mountains. Potato production in
Colorado is divided into two seasonal groups and separate data series are prepared for
each group.

"Fall potatoes" are produced at an elevation of about 7,600 feet above sea level in the
San Luis Valley which is bordered by the San Juan Mountains on the west and by the Sangre
De Crlsto Mountains, Mount Blanca, and the Great Sand Dunes on the east. Planting usually
begins in late April and continues throughout May. Harvest begins in late August and is
generally completed by mid-October. The major portion of the crop is put into private and
commercial storage facilities and is marketed through July of the following year. The
fall potato crop usually represents at least 90 percent of the state's total potato
production.

The San Luis Valley produces two major types of potatoes. The Russet potato is produced
on about 93 percent of the total acreage. The two major varieties are the Centennial
Russet which accounts for about 69 percent of the acreage and the Russet Burbank which is

grown on about 24 percent of the acreage. The round red potato is produced on about 7

percent of the acreage and the dominant variety is the Sangre. Both the Centennial and
Sangre varieties were developed at the Colorado State University Research Center which is

located in the San Luis Valley. Most of the SLV potatoes are sold for fresh market use.
A portion of the crop is sold for seed and a portion of the crop is sold to a local
processor which utilizes potatoes to make starch. The potatoes utilized for starch are
those that do not meet the size and grade standards set by the producers at the beginning
of each season.

The SLV potatoes are marketed through a marketing order which is administered by the

Colorado Potato Administrative Committee, San Luis Valley office with state and federal

supervision. The CPAC is funded by a 4 cent/cwt. assessment on each hundredweight of

potatoes sold. A close inspection program by state officials is designed to maintain a

constant supply of high quality potatoes to consumers throughout the United States.

Through an aggressive program of market development, education and research, the SLV

potato growers produced and sold a new record high production each year from 1981-87 and

the 1988 crop was the third largest.

"Summer potatoes" are produced throughout the rest of the state with most of the output

coming from the South Platte Valley overlooked by Long's Peak in Rocky Mountain National

Park. Much smaller acreages are produced in the Arkansas Valley in Southeastern Colorado

and in the Grand Valley on the Western Slope. While the Arkansas and Grand Valley
potatoes are utilized primarily for fresh market a large portion of the potatoes produced

in Northeastern Colorado are sold to processors for making potato chips. The rest are

sold for fresh market. Numerous varieties of potatoes are produced with most of the fresh

market potatoes being of the Russet type while the "chippers" are typically the larger

type potatoes which make excellent sized chips.

Summer potatoes are planted from mid-April through May and are harvested from mid-July

through September. Some potatoes are sold at harvest time for fresh market, but much of

the crop is put into storage and is marketed through January for table stock and through

March or April of the following year for processing potatoes. Summer potatoes are also

marketed through a federal-state marketing order administered by the CPAC, Greeley office.

Summer potatoes are assessed at 2.25 cents per hundredweight sold. There is mandatory

inspection for table stock potatoes. Processing potatoes are also assessed but are

marketed through an exemption certificate which does not require inspection.

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FRUIT CROPS - 1988

Colorado producers experienced another favorable year for fruit production in 1988
following the freeze shortened 1986 crop and very high production in 1987. While the 1988
crops were smaller than a year earlier, more normal production levels were harvested. The
total value of the 1988 fruit crops was just under $13.1 million.

Apples was the only fruit crop adversely affected by weather in 1988. Freezing
temperatures during late May caused moderate to severe damage to many orchards. The total
production of 70 million pounds was 44 percent below the previous year. The total value
of the 1988 crop, at $7.77 million, was only 2 percent below the previous year as a result
of higher prices received.

Peach production declined 16 percent from the 1987 crop to 16.0 million pounds in 1988.
However, prices averaged 20 percent higher resulting in a 9 percent increase in the value
of utilized production to nearly $4.2 million.

Pear production, at 3,800 tons, for 1988 was 52 percent below the previous year in which
an unusually high quantity of pears were harvested. Improved prices were partially
offsetting as the total value of the utilized crop, at $928,000, was only 27 percent below
the 1987 value.

Tart cherry production totaled 1.3 million pounds in 1988, down 48 percent from the large
1987 crop. Total value of the crop was $201,000.

VEGETABLE CROPS - 1988

Vegetable producers harvested 387,970 tons of fresh market and processing crops In
Colorado during 1988, up 14 percent from 340,350 tons produced In 1987. The total tonnage
includes only those vegetable crops for which estimates are prepared. Numerous other
vegetable crops are produced In the state but are not surveyed for acreage or production
data. The combined value of the 1988 crops was $73.2 million, 6 percent higher than a

year earlier.

Dry storage onion production totaled 5.54 million cwt. in 1988, up I 8 percent from 1987 as
a result of Increased acreage and higher average yields. The 1988 crop was valued at

$54.5 million, 21 percent above 1987. Onions represented 71 percent of the total tonnage
and 74 percent of the total value of all vegetable crops.

