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CROP REVIEW 2005

The estimated value of production for Colorado’s principal
field crops (excluding sugarbeets) totaled just over $1.29
billion in 2005, up 22 percent from the comparable value of
$1.06 billion in 2004. The value of production from the
State’s four leading crops (hay, corn, potatoes and wheat)
totaled $1.17 billion for the 2005 crops and accounted for 91
percent of the total value from all field crops (excluding
sugarbeets). Conditions improved somewhat in 2005 and
resulted in higher production than the previous year for many
crops in spite of periods of hot temperatures and water
shortages continued into 2005.

Hay replaced corn as Colorado’s leading crop in value of
production. The value of all hay production increased 34
percent from the previous year to $409.2 million and
accounted for 32 percent of the total value from all field crops
produced. Value of the 2005 alfalfa hay crop, at $299.0
million, was up 38 percent from the previous year with
increases in acreage harvested, yield and the average price
received. The value of production for all other hay also
increased, up 23 percent to $110.3 million, due entirely to an
increase in the price received. Production was unchanged
from the previous year.

Corn was the second leading crop produced in the State in
terms of total value of production. The combined value of
corn for grain and corn for silage was estimated at $369.5
million for the 2005 crop, up nearly 1 percent from the
comparable value of $367.5 million for the 2004 crop. Corn
for grain production increased slightly from a year earlier as a
10 percent increase in yield more than offset a 9 percent drop
in harvested acreage. Yields averaged 148 bushels per acre,
up 13 bushels from last year. The 2005 corn for grain crop
was valued at $316.4 million. A 2 percent decrease in the
value of production for corn silage in 2005 was the result of a
$1 drop per ton in the average price received. Value of the
2005 crop was estimated at $53.1 million, down from $54.5
million in 2004. Production increased to 2.53 million tons
with a 0.5 ton per acre increase in yield. Acres harvested
remained at 110,000.

Potatoes ranked third in terms of value of production with the
2005 crop value estimated at $213.9 million, up 77 percent
from $120.8 million received for the 2004 crop. The crop was
smaller than last year’s in terms of total production, but the
average price received was 88 percent higher. The summer
potato crop was 8 percent smaller than the 2004 crop and the
fall potato crop fell 6 percent, both the result of acreage
reductions to conserve irrigation water. Harvested acreage was
7,200 acres below last year at 62,800. Average yield increased
16 hundredweight per acre from last year’s crop.

Wheat received a fourth place ranking in value of production
for 2005 with a total value of nearly $180.9 million, up 19
percent from the $152.4 million value assigned to the 2004
crop. The value of the winter wheat crop, at $176.9 million,
was up 19 percent while the value of the spring wheat crop
increase 25 percent to $4.0 million. The 2005 winter wheat
crop of 52.8 million bushels was up 15 percent from the 2004
crop, the result of 29 percent more acres harvested. Hot and

dry conditions at critical periods of development lowered
average yields to 24.0 bushels per acre from 27.0 last year.
Spring wheat production rose 26 percent from last year to 1.3
million bushels as a 36 percent increase in acreage harvested
more than offset an 8 percent decrease in average yield per
acre.

The dry edible bean crop produced in 2005 was valued at
$35.7 million, up 23 percent from the previous year. Harvested
acreage was up 48,000 acres (72 percent) from 2004 to 115,000
acres in 2005. Total production of 1.9 million cwt was up 83
percent from the 2004 crop. However, prices received for the
latest crop are expected to average $18.80 per cwt, down $9.20
per cwt in 2004.

Sugarbeet production totaled 833,000 tons in 2005, down
slightly from the 2004 crop of 838,000 tons. The 34,300 acres
harvested represented an increase of 2 percent from the
previous year. The 2004 crop was valued at $30.4 million but
no value has yet been determined for the 2005 crop. Average
price received is expected to be significantly higher than 2004
as a result of hurricane damage in sugar producing states.

The 2005 crop of sunflowers was valued at $33.4 million, up
84 percent from the 2004 crop value of $18.2 million. A 67
percent increase in acres harvested and higher yields resulted in
a 79 percent increase in production. Production of oil varieties,
at 181.3 million pounds, was up 68 percent from that of a year
earlier. Non-oil production increased 109 percent to 81.0
million pounds. The oil crop’s value is estimated at $18.5
million while the non-oil crop is estimated at $14.9 million.

