FRUIT CROPS - 2008

Fruit production for the three major fruit crops in
Colorado during 2008 totaled 49.8 million pounds,
up 17 percent from the 42.4 million pounds
produced a year earlier. Production increasedl in a
three of the major fruit crops. Producers contthue
to make efficient use of limited water suppliest &u
late frost reduced apple and pear production.
Utilized production of Colorado’s three fruit crops
had a combined value of $23.2 million for 2008, up
8 percent from $21.5 million a year earlier.
Increases in production for all three crops moeath
offset lower priced received in 2008.

The leading fruit crop produced in the State fa th
2008 season wapeachesin terms of value of
production and total production. The 14,000 tons
produced was up 8 percent from the previous year
and the value of the 13,000 tons of product utlize
increased from the previous year to $18.54 million.
Producers received an average price of $1,430 per
ton for the latest crop compared with $1,550 par to
for the 11,000 tons of utilized production from the
2007 crop.

Apples ranked second in terms of total production
and value for the 2008 crop. The total productibn
18.0 million pounds in 2008 was 38 percent more
than the 13.0 million pounds produced in 2007.
The utilized production of 17.0 million pounds was
valued at $3.5 million, up 25 percent from the $2.7
million received for the 13.0 million pounds of
utilized production from the 2007 crop. Grower
prices averaged 20.60 cents per pound for the 2008
crop compared with 21.50 cents in 2007.

The 2008 pear crop totaled 1,900 tons, up 12
percent from 1,700 tons produced in 2007.
Producers received $602 per ton for their 2008 crop
compared with $976 per ton in 2007, decreasing the
total value to $1.14 million, down from $1.66
million the previous year.

of 380 hundredweight per acre was down 30
hundredweight from 2007. The quantity of onions
expected to be marketed had an estimated value of
$43.12 million compared with $26.1 million receivied

the 2007 crop. Prices averaged $17.60 per
hundredweight compared with $9.70 per hundredweight
received last year. Onions represented 53 perdahieo
vegetable production and 53 percent of the valoenfr
the four crops.

Sweet corn’s value ranked second among vegetable
crops produced in the State.
