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INTRODUCTION 

This report has been prepared from information collected from Colorado's public school districts. 

Many of the reports are similar to those we have published in prior years. However, we have added 

other reports which we feel will be infor ative. Included in these additions is a report by school 

district providing the annual dropout rate from grades 10 - 12 by ethnic/racial group and by sex. The 

district rate reflects dropout data for the traditional high schools. Those districts having an 

alternative high school for dropouts and/or potential dropouts are identified in the report with an 

asterisk. The dropout rate for all the alternative high schools is reported before the state rate. 

There are many other districts which offer alternative programs for their dropout students but their 

counts are reported as part of their traditional high school. The state rate includes all dropouts from 

grades 10 - 12. : 

Also included is a summary table of the dropout rates beginning with the 1974-75 school year and a 

table of graduation rates by ethnic/racial group.

DEFINITIONS OF SELECTED TERMS 

The following terms are defined as they generally apply in the text. Some terms are used in more than one table and may include different 

position categories; therefore, the table in which the term is used follows the definition. 

ADAE (Average Daily Attendance Entitlement): The sum of the daily attendance for a period of time divided by the actual number of days of 

school taught during that period of time or 96 percent (96%) of the average daily membership during a four-week counting period in October. 

ALTERNATIVE HIGH SCHOOLS: As used in this report, alternative high school is a school that conducts nontraditional instruction for special 

needs students, such as dropouts. 

ADM (Average Daily Membership): The sum of the days present and absent of all pupils divided by the number of days school was actually in 

session, or number of days during a four-week October counting period. The 1981 ADM is based on an October one-day count. 

CERTIFICATED PERSONNEL: Personnel reported working in positions which require state certification. 

CLASSROOM TEACHER: A staff member assigned the professional activities of instructing pupils in self-contained classes or courses. This 

term includes all teachers (Table 1). 

CLOSING DAY MEMBERSHIP: The number of pupils in membership in. the districts' schools on the last day of school for the regular school year. 

DROPOUT: A dropout is a pupil who ceases his or her formal education for any reason except death before graduation from grade twelve or 

completion of an equivalent program. 

DROPOUT RATE: The percentage of the student body which dropped out during the period October 1985 through September 1986. It is reported 

for each school having any grades 10 through 12. 

ETHNIC/RACIAL GROUP: Classification indicating general racial or ethnic heritage. 

American Indian or Alaskan Native - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North America, and who 

maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition. 

Asian or Pacific Islander - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, 

the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands. This area includes, for example, China, India, Japan, Korea, the 

Philippine Islands, and Samoa. 

Black - A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa. 

Hispanic - A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South America or other Spanish culture or origin, 

regardless of race. 

White - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East. 

NONCERTIFICATED PERSONNEL: Includes personnel employed in positions which do not require state certification. For example, business 

managers, directors of transportation, food services, office support, aides, plant operation maintenance personnel (Table 1). 

PUPIL MEMBERSHIP: The pupil count as of approximately October 1 of the school year. 

PUPIL/TEACHER RATIO: The number of students in membership as of approximately October 1 divided by the full time equivalency of teaching 

assignments serving these students during the same period of time. 

SELECTED CLASSROOM TEACHER: This term includes all teachers with the exception of special education teachers, Chapter |, !! teachers and 

teachers in specialized subject areas, such as music, art, physical education, driver education and ROTC (Table 1).

NONCERTIFICATED PERSONNEL: CDE-4 Form, Fall Report from School Districts, Part |, Section D - Personnel Employed in Noncertificated 

Positions. (Planning and Evaluation Unit) 

PUPIL MEMBERSHIP: CDE-4 Form, Fall Report from School Districts, Part II - Section A Student Membership by School, Grade, Sex, and 

Racial/Ethnic Group - One Day Count. (Planning and Evaluation Unit) 

AVERAGE DAILY ATTENDANCE ENTITLEMENT (ADAE): CDE-20 Form, Certification of District Average Daily Attendance Entitlement. 

(School Finance Unit) 

DROPOUTS: CDE-4 Form, Fall Report from School Districts, Part 11 - Section B School Dropout Report. (Planning and Evaluation Unit)
