Craft breweries are not new to Colorado. Boulder Beer
opened its doors 35 years ago as the nation's first micro
brewery — and is still brewing strong. Since then, the
craft-brewing community has slowly woven its way into
the culture that helps make Colorado so unique.

Today, Colorado has more than 200 craft breweries
making world-class beers that are attracting beer lovers
from around the globe. Our craft brewers offer a large
diversity of beer styles to choose from — pilsners, IPAs,
stouts, ambers, porters, cask, Belgian, saisons and
even sour ales are all carefully crafted to the highest

of standards.

No matter what time of year, special events are always
being created to showcase the local brewers. Just about
any weekend during the year, you can find a beer festival
where you can sample beer from dozens of brewers in
the very same location. The largest of all is the Great
American Beer Festival, where more than 600 American
craft brewers gather in Denver for one of the world's
largest beer events each October.

If you've hiked the Maroon Bells outside of Aspen, rafted
through the scenic Arkansas Valley or soaked in the
serenity of the red cliffs of Palisade at sunset in the
heart of Colorado wine country, then you've no doubt
developed a thirst for Colorado’s way of life. And, at the
end of a long day of exploring, there is a growing crop of
local, small-batch spirit producers providing the perfect
elixir to complement your day.

Long recognized as an epicenter of craft brewing, Colo-
rado distillers are making a mark on the burgeoning U.S.
industry of craft distilling with more than 40 artisanal
producers manufacturing a full-range of spirits, including
vodkas, gins, whiskeys, rums, brandies and eau de vies.
Montanya Distillers of Crested Butte was recognized as
the 2013 top U.S. craft distiller by the American Distilling
Institute. In 2012, Palisade’s Peach Street Distillers was
awarded top honors. They partner with renowned local
growers in making Jackalope & Jenny, a dangerously
delicious pear gin, and their award-winning Colorado
Straight Bourbon, using local Olathe sweet corn.

Head east from Palisade for a meandering drive through
the North Fork Valley to Hotchkiss, home of Peak Spirits
Farm Distillery, makers of CapRock. CapRock organic
gin, vodka and brandies are handcrafted at their Jack
Rabbit Hill Farm with locally grown, certified organic
fruit. Head an hour or so east into the Roaring Fork
Valley for a tour of Woody Creek Distillers, which makes
their vodka from potatoes grown on their own farms.

Whether it's in the water (Loveland's Spring44 Distillery
draws from a spring at 9,044 feet) or in the air (Buena
Vista's Deerhammer Distilling employs open-air fermen-
tation to invite the flavor of the Arkansas Valley), there's
something special about distilling here.

Don't forget to
pick up a bottle to bring back to friends and family so
you can share a taste of your Colorado visit with them.

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WHAT TO LOOK FOR

Choose apples that are firm to the touch, without bruises, with good
color and a pleasant smell.

CKIN

SEASON

Aug.-Nov. Most are
harvested in Sept.

CANTALOUPE

Ripe cantaloupe will have a distinctive aroma and the blossom end
should yield to gentle pressure. Cantaloupes that were kept on the
vine until fully ripe will have a clean depression where the stem was
attached. Avoid cantaloupes that are shriveled, bruised or that have
punctured or cracked rinds.

Aug.-mid-Oct.

CARROTS

Carrots should be vibrant orange and well shaped with firm, smooth
exteriors. Avoid soft or wilted carrots or those with growth cracks or
splits.

Aug.-Nov.

CHERRIES

Look for cherries that are plump, with firm, smooth and brightly colored
skins. Good quality cherries should have green stems attached. Avoid
cherries with blemishes, rotted or mushy skins, or those that are shriv-
eled and dull.

Mid-June through
mid-July.

LEAF
LETTUCE

Leaf lettuce should be crisp and well colored. Avoid leaf lettuce with
yellow leaves or with leaves showing cracked ribs.

June through Oct.

ONIONS

Good-quality dry onions should be firm and hard with short, tight necks
and dry, papery skins. A slightly loose outer skin is common and should
not affect quality. Avoid onions that show mold, decay or

blemishes.

Aug.-March.

PEACHES

Peaches should be picked when the background color (not the red side
toward the sun, but the backside of the fruit) has changed from green to
white or yellow. If the peaches are to be eaten quickly, the best possible
peach is one that has already started to soften on the tree, however,

if they are to be stored then they should still be firm, but with the light
background color.

Aug.-mid-Sept.

POTATOES

All potato varieties should be uniformly sized, fairly clean, firm and
smooth. Avoid potatoes with wrinkled skins, soft dark spots, cut
surfaces or green appearance. Look for a variety of Colorado potatoes,
including Yukon gold, russet, fingerling and purple.

Year-round.

SWEET CORN

Sweet corn should have fresh, green husks with silk ends that are free
of decay or worms. Ears should be evenly covered with plump, consis-
tently sized kernels. Avoid corn with discolored or dry-looking husks,
stem ends or kernels.

Mid-July through
mid-Oct.

TOMATOES

Tomatoes should have bright, shiny skins and firm flesh. Avoid tomatoes
that are soft or mushy, lacking in color, or have blemishes or growth
cracks.

Mid-July-mid-Oct.

TASTE OUR BEAUTIFUL STATE OF

A familiar Colorado image is a bottle of hand-crafted
beer chilling in a mountain stream. But what if we
switched that bottle for a locally made wine? Although
our wine industry is just as old as our craft-beer indus-
try, it's smaller and not as well known. Yet.

Immigrants settling Colorado brought European grapes
with them that flourished beside the native grapes in
Colorado’s 300 days of sunshine and nights cooled with
mountain breezes. The early growers built extensive ir-
rigation systems to bring the mountain runoff just when
water benefited the vines the most. And the arid climate
kept the pests and diseases at bay, requiring far fewer
chemical additions than in other regions.

In 1968, a dentist hired Warren Winiarski to make wine
commercially at Denver’s Ivancie Cellars. Mr. Winiar-

ski went on to found Stags Leap Wine Cellars in Napa
and win the 1976 Judgment of Paris. In 2014, Warren
returned to Denver as a judge in the Colorado Governor's
Cup Wine Competition. “The industry has come a long

way since | made wine here 46 years ago,” he said. “A
number of the wines | tasted were beyond expressing
merely the region but had the character of classics.”

We now boast more than 100 wineries on the Front Range
and across the state, plus nearly 1,000 acres of grapes
concentrated in the Grand Valley American Viticultural
Area (AVA) along the Colorado River around Palisade; and
the West Elks AVA along the north fork of the Gunnison
River around Paonia. We grow Riesling, Viognier and oth-
er whites, but Linda Murphy, co-author of American Wine
with Jancis Robinson, noted the reds especially are “very
impressive. Malbec, Syrah, Petite Sirah and Petit Verdot
appear to have great potential in Colorado.”
