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THE WIDE OPEN SPACES are reached easily over Colo-
rado’s modern highways. The main roads comprise the
State Highway System of nearly 8,000 miles, and almost
all are on the Federal-aid System. Nearly half carry
the familiar shield with a ""US” number. In addition
Colorado has approximately 62,000 miles of county roads and 4,000
miles of city streets. All the roads on the State Highway System and
all the County Connecting Roads (thin black bands) are shown on the
Highway Map and the Relief Map. Colorado’s main east-west highways
cross from one to three mountain ranges, and side roads lead to every
section of the state. The principal routes, through high-walled canons,
across expansive valleys and over rugged mountains, are kept open to
travel throughout the year by the Colorado Department of Highways,
which constructs and maintains all roads on the State Highway System.
County road crews construct and maintain roads on the County High-
way System, and highways in the National Parks, built by the U.S.
Bureau of Public Roads, are maintained by the National Park Service.
State Highways cross 27 mountain passes, ranging from 8,000 to
12,000 feet in altitude, and 21 of these passes are kept open for
year-around travel by the Department of Highways. Main highways
that cross the State from east to west include U.S. 6, 24, 40, 50 and
160. Other routes that serve particular sections of the State are U.S.
34, 36, 85, 87, 285, 287 and 550. U.S. 85-87 is the principal north-
south route, paralleling the front range of the mountains and serving
the larger cities lying just east of the “'foothills.”” Whatever route you
choose in crossing the mountain ranges or the Continental Divide, you
are assured of a lavish display of scenery and the thrills of the Wide
Open Spaces.

SUMMER AND WINTER PLAYGROUNDS abound beside trout-laden
streams or in pine-scented dells. Winter sports are becoming in-
creasingly popular. Improved highways, which add greatly to the
pleasure of motoring in Colorful Colorado in spring, summer and fall,
have opened up new opportunities for winter sports enthusiasts. Unex-
celled areas for skiing, tobogganing and skating are easily accessible
by automobile over all-weather highways. Lodges, ski-tows and other
facilities have. been built at @ number of winter resort centers, and odd
greatly to the popularity of snow and ice sports, Winter visitors to
Colorado can enjoy mild temperatures and sunshiny days in the lower
altitudes, and within an hour’s ride can be in a new world of great
white mountains, seemingly limitless in extent and of imposing beauty
in their mantles of snow.

300 days each year. Annual precipitation varies from 7 to 26 inches in various
sections of the State, with an average of 16.5 inches.

LODGING PLACES are easily found because good accommodations, hotels, auto
courts, restaurants and other facilities are available in all Colorado cities at
reasonable prices. In the mountain resort areas, near spruce-bordered lakes and
streams, are lodges, cabin cottages and dude ranches, as well as campgrounds,
trailer courts and places to pitch a tent, There are many fine specialized camps
for boys and girls.

IF YOU GET HUNGRY, you may be interested to know that Colorado’s high
altitude celery, head lettuce, cantaloupes, peaches, cherries and other vegetables
and fruits are widely known for their fine quality and excellent flavor. And the
State is fourth in the nation in the production of sheep and lambs, seventh in
potatoes, fifteenth in the production of cattle and calves, and fifteenth in the
production of milk. In aegricultural products, Colorado leads all states in the pro-
duction of broomcorn, is at or near the top in quantity of sugar beets and beet
sugar. Other important crops are wheat, corn, beans, barley, cabbage, hay and
alfalfa. The grazing of cattle and sheep and the fattening of cattle for market
is @ major industry, as is the raising of hogs and poultry. The State’s total farm-
land covers 38,000,000 acres, of which 3,000,000 are irrigated by waters from
the Rockies. Great reclamation projects are being developed by the Federal Gov-
ernment to utilize more of the clear waters which tumble down from the hills for

human consumption, irrigation and the production of hydro-electric power.

THESE ARE JUST A FEW REASONS Colorado’s Universities and Col-
leges attract students from throughout the world. High educational
standards combine with an unsurpassed setting for health and recrea-
tion in the great outdoors to provide a natural laboratory for many
sciences. Summer sessions of these institutions are attended by thou-
sands of graduate and under-graduate students who combine their
studies with delightful vacations.

THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE ACADEMY, now under construction
on 17,000 acres lying against the foothills a short distance north of
Colorado Springs, is designed to be one of the finest educational institu-
tions in the nation.
