MOVEMENT OF POPULATION

During the f is c a l  year ending June 30, 1960, 1684 patients (1184 

m ales and 500 fem ales) w ere  adm itted. Patients d ischarged  totaled 

913 (624 m ales and 289 fem ales) while 603 patients (318 m ales and 285 

fem ales) died in the hospital. 19 patients (15 m en and 4 wom en) who 

w ere  s till on the books died while absent from  the hospita l. The net 

gain in patients on the books was 149; w h ereas, there was a net lo s s  o f 

64 patients in the hospital at the end o f the p eriod . 2883 patients (1388 

m ales and 1495 fem ales) w ere  paroled  during the year; w h ereas, 2303 

patients (1058 m ales and 1245 fem ales) w ere  returned. In addition 2269 

patients (1306 m ales and 963 fem ales) w ere  granted tr ia l v is its , o f whom 

2236 (1280 m ales and 956 fem ales) w ere  returned. 648 patients (608 

m ales and 40 fem ales) escaped from  the hospita l, and 525 patients (493 

m ales and 32 fem ales) w ere returned from  escap e. 5810 patients (3151 

m ales and 2659 fem ales) w ere in resid en ce  at the hospita l on June 30, 

1960; and 8 m ale patients w ere  s till being held fo r  safekeeping at the 

C olorado State Penitentiary, Canon City, C olorado. The average daily 

num ber o f patients in the hosp ita l fo r  the year ending June 30, 1960, 

w as 5 ,8 5 1 , as com pared  with 5,930 for  the year ending June 30, 1959. 

This m eans there w ere  79 le s s  patients being cared  for  during the entire 

year in the hospita l than during the preced ing year. The above re p ­

resen ts the la rgest d ecrea se  in patients in res id en ce  in the hospital any 

year in its h istory .
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M EDICAL R EPO RT

A s custom ary  for  m ore  than thirty y e a rs , the hosp ita l has con ­

tinued to be "ov ercrow d ed " and "u n d ersta ffed ". D espite this no ep idem ics 

have developed and the gen era l health o f the patients has been good. 

Staphylococcus in fection  rem ained a trou b lesom e p rob lem , but som e 

p ro g re ss  has been m ade in controlling  it. Unfortunately, it appears 

that this p rob lem  w ill be present until such tim e as adequate fa c ilit ie s  

are  provided  to iso la te  these ca ses  im m ediately  upon detection .

During the past year, sev era l P sy ch ia trists  who are  in private 

p ra ctice  in the D enver and C olorado Springs a reas have volunteered 

their se rv ice s  to the hosp ita l fo r  p eriod s o f  fro m  one to five  v is its  per 

month, and they have been em ployed on a p er d iem  b a s is . Although these 

physicians cannot rep la ce  Staff P sy ch ia tris ts , who are  in  the hospital 

daily, their assistan ce  in the ca re  and treatm ent o f patients has been 

invaluable and greatly  appreciated  by the hosp ita l staff.

Rem otivation c la s s e s  w ere  established  in the N ursing Service 

and have been accepted  enthusiastically by m ost o f  the em ployees. M ore 

w ard con feren ces  have been instituted and as a resu lt m ore  active  ca re  

is  given the patients. Two "p ilo t  studies" in  the " a ft e r -c a r e  o f patients" 

who have left the hospital, have been put in operation  in M esa and 

E l P aso  Counties, with the cooperation  and financia l support o f the 

C olorado State Departm ent o f Public Health. B efore  starting the
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p rogra m s, public health personn el from  the two counties spent som e 

tim e at the hospita l orienting them selves to the environm ent in which 

the patients had been living. A lso , ca se  h is tor ies  o f the patients, as 

w e ll as their behavior here, w ere studied. The resu lts have been good 

and it is  anticipated that other counties w ill be added to the studies in 

the future.

BUILDING PROGRAM

The construction  o f the R ecreation a l Center at the Main H ospital 

was com pleted  and occupied  in July o f 1959. The fa c ilit ie s  have proven 

to be o f therapeutic value, as w ell as a sou rce  o f p leasure and enjoym ent 

to the patients. An application has been m ade for  F ed era l aid in the con ­

struction  o f a V ocational Rehabilitation building in addition to existing 

fa c ilit ie s , and this has been approved. No plans have been com pleted  as 

o f this date. New plans are being prepared  for  a reception  unit, a 

genera l hospita l unit and adm ission  center, and a p sych iatric  treatm ent 

fa cility . These m ay be ready fo r  bids som e tim e in the fa ll o f 1961, or 

the fo re  part o f 1962.

NEEDS OF THE HOSPITAL

The m ost " c r it ic a l  needs" o f the hospita l rem ain m uch the sam e 

as they have fo r  many y ea rs . These are (1) trained p ro fess ion a l p e r -
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personnel; and (2) an adequate p h ysica l plant with m odern  fa c ilit ie s  for  the

ca re  and treatm ent o f m ental patients.

1. Some p ro g re ss  in this w as m ade during the past year when 

the C olorado State C iv il S erv ice  C om m ission  re-eva lu ated  the salary 

sca le s  fo r  p erson s in the p a ra -m e d ica l s e rv ic e s  in the hospita l. The 

stipends fo r  p erson n el in these groups w ere  in crea sed , and as a resu lt 

additional em ployees have been obtained. S im ilar c r it ic a l re-eva lu ation s 

should be made for  m ed ica l person n el, e sp ecia lly  in the ca se  o f the 

P sych ia trists  who are absolutely n ecessa ry  in the ca re  and treatm ent 

o f  people with m ental d iso rd ers .

2. L ikew ise a sta rt  has been m ade tow ards providing an adequate 

and e fficien t p h ysica l plant with m odern  fa c ilit ie s  fo r  the ca re  and treat­

m ent o f patients. H ow ever, it appears that the present building funds 

are  insu fficien t to com plete this p rogram .
