MOVEMENT OF POPULATION

This section of the AnnualReport is continued with a few changes
in content and format, which were devised by Dr. Ted Smith, Depart-
ment of Sociology, University of Utah, and Mrs, Pat Finnell,

A wealth of informationis available to one who inspects the vari-
ous tables in this report. There will, however, be an attempt in later
reports toreorganize information so that meaningful interpretations can
be made,

In order to bring hospital population data into conformity with the
standard reporting system of the U, S. Public Health Services, several
changes will be made, and for the year July 1, 1960, through June 30,
1961, are already shownin Figure I. A''town pass' is defined as a visit
away from the hospital of 7 days or less. A '""home visit" is defined as
a visit away from the hospital expected to be more than 7 days, butless
than 31 days. A ''convalescent leave' is defined as a trial visit away
from the hospital of up to 2 years, and from which the patient is not ex-
pected to return if all goes well.

The '"realized census'' is then defined as patients in the hospital
including those on 7 day and 30 day visits, but excluding those on trial
visit and escape. This census then becomes more meaningful since it
represents the number of patients under the direct care of the hospital.

Reference may now be made to Figure I, which shows the real-

ized census ending atfiscal years for the past 10 years and the month-



end realized census for each month in fiscal year ending June 30, 1961.
The beginning decline in realized census during the past three months
of the fiscal year is accounted for primarily by an effort to discharge
patients already sufficiently improved to leave, This occurred for the
most part in a group of 1200 patients under the direction of one team of
professional workers., It should be pointed out that a considerable num-
ber of patients have lingered on in the hospital not because of a chronic
illness, but because of the slowness of discharge procedures, There
was an overall decline in the realized census during 'the fiscal year from
5904 to 5859.

Figurell shows admissions during each of the past 10 fiscal years
broken down between admissions and readmissions, There were a total
of 1890 admissions, of which 1536 were new admissions and 354 were
readmissions to this hospital, Both admissions and readmissions were
higher than the previous fiscal year, although first admissions were not
as high as they were the fiscal year ending June 30, 1959,

Figurelll shows anoteworthy decline inthe admissions of elderly
patients, From a high of 529 during fiscal year ending June 30, 1958,
there has been a decline of admissions of patients over 65 to 370 for the
present fiscal year.

A separate report is being prepared by Dr. Ted Smithin an effort
to point out several significant trends in the epidemiology of mental ill-

ness and the work of the hospital in dealing with it.

It should be pointed out that this is the last year that the Annual
Report of the ColoradoState Hospital will represent the total State Mental
Hospital data for the entire State. Fort Logan will gradually assume its
burden of caring for patients who would otherwise come to the Colorado
State Hospital, and will eventually care for all patients being hospitalized

from Denver and surrounding counties,

REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT

With the retirement of Dr. F. H. Zimmerman asSuperintendent, '

after many years of devoted service, the writer assumed the duties of
the superintendency March 15, 1961, Thus, the last three and one-half
months of the fiscalyear ended is the limited time of my personal obser-
vation of the operation of the hospital.

Initially, I have been impressed by several outstanding features
of the hospital. It is a very large hospital, with a heavy burden of on-
going work, and with a multitude of facets to its organization. It does
not have sufficient resources of skilled professional personnel adequately
to perform its task., Many organizational changes need to be made to
utilize additional personnel efficiently and effectively. Most urgently
needed is sufficient personnel to give a modest amount of rehabilitation
and to discharge those patients who have spontaneously recovered.

In viewing the hospital with its complex problems, one is im-

pressed by the many aspects of its operation. To give a comprehensive



report of all the significant happenings of the past year would require a
large volume, Therefore, the present report will confine itself to a
summary of a few changes, and in addition will present separately a
summary of volunteer services at the hospital and a summary of educa-
tional activities,

The new Rehabilitation and Vocational Training addition to the
present warehouse building was started June 6, 1961, This will cost
$262,803,51, When completed, the building will be used for a variety
of rehabilitation activities in cooperation with the State Department of
Rehabilitation. The Federal Government is sharing in construction and
equipment costs and in the first year of operation.

