2,320 duplicate reports have been
reported during the current school year; 40 duplicates were reported in
June alone—a 86% decrease compared to May.

A person reported a student threatening suicide. Authorities conducted a welfare
check and spoke with the student who confirmed having suicidal ideations and a
plan to take their life. Authorities contacted the student's parents, transferred the
student to the hospital, and the student was admitted for treatment.
