TWENTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT
OF THE

STATE INSPECTOR OF COAL MINES

1939

The total production in the coal mines of Colorado for 1939

was 5,991,022 tons, an increase of 268.123 tons over the previous

year of 1938; 4,211,620 tons of which were machine mined; the

remaining 1,779,402 tons being mined by hand. Of this production,

4,160,868 tons were shipped by rail and 1,687,218 tons by truck.

There were 868,820 tons of coal shipped out of the State during

the year.

The largest coal producing County of the State was Weld
County which mined 1,137,690 tons, employing an average of 1,379

men who worked an average of 162.7 days. Huerfano County
produced 1,078,129 tons, employing 1,044 men who worked an
average of 162.4 days.

The 382 licensed mines employing an average of 8,413 men
worked an average of 165.4 days during the year. In 1939 there

were 26 fatalities and 699 non-fatal accidents; showing a decrease

of five fatal and 23 non-fatal accidents. Out of the 382 mines
operating, 262 mines had a perfect accident record; this is an
increase of 26 mines over 1938 and an increase of 143 mines over

1937. The year shows a total of 540,222 man-shifts of exposure

without an accident.

A Boy Scout team from the Colorado Fuel & Iron Corporation

in Pueblo, under the direction of Charles DeVore; and a boys'

team from the Kebler No. 2 mine at Tioga, under the direction of

Thomas Bodycomb, participated in a non-competitive exhibition

at the contest.

The Third Annual Safety Day of Routt County on September
1st, was won by the Hayden No. 3 men and the Pinnacle ladies.

The Black Diamond Jubilee sponsored by the Walsenburg
Chamber of Commerce, conducted a First Aid Contest on Miner's
Day, May 25th, at which the Robinson No. 4 Mine won first

place among the men's teams and the Calumet No. 2 ladies winning
in that group. The Local Union of the United Mine Workers of

America at Walsenburg, conducted a First Aid Contest on Labor
Day, September 4th, with the Robinson No. 4 men and the Calumet
ladies winning first places.

First Aid certificates were issued to 1,292 men and women
during the year, making a total of 4,142 certificates issued within
the last five years. There were 216 Shot Firer's certificates issued

during the year, making a total of 983 papers issued within this

same length of time.

There are 15 Joseph Holmes Safety Chapters in the State,

who report an attendance of 6,367 for the year. There are seven

Women's Safety Chapters at present, with one or more active

teams in each group. There are 63 First Aid teams from the coal

mining groups in Colorado, who have participated in contest work
during the past year.

In 1939, the United States Bureau of Mines issued the fol-

loAving 100% First Aid certificates: Rockvale No. 3, Kebler
No. 2, Robinson No. 4, Frederick and the Morley, all of which
are operated by the Colorado Fuel & Iron Corporation; the

Somerset mine operated by the Calumet Fuel Company; and the

City No. 1 Mine operated by the Colorado Springs Company.
These certificates are only issued to mines employing an average

of 25 or more men who are 100% trained in First Aid to the

Injured. There are over 100 of the remaining mines which are

100% trained.

The following Coal Mine Officials' certificates were issued

during 1939 : 21 Mine Foreman and 21 Assistant Mine Foreman

papers to those who served the required six months time as Fire-

boss ; and 27 Fireboss certificates to candidates whose papers were
withheld for the completion of a course in First Aid.

The classes in Accident Prevention, conducted by W. II. Forbes

of the United States Bureau of Mines, were attended by over 1,000

men throughout the State.

The Lafayette Vocational School at Lafayette, Colorado,

which was dedicated in September, 1939, has conducted classes

in Mine Surveying and Practical Coal Mining, for the men employed
in the coal mines of that vicinity. The surveying classes were
taught by Thomas J. Knill, and the classes in Practical Mining
were taught by James W. Graham, Jr.

Day-time courses in Mining, Mechanics and Mining Electricity

were conducted for High School students, by L. V. Crist. The
enrollment for the year was 38 students.

James W. Graham, Jr., instructor for the State Board of

Vocational Training, has conducted additional classes in Practical

Mining throughout the State, with an enrollment of 975 miners,

for the year.

The following Important Recommendation was made
by the State Department in 1939 :

'

' All entrances to aban-
doned coal mines or caves, must be sealed or securely

sealed off."

Warnings were issued to all coal mines in the State, regarding
"Fire Hazards," due to abnormally dry seasons.

At this time it is desired to express a genuine appreciation of

the cooperation of the United States Bureau of Mines, the State

Board of Vocational Training, the State Industrial Commission,
the United Mine Workers of America, the Employer's Mutual
Insurance Company, the State Planning Commission, the WPA,
the coal operators, and the individual coal miners employed in

the mines of the State.