Lettuce production declined 19 percent from 1987 to 644,000 cwt. in 1988 as higher per
acre yields were more than offset by fewer acres harvested. In addition, prices averaged
much lower resulting in a total value of $6.9 million, 50 percent below the value of the

1987 crop.

Sweet com production, at 504,000 cwt., was 7 percent higher than the previous year's crop

of 473,000 cwt. as a result of more acres harvested and a higher average yield per acre.

With improved prices, total value of the 1988 crop was up 13 percent to $4.74 million.

Carrot production was up 12 percent in 1988 to 504,000 cwt. and value of production was up

24 percent to $4.23 million. Compared with 1987, more acres were harvested, per acre

yields averaged higher, and prices were better for the 1988 crop. Cucuabers for pickles

production was up 30 percent from 1987 to 16,280 tons but value of production was down 5

percent to $2.00 million. The 1988 toaatoes for processing crop was 63 percent higher

than a year earlier as a result of more acres harvested and higher per acre yields. The

12,340 tons produced had a value of $897,000.

COLORADO FARM INCOME

Net farm income for Colorado's 27,000 farm and ranch operators totaled $769.2 million in
1987, up 41 percent from a year earlier. Gross farm income, at $4.01 billion, was 12
percent above the previous year and farm production expenses were nearly 7 percent higher
at $3.24 billion. The average total net farm income was $28,489 in 1987 compared with
$20,470 in 1986.

Cash receipts from the sale of farm products totaled $3.19 billion in 1987, up 2.8 percent
from $3.11 billion in 1986. Receipts from the sale of crops declined just over 2 percent
from a year earlier to $870.0 million in 1987 while receipts from the sale of livestock
and livestock products increased 4.6 percent to $2.32 billion. Livestock receipts
represented 72.7 percent of the total compared with 71.4 percent a year earlier. Crop
receipts accounted for 27.3 percent of the total in 1987, down from 28.6 percent in 1986.
Cattle and calves (excluding dairy) brought in receipts of $1.98 billion in 1987,
representing 85.2 percent of the total livestock receipts and 62.0 percent of the state's
total cash receipts. Wheat was the second most important commodity accounting for $221
million in receipts or about 25 percent of the crop receipts and nearly 7 percent of the
state's total cash receipts. The state's dairy industry contributed $165 million to cash
receipts, corn added $152 million and hay crops contributed $110 million.

Government payments increased 46 percent from 1986 to $342 million in 1987 largely the
result of the Conservation Reserve Program which idled more than one and a half million
acres of cropland in Colorado. Other farm income added $236 million to cash Income while
non-cash income contributed $159 million.

Farm production expenses increased 7 percent to $3.24 billion in 1987 with outlays for the
purchase of livestock and poultry increasing nearly 31 percent to $1.16 billion,
representing nearly 36 percent of all farm production expenses in 1987. Feed purchases
were down 3 percent to $454 million. Changes in other expense items were mixed but
fluctuated around earlier year levels.

CASH RECEIPTS DEFINED

Cash receipt data as prepared by the Economic Research Service (ERS) reflect income derived from the sale of
agricultural conunodities during a calendar year for only that portion of the commodity that is sold. Whereas, value

of production data for crops and livestock products as prepared by the National Agricultural Statistics Service
(NASS) reflect the total value of the commodity produced based on a marketlpg year average price.

For certain commodities such as some fruits and vegetables which are normally sold in the same calendar year in which

they were produced, cash receipt data and value of production data will be in close agreement. However, for most

field crops, the marketing year will span portions of two calendar years, making the two data series non comparable.

Data users should be aware of the differences between the ERS and NASS data series in their use of the data.
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PRICES RECEIVED BY FARMERS

Prices received by farmers and ranchers provide a basis for calculating the income from
the Agricultural Sector as part of the National Income Accounts. These data are also
extensively used to analyze past and current marketing patterns and to make current and
future marketing decisions. Prices received for major farm commodities are used in
computing the Index of Prices Received by Farmers, an important indicator of the economic
environment of the nation's agricultural producers.

The basic data for prices received are provided voluntarily by producers, grain dealers,
and others who purchase agricultural products. Data collected through monthly price
inquiries and other survey questionnaires measure the disposition of individual
commodities and the amount of product that is sold during each month of the marketing
year. These monthly marketing volumes are used to weight previously estimated monthly
prices to a marketing year average price. Monthly and marketing year average prices
reflect all sizes and grades of each commodity sold.

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1988 LIVESTOCK REVIEW

The Livestock and Livestock Products Production Index for 1988 increased 12 points from a
year earlier to 122 percent of the 1977 base period. The Meat Animal Index increased 7
points to 107 percent of the base period, the Dairy Products Index was up 5 points to 152
percent, and the Poultry and Egg Index was up sharply to 151 percent of the 1977 base
period.