The 2005 barley crop has an estimated value of $21.9 million,
down 15 percent from the 2004 crop value of $25.6 million.
Producers harvested 23 percent less acres than a year earlier,
but averaged a 130.0 bushel per acre yield, 12.0 bushels above
the previous year and a new record high for the State.
Producers received slightly higher prices for the latest crop
averaging $2.85 per bushel compared with $2.82 last year.

Proso millet production in 2005 had an estimated value of
$17.1 million, down 20 percent from the value of the 2004
crop. Producers harvested 275,000 acres of proso millet in
2005 compared to 330,000 acres in 2004. Total production, at
5.5 million bushels, was 31 percent less than the 2004 crop.
Average yield, at 20.0 bushels per acre, was 4.0 bushels below
last year. Prices for the 2005 crop averaged $3.10 per bushel,
up from $2.70 received for the 2004 crop.

The combined production of grain and silage sorghum had an
estimated value of $10.1 million for the 2005 crop compared
with $14.7 million the previous year. Sorghum for grain in
2005 totaled 3.4 million bushels, down 37 percent from a year
earlier as producers harvested 39 percent less acres but realized
a 1.0 bushel increase in the average yield. Total value of
production of grain sorghum totaled $5.5 million compared
with $9.60 million the previous year as the average price
received dropped 15 cents per bushel. Sorghum silage
production, at 286,000 tons, increased 8 percent from 2004.
Total value of the 2005 crop was estimated at $4.6 million,
down 12 percent from the $5.2 million crop produced in 2004.

FRUIT CROPS - 2005

Fruit production for the three major fruit crops in
Colorado during 2005 totaled 60.0 million pounds,
up 1 percent from the 59.2 million pounds produced
a year earlier. Estimates for tart cherries were
discontinued in 2005. A larger crop than a year
earlier was produced for apples while smaller crops
were produced for peaches and pears. Producers
continued to make efficient use of limited water
supplies to meet most needs and did not experience
any major adverse weather problems during the
season. Utilized production of Colorado’s three
fruit crops had a combined value of $19.2 million
for 2005, up 14 percent from $16.9 million a year
earlier.

The leading fruit crop produced in the State was
peaches for the 2005 season in terms of value of
production but ranked second in terms of total
production. The 12,000 tons produced was down 8§
percent from the previous year. However, the value
of the 11,000 tons of product utilized increased 5
percent from the previous year to $11.88 million.
Producers received an average price of $1,080 per

ton for the latest crop compared with $§944 per ton
for the 12,000 tons of utilized production from the
2004 crop.

Apples ranked first in terms of total production but
second in terms of value for the 2005 crop. The
total production of 31.0 million pounds in 2005 was
up 11 percent from the 28.0 million pounds
produced in 2004. Higher per acre yields more than
offset a small reduction in bearing acreage. The
utilized production of 27.0 million pounds was
valued at $6.34 million, up 52 percent from the
$4.17 million received for the 27.0 million pounds
of utilized production from the 2004 crop. Grower
prices averaged 23.5 cents per pound for the 2005
crop compared with 15.4 cents in 2004.

The 2005 pear crop totaled 2,500 tons, down 4
percent from 2,600 tons produced in 2004.
Producers received $455 per ton for their 2005 crop
compared with $561 per ton in 2004, dropping the
total value to $1.00 million, down 29 percent from
the previous year.

VEGETABLE CROPS - 2005

Vegetable growers in Colorado harvested 8.3 million
cwt of produce from five fresh market crops during 2005
which had a total value of $95.0 million. This was up 1
percent from the $94.5 million received for the 9.5
million cwt of vegetables produced from the same crops
in 2004. Production for all crops except dry onions and
lettuce increased from 2004. Acreage, production and
value estimates are prepared for seven vegetable crops.
Spinach and carrot statistics were not published in 2005
to avoid disclosure of individual operations. Numerous
other vegetable crops are produced in the state but are
not annually surveyed for estimates.