The dial telephone system has been installed. The equipment
and switchboards have been located in the south end of the Employees'
Cafeteria. The Time Office has been transferred to the basement of the
Employees! Cafeteria,

Daily costper patientwas $5,26., This isan increase of , 51 over
the previous year, The increaseis primarily due to higher salaries and
more persons, Twohundred and seven additional persons were employ-
éd during the year. The earnings of the institution were $3, 099, 994. 56,
anincrease of $160, 179, 02 over the previous year. IncomefromOld Age
Pensions decreased by $59, 463. 17, whereas other care and maintenance
increased by $105, 282,90, This increase was due mostly to Social Se-

curity payments.



The Social Work Department increased from four to eighteen
members, with two more about to assume their duties. This increase
then allows the hospital to inaugurate much needed social work in some
intensity, The Department became seriously involved in release plan-
ning for patients about January, 1961, and beginning effects were seen
in the decline in population after March.

The hospital has been helped by the opening of a half-way house
in Denver (at 1330 High Street). Cooperation with such activities will
facilitate orderly transition between hospital and community for suitable
patients,

The Aftercare Program, under a grantadministered by the Colo-
radoDepartment of Public Health was extended to Arapahoe and Jefferson
Counties, previously operating in Mesa and El Paso Counties. This
program, utilizing local resources, especially that of Public Health
Nurses, is expected to reduce the number of discharged patients who
need to return to the hospital because of failure of adjustment,

The Psychology Dep.a.rtment developed a program of joint con-
ferences with the Pueblo Guidance Center. This cooperative relation-
ship brings the staff closer to county activities and should be an impor-
tant step in the development of a program preventative of mental hospi-
talization.

The Nursing Department started an attendant training program,

There will then be no further additions of untrained personnel to the
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Nursing Department patient care program. A training program for
Nursing Department employees to become Psychiatric Technicians is
being prepared. The number of ward meetings of nursing personnel
has been increased with consequent increase in the participation of nur-
sing personnel in patient care programs.

For the first time men and women patients have been allowed to
eat in the same dining room. The change appears to have worked out
well, Diabetic patients are being instructed in self-sufficiency in main-
taining their own diets. A training program of three months for food
service workers has been approved by the Civil Service Commission.

Intensive treatment areas have been put into operation on two
wards of the Women's Rehabilitation Building, New admissions suffer-
ing from generalpsychiatric problems (that is, excluding criminal cases,
senile patients, alcoholic patients and physically ill patients) are admit-
ted to these wards with their reorganized treatment programs. Ward
meetings, with a consultant in environmental therapy present, are em-
phasized. It is thus hoped to treat rapidly and intensively and, where
possible, to discharge rapidly. Patients admitted to these wards must

remain on them, and may not ordinarily be transferred to other wards.
EDUCATION AND TRAINING PROGRAMS

Various programs involving education and training, costing over

$500, 000 for the year, were continued at the hospital during fiscal year

11



1960-1961., These included: resident physicians training in psychiatry,
surgery, internal medicine, radiology, and pathology; nursing attendant
trainees, psychiatric technician trainees and nursing students; internes
in the Dietary and Occupational Therapy Departments; and technicians
training in the Radiology and Pathology Departments,