The December 1, 1988 or January 1, 1989 inventory number were higher than earlier year
levels for all species. The number of all cattle and calves was nearly 2 percent higher
at 2.75 million head. The sheep and lamb inventory increased 9 percent to 825,000 head,
all hogs and pigs were up 7 percent to 220,000 head, and the all chickens inventory was up
15 percent to 3,986,000. Colorado is the fourth largest cattle feeding state, marketing
over 2 million head of fed cattle annually and continues to be the largest sheep feeding
state as several surrounding states ship their lambs into Colorado for feeding and
slaughter.

Range and pasture feed conditions as of May 1 was rated at 86 percent, reflecting the
generally favorable beginning of the 1988 grazing season. Condition remained mostly good
through May but hot, dry winds in June caused some early drying out of forage across the
eastern plains. Scattered rain areas during July, August, and September maintained
favorable grazing in some areas while other areas continued to dry out. While generally
open weather extended the grazing season in many areas, the continued lack of moisture
during the winter was not favorable for the start of the 1989 season.

AT.I. CATTLE AND CALVES - The January 1 , 1989 inventory of all cattle and calves on Colorado
farms and ranches totaled 2.75 million, up 2 percent from a year earlier. The 885,000
head of cattle on feed for the slaughter market accounted for nearly a third of the
state's total Inventory and was 6 percent below the previous year. All cows were
unchanged at 850,000 and beef cows were nearly the same at 775,000 head. Colorado's dairy
herd inventory as of January 1, 1989 totaled 75,000 head, up 3 percent from 1988. Milk

production, at more than 1.2 billion pounds, was at a record high for the fourth
consecutive year as was the production per cow at 16,581 pounds. The inventory value of

all cattle and calves totaled just over $1.95 billion, up 28 percent from the previous

year.

SHEEP AND LAMBS - The January 1 , 1989 inventory of all sheep and lambs. Increased 9

percent from a year earlier to 825,000 head. Sheep and lambs on feed, at 380,000 head,

increased 6 percent from a year earlier and the number of stock sheep was up 13 percent to

445.000 head. Wool production for 1988 totaled 6.33 million pounds, up 14 percent from

1987 and with the highest average price on record, at $1.40 per pound, the total value of

$8.86 million was up 71 percent from a year earlier. The inventory value of all sheep and

lambs totaled $74.25 million, down 1 percent from 1988.

HOGS AND PIGS - The December 1, 1988 inventory of all hogs and pigs in Colorado was

220.000 head, 7 percent higher than a year earlier. The breeding hog Inventory was down 6

percent to 32,000 head while the market hog inventory was up 10 percent to 188,000 head.

The inventory value of all hogs and pigs, at $16.39 million, was down 6 percent from the

previous year.

CHICKENS AND EGGS - The state's December 1 , 1988 inventory of chickens of all ages, at

3,986,000, was up 15 percent from a year earlier. Hens and pullets of laying age

accounted for 80 percent of the total. During the period December 1, 1987 through

November 30, 1988, the state's laying flocks produced a new record high of 784 million

eggs, 22 percent more than during the comparable period a year earlier and the second

consecutive year of record production. The total Inventory value of all chickens was

$6.38 million, 27 percent above a year earlier.

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WBY CROP AND LIVESTOCK REPORTS

A man's judgment is no better than his facts, and crop and livestock reports are the basic
facts of Agriculture.

They aid farmers in planning their production and marketing.

They are essential in enacting wise legislation affecting Agriculture.

They are a check on fluctuation in price. Uncertainty of supply promotes undue fluctuation
in price.

They are the basis for analysis of agriculture and other business conditions.

They give producers the same foresight to future price trends that organized dealers
possess.

They are a guide to farm resources and for developing new resources such as irrigation,

electric power, location of food processing and other factories.

They are the best basis for adjusting supply to demand which is highly essential if

maximum price is to prevail.

They aid farm organizations, schools, and others in planning constructive programs, and

the prospective purchaser of land.

They eliminate the ill effects of misleading reports that might be circulated for private
gain, if there were no official reports.

They give information on surplus and deficit areas of production making possible a more
economical distribution of products.

They indicate potential buying power, enabling the manufacturer to meet the probable
demand. With economical production and distribution, the manufacturer can sell at a lower
price than he could with uncertain demand.

They reduce the risk for ownership of buyers of farm products which enables them to do
business on a smaller margin. Under the stimulus of competition, they pay producers
higher prices than could be paid if uncertainty of production existed.

They reduce the amount of speculation in farm products. Speculation thrives on
uncertainty. Unbiased official crop reports reduce uncertainty which limits speculation.

They are indispensable in times of war because food is as essential as ammunition and
weapons of war.

They provide an accurate, unbiased picture of Colorado's agriculture. The facts on
present and prospective supplies furnish a sound basis for judgment and action by farmers,
ranchers, other individuals, agribusiness, railroads, crop and livestock interests
and governmental agencies.