Dry storage onions continue to be the leading vegetable
crop produced in the State. The total output from the
2005 crop totaled 4.2 million cwt, down 24 percent from
the previous year. The harvested area decreased 14
percent to 9,500 acres and although the average yield of
440 cwt per acre was the second highest on record, it
was still 60 cwt below the last year’s record of 500. The
quantity of onions expected to be marketed had an
estimated value of $62.8 million compared with $50.0
million received for the 2004 crop. Onions represented
51 percent of the total production and 66 percent of the
total value from the five crops.

Sweet corn’s value ranked second among vegetable
crops produced in the State. The crop accounted for 18
percent of the total production and 21 percent of the total

value of all vegetables. Production increased 4 percent
from 2004 to 1.5 million cwt. The 9,700 acres harvested
was also up 4 percent but the average yield of 150 cwt
per acre was unchanged from the previous year. Value
of the 2005 crop, at $19.9 million, was 22 percent above
a year earlier.

Cabbage ranked second in production but third in value.
Production increased 3 percent from 2004 to 1.6 million
cwt, the result of a slight increase in acreage. Average
yield was equal to last year’s 480 cwt per acre. The
value of production, at $15.5 million, was up slightly
from a year earlier.

Lettuce had the fourth highest production and ranked
fourth in value of production. Production decreased 3
percent from a year earlier to 684,000 cwt. In addition,
the value of production, at $8.1 million, was 8 percent
below the previous year as growers received an average
$11.80 per cwt, $0.70 less than in 2004.

Cantaloupe ranked fifth in both production and value.
Harvested area decreased 100 acres from last year to
1,600, but per acre yields increased 19 percent to 190
cwt as production rose 12 percent to 304,000 cwt. Value
also rose to $4.1 million from $3.9 million last year as
the average price per cwt received fell $0.90 to $13.60.

Prices received by farmers and ranchers provide a basis for calculating the income from the Agricultural Sector as part of
the National Income Accounts. These data are also extensively used to analyze past and current marketing patterns and to
make current and future marketing decisions. Prices received for major farm commodities are used in computing the
Index of Prices Received by Farmers, an important indicator of the economic environment of the nation's agricultural
producers.

LIVESTOCK REVIEW 2005

SUMMARY: Colorado ranks 10th in the number of all cattle
and calves, 4th in the number of all sheep and lambs, 15th in
the number of all hogs and pigs, and 25th in the number of all
chickens. The state also ranks as the 4th largest cattle feeder
with annual marketings of more than two million head of fed
cattle. Colorado ranks 3rd in the number of market sheep and
lambs, but is first in the nation in the number of lambs
slaughtered at 1.02 million head, or 38% of the U.S total.
Colorado was the 16" largest milk producing state in the
nation. This is up three spots from 2004.

The total inventory value of the cattle, sheep, hogs, and
chickens on hand at the beginning of the year (using the
January 1 and December 1 reference dates) was $3.05 billion,
up 16 percent from the comparable value of $2.63 billion one
year earlier. Cattle accounts for 96% of this inventory value.

Pasture and range feed conditions were rated 79% very poor to
fair at the start of the season in mid-March, as compared to
61% for these same categories in 2004. Conditions improved
following a series of April storms that brought welcome
precipitation to the Front Range and the Eastern Plains. This
moisture kept range and pasture conditions in mostly fair to
good conditions through May. June showed some decline in
conditions until some late June storms boosted the pasture
conditions up into the fair to excellent categories. Range and
pasture conditions slowly declined after June due to
unseasonably high temperatures in July, August and
September. Early season grazing prospects for 2006 are bleak
due to above average temperatures and lower levels of
measurable precipitation. During the winter, Colorado
experienced elevated levels of snow pack in the Northern and
Central Rockies. However, above average spring temperatures
melted snow pack rapidly.

CATTLE AND CALVES: Colorado farm and ranch
operators had 2.65 million head of all cattle and calves on hand
as of January 1, 2006, up 6 percent from the 2.50 million head
on hand one year earlier. The total inventory included 1.12
million head of cattle and calves on feed for the slaughter
market as of January 1, 2006, up 2 percent from the previous
year. The number of cattle and calves on feed at the beginning
of this year represented 42.3 percent of the total inventory
compared with 44.0 percent one year earlier. More than 96
percent of the total, or 1.08 million head, were in 155 feedlots
that have a capacity of 1,000 head or more. The remaining
40,000 head on feed in 2005 were in 105 feedlots with less than
1,000 head capacity. Total marketings of fed cattle from all
feedlots in the state for 2005 totaled 2,015,000 head, down 5
percent from the previous year. This is the fifth year in a row of
declining marketings from Colorado feedlots. The last time
year-to-year feedlot marketings increased was from 1999 to
2000 when a record high of 2,725,000 head of cattle were
marketed.