Improvement of educational and training activities at the hospital
was mostinevidence during this year in the Nursing Department. Train-
ing of psychiatric technicians, which began in 1936, was continued on
both pre-service and in-service levels, But on July 1, 1960, the nursingA
attendant training program started. Prior to this time new attendants
had been trained on the job. While the on-~the-job training had improved
remarkably there was still much to be desired in the preparation of
attendant personnel, The curriculum was prepared to provide both
courses in a classroom setting and a guided work experience which took
place in an eight-week period. By the end of the fiscal year, this pro-
gram was lengthened to include three months of continued training on an
assigned ward under the direct guidance of a Nursing Supervisor. At
the end of the five-month training period, an evaluation of classroom
accomplishments and work experience is made and submitted to the State
Civil Service Commission, This evaluation constitutes a recommenda-
tion for certification and provides a more accurate evaluation of the
suitability of the person for a position as a nursing attendant than the

former Civil Service Examination which it replaced.
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The pre-service training program for psychiatric technicians
consists of a nine-month course, which includes theory in fundamentals
of nursing, human relations, growth and development, medical-surgical
nursing, and, throughout the course, psychiatric nursing. A carefully
planned work experience provides an opportunity to apply whatis learned
throughout the training period. The objectiveis to traintechnicians who
can administer better nursing care for patients in all areas, as well as
to provide the therapeutic team with a nursing member who has basic
under standings, and cancontribute effectively from his observations and
working knowledge.

Several special education programs were also carried on by the
Nursing Department. In the Spring of 1961, between college terms,
students of Denver University were provided a field experience in men-
tal health by working in assigned areas as ''assistants'' to the nursing
personnel, This ten-day program, in addition to experience, permitted
the students an opportunity to attend conferences with professional staff
of the various disciplines.

A summer work-study program was carried on at the hospital
under the direction of the Nursing Department. This program was con-
ducted by the.Department of Sociology of the University of Colorado,
under the auspices of the Western Interstate Commission for Higher
Education. Eleven carefully selected students were assigned to the

hospital so that they might have a work experience that would enable
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them to learn something of the needs for professional staff in the mental
health field. The students, in addition to a ward experience, have con-
ferences with professional staff in the various disciplines. The goal of
the entire program is to interest gifted college students in careers in
mental health.

Another special educational program in which the Nursing Depart-
ment is involved is that for studentﬂs in professional nursing, conducted

by the University of Colorado. The University provides the faculty and

administration for this professional nursing training, but the Nursing

Department of the hospital is concerned with respect to the work assign-
ments of students and their achievement in the various ward settings,
From July, 1960, through June, 1961, there were as many as seven
Schools of Nur sing using the Colorado State Hospital as a clinical facility.
Around 350 people were enrolled in pre-service courses. About
the same number of employees participated in various formally organ -
ized staff development and continuation training activities, The educa-
tional program for students for professional nursing had 138 participants.
Smaller programs of a similar nature took place, as in previous
years, in the Radiology, Pathology, Occupational Therapy, and Dietary
Departments. The School of X-ray Technology has a training period of
two years. At the expiration of the two-year training in this Depart-
ment, X~-ray students are eligible to take the National Registry for X-ray

Technicians, Thistest is given twice yearly in the Capitol of each State,
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The course is conducted at the hospital under the supervision of the
Supervising Chief Technician. Authorized total school enrollment is
twelve students. Six students are accepted into the program each Sep-
tember 1.

An accredited medical technology program had thirteen students
in it, The Occupational Therapy Assistant Training was inspected and
certified by the American Occupational Therapy Association, There were
seven interns in the twelve-month internship approved by the American
Dietetic Association., This program in the hospitalDietaryDepartmenf
improves food service and patientcare by increasing coverage, All such
training programs described above are a good source of recruitment
for staff members,

Midway throughthe year, thirteenresident physicians inpsychia-
try had to be dropped from training when they did not pass the examina-
tions necessary to receive the Exchange Certificate for Foreign Medical
Graduates., Prior to this time a career resident program had been
started in cooperation with the Colorado Psychopathic Hospital and the
University of Colorado School of Medicine. Resident physicians in psy-
chiatry in this program will spend one year at the Colorado State Hos-
pital. Four of these career residents were to be at the hospital in the
1961-1962 fiscal year, and it is expected that around a dozen will be at
the hospital in the following fiscal year.