The total number of all cows that have calved, at 790,000 head,
increased 7 percent from 740,000 head a year earlier. The

number of beef cows increased 7 percent from the previous
year to 685,000 head. The number of milk cows that calved
increased 6% to 105,000 head.

The state’s dairy herd produced 2.35 billion pounds of milk
during the year. Dairy cow numbers increased 4% while the
number of operations with milk cows continues to decline,
dropping 1% in 2005. The average production per cow, at
22,577 pounds, was exceeded only by Washington and
Arizona.

There were 740,000 heifers weighing 500 pounds and over on
hand at the beginning of this year, down 1 percent from a year
earlier. Of that total, 115,000 were being kept for beef cow
replacement (down 12 percent), and 55,000 were for milk cow
replacement (up 10 percent). The remaining 570,000 were
other heifers (no change from 2005) of which 380,000 were
on feed for the slaughter market.

The January 1, 2006 inventory also included 910,000 head of
steers weighing 500 pounds or more (up 8 percent) and
690,000 of those were on feed for the slaughter market. The
number of bulls weighing 500 pounds or more increased 13
percent from a year earlier to 45,000 head. The number of
calves (steers, heifers, and bulls under 500 pounds) on hand
January 1, 2006, at 165,000 head, was up 27 percent from the
130,000 on hand the previous year.

The 2005 calf crop in Colorado, at 770,000 head, was up 4
percent from the 2004 calf crop. This is the second year in a
row of substantial increases in calf crop and in beef cows
which indicates the herds are still in rebuilding mode after
several years of drought conditions.

The total inventory value of all cattle and calves in Colorado
as of January 1, 2006 was $2.92 billion, 17 percent above the
$2.50 billion for January 1, 2005. The average value of $1100
per head represented an increase of $100 per head from the
previous year and was $180 more than the 2004 value per
head.

The number of operations with cattle at any time during 2005
was down slightly from the previous year to 12,900. The
number of beef cow operations was down 1 percent to 9,700
and the number of milk cow operations in 2005 declined 1
percent to 660, down 10 operations from the previous year.

SHEEP AND LAMBS: The January 1, 2006 inventory of all
sheep and lambs in Colorado totaled 390,000 head, up 7
percent from the number on hand as of January 1, 2005. The
number of breeding sheep and lambs, at 190,000, was up 12
percent from the previous year. The number of market sheep
and lambs increased 3 percent to 200,000. The number of
replacement lambs increased 20 percent to 36,000 head. The
number of ewes one year old and older increased 10 percent to
148,000 head, and the number of rams one year old and older
increased by 1,000 head to 6,000 head.
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Of the 200,000 head of market sheep and lambs, 3,000 head
were market sheep and 197,000 head were market lambs. Last
year the market sheep and lambs were 1,000 head and 194,000
head, respectively. There were 3,000 lambs weighing less than
65 pounds this year, 1,000 more than last year; 9,000 were in
the 65-84 pound weight group, up 3,000 from the previous
year; 40,000 weighed 85-105 pounds compared with 39,000
last year; and 145,000 weighed over 105 pounds compared
with the 147,000 head in this weight group on January 1, 2005.

The 2005 lamb crop, at 175,000 head, was up 6 percent from
the 2004 lamb crop of 165,000. There were 1,600 operations
with sheep or lambs in Colorado during 2005, no change from
the previous year.

Wool production in Colorado during 2005 totaled 2.65 million
pounds, up 3 percent from the 2.57 million pounds produced in
2004. The number of all sheep and lambs shorn, at 420,000
head, was up 8 percent from 390,000 head shorn a year earlier,
and up 17 percent from 2003. The value of wool production
for 2005 totaled $1.67 million, down 24 percent from a year
earlier as producers received 63 cents per pound of wool sold
compared with 85 cents per pound the previous year and 74
cents during 2003.

The January 1, 2006 inventory value of all sheep and lambs in
Colorado was estimated at $46.36 million, up 11 percent from a
year carlier. The overall average value per head for all sheep
and lambs was $127.00 per head, $11.00 per head higher than
a year earlier.

HOGS AND PIGS: Colorado’s inventory of all hogs and pigs
as of December 1, 2005 totaled 840,000 head, up 5 percent
from a year earlier. This is the second year in a row that
December-to-December hog inventory increased after five
years of declines. The latest inventory consisted of 145,000
breeding hogs and pigs, up 4 percent from the 140,000 on hand
one year earlier. The number of market hogs and pigs, at
695,000, increased 5 percent from the previous year.

The 2005 pig crop in Colorado totaled 2.71 million head, up 13
percent from the 2004 pig crop. Sows farrowed during 2005
totaled 310,000, up 8 percent from last year. The average litter
size of 8.74 pigs in 2005 was up from 8.31 a year earlier.
There were 700 operations with hogs in Colorado during 2005,
down from 750 the previous year. Similar to last year, 93
percent of the hogs in Colorado are being raised by 2 percent of
the operations. The December 1, 2005 inventory value of all
hogs and pigs was $71.4 million, a 7 percent decrease from the
2004 value, but 49% above the value on December 1, 2003.
The average value of $84.00 per head was $12.00 per head
below the previous year.

GOATS: Estimates for state inventory totals began on January
1, 2005. From January 1, 2005 to January 1, 2006, Colorado
has seen a 7 percent increase in total goat inventory at 32,000
head. The number of milk and angora goats has remained
constant with 7,000 and 1,000 head, respectively from 2005 to
2006. Meat goats, however, have seen a 9% increase in

inventory with 24,000 head reported in 2006 compared to
22,000 reported in 2005.

CHICKENS AND EGGS: The all chicken inventory in
Colorado as of December 1, 2005 totaled 4.65 million birds,
down 7 percent from the 4.99 million on hand one year
earlier. The number of layers decreased 4 percent from the
previous year to 3.81 million The total inventory also included
656,000 pullets less than 20 weeks of age (down 47 percent
from December 1, 2004). The remaining inventory of 66,000
other chickens represented an increase of 3.1 percent from the
previous year.

During the period December 1, 2004 through November 30,
2005, Colorado’s laying flocks produced 1.08 billion eggs,
down 2 percent from the 1.105 billion eggs produced during
the comparable period a year earlier. The value of production
from eggs produced in 2005 totaled $42.48 million, or 47.2
cents per dozen, compared to $60.10 million, or 65.3 cents per
dozen in 2004. The number of layers averaged 3.81 million
for the year, down 4 percent from 3.96 million layers during
the same period a year earlier. The annual average laying rate
for the latest year was 230 eggs per layer compared with 279
eggs per layer one year earlier.

The December 1, 2005 inventory value of all chickens was
estimated at $9.31 million, down 7 percent from $9.98 million
a year earlier. The average value per bird, at $2.00, was
unchanged from December 1, 2004.

BEES AND HONEY: The number of colonies in Colorado
during 2005 increased 13% from a year earlier to 26,000. The
total honey production of 1.82 million pounds for 2005 was 1
percent lower than the 1.84 million pounds a year earlier. The
yield per colony decreased from 80 pounds per colony in 2004
to 70 pounds per colony in 2005. The total value of the 2005
honey crop was $1.89 million, down 44 percent from $2.72
million the previous year. The average price received for the
2005 crop was $1.04 per pound, compared with $1.48 per
pound received for the 2004 crop. December 15, 2005 honey
stocks of 837,000 pounds were up 6 percent from 791,000
pounds a year earlier.

TROUT: Eight operations in Colorado sold trout for the
direct consumer market during 2005, while 19 operations in
the state raised trout to sell for restoration, conservation and
recreational purposes. Direct trout sales totaled $1.48 million,
up sharply from the $991,000 sold in 2004. The distribution
market had sales valued at $5.21 million, down 4% from
2004. The total value of the trout sold during 2005 was $6.70
million, up 7 percent from the comparable value of $6.26
million a year earlier. There were 1.48 million pounds of fish
of all sizes distributed during 2005, which had an average
value of $3.64 per pound compared with 1.36 million pounds
distributed during 2004 at an average of $4.28.