Additional resident physicians were receiving specialty training



in pathology, radiology, internal medicine, and surgery. These point
up the fact that, '""While the Educational Program is supplementary to
the primary purpose of the hospital, i,e., the care and management of
patients, it is directly related to this function in that it serves to im-
prove the quality of medical care offered.' The 1960-1961 fiscal year
can be looked upon as the beginning of the transition to an increasing
emphasis upon an adequately trained and psychiatrically oriented staff,
particularly as shown by the developing programs for career residents
in psychiatry and for both pre-service and in-service training in psy=-
chiatric techniques for Nursing Department personnel. The Colorado
State Hospital expects to continuously re-survey its needs in order to
improve or expand its training and education programs which are avital
part in the creation of a modern mental health service.

VOLUNTEER SERVICES
T he contributions in volunteer services to patients of the Colo-
rado State Hospital can be divided into three T's - Time, Talent, and
Things. For many years things had been given by various organizations,
and time and talents had beenused to provide shows in the auditoriums;
however, it was not until 1953, under the auspices of the Pueblo Chapter

of the American Red Cross, that volunteers came inon the wards to give
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directly to patients their Time, Talents, and Things.

The Pueblo Chapter of the American Red Cross has recruited
and supervised volunteer groups in three programs, which are inopera-
tion under their supervision. Approximately one hundred people are
active in one or more of these services, The groups are as follows:

1 - Gray Ladies, who function in a social role on an as-

signed ward on a regularly scheduled basis.

2 - Gray Couples, who have been '"parents' to a select-

ed group of boys.

3 - Themembers of civic organizations, who have adopt-

ed wards to provide the patients living in that area
with social contacts, recreation, and friendship.

The Junior Red Cross has been active in providing the Dietary
Department with tray covers, decorations, and favors, to be used for
bed patients, or in dining rooms, on holidays and special occasions,

In addition, the Pueblo Chapter of the American Red Cross soli-
cited for magazines, books, toys to be repaired, clothing, and materials
for prizes for games, They are also responsible for the soliciting of
funds which have provided patients with their very enjoyable Christmas
bus tours of the City.

The Gray Service volunteers have accompanied patients on shop-
ping trips, taken them out for picnics and various entertainments, as

well as brought them into their homes.



The Civitan Club of Pueblo voted to sponsor the Boy Scout Troop
within the hospital, and accompanied the Troop on hikes. They bought
uniforms for the Scouts, and contributed the needed fees. They have
accompanied the members of the men's clubs when attending outside
activities. The Civitan Club donated three stereophonographs, and pro-
vided the ward study halls with encyclopedias.

The Federation of Women's Clubs, through their statewide pro-
ject, ''Let's Share Happiness, ' became interested in the hospital and
the possibility of contributing to the rehabilitation of patients. Many
clubs collected clothing, cosmetics, and accessories for the patients,
that they might groom themselves better while in the hospital, and, upon
release, be attractively clothed. Later they contributed money so that
articles not otherwise provided might be purchased for patients who
were going into town for job training, or leaving the hospital for jobs in
various communities. They became interested in establishing friendly
contacts with individual patients, small groups, or entire wards, through
correspondence and remembering anniversaries, such as birthdays and
holidays.

The Mental Health Associations of the State, Colorado Springs,
and Pueblo had shown interest in previous years, but the activity of these
Associations was markedly increased in the past year. A few of their
services are as follows:

1 - The ColoradoSprings Mental Health Association ar-
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list them separately, have given generously of their Time, Talent, and

T hing Se

Many other organizations,

ranged for the display and sale of articles madel by
patients inthe hospital. The Associationalsocollect-
ed and brought to the hospital approximately 10, 000
Christmas gifts for patients.

The Denver County Association donated money for
the use of Denver patients,

The State Association was instrumental in securing
many valuable sets of reference books for the school
and library,

Plans were made by the Pueblo Association for a

Great Books Club to be established at the hospital.

Examples of their contributions are as follows:
