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Note 1. Basis of Presentation 
 
The accompanying Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards includes the federal grant activity of the State 

of Colorado agencies and institutions of higher education.  The information in this schedule is presented in 

accordance with the requirements of the Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, 
Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations. Under A-133, an award is considered expended when certain 
events related to the award occur.  These include: 

 Expenditure/expense transactions associated with grants, cost reimbursement contracts, cooperative 

agreements, and direct appropriations. The State of Colorado recognizes expenditures/expenses on the 

modified accrual or full accrual basis depending on the fund used. See note 5 of the Basic Financial 

Statements for additional information. 

 Disbursement of amounts entitling the state to an interest subsidy 

 Use of loan proceeds under loan and loan guarantee programs 

 Distribution or consumption of food commodities  

 Receipt of property or surplus property 

 Disbursement of funds to subrecipients

As a result of these criteria, some amounts presented in this schedule may differ from amounts presented in, 

or used in the preparation of the basic financial statements. 

 

Note 2. Report Organization - Federal Assistance Reported by State Agencies 
 
The Report is organized first by grant-level data and then by agency-level data.  The grant-level data 

further grouped into cash assistance and noncash assistance. Within these subgroups, the information is 

sorted by agency indicator.  New in Fiscal Year 2011-12, in accordance with House Bill 12-1009, the report 

includes the following new elements: Purpose, Percent Expended for Administration, Obligations Imposed.  

Additionally, the following agency-level information is required:  Percentage of Federal Funds in Relation to 

Total Funds, Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds, and Operating Plan with a Twenty-

Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds.  The additional elements in HB12-1009 are not required of the 

Judicial Department or Institutions of Higher Education. 

 

Note 3. Other Assistance 
 

Most noncash assistance is reported on the final two pages of the Federal Assistance Reported by State 

Agencies. The following provides additional information about amounts shown in the report that federal 

agencies consider to be assistance. 

  

A. The State Department of Labor and Employment expended $1,588,683,938 for grant 17.225 - Unemployment 

Insurance for Federal Employee Compensation Act (FECA) Reimbursable, Federal Extended Benefits, 

Temporary Extended Unemployment Compensation (TEUC) Benefit Payments and Emergency Unemployment 

Compensation 2008 (EUC08) Benefit Payments.  The total expenditure amount includes the federal 

portion of the grants and the required state match in the amounts of $969,178,598 and $619,505,339, 

respectively.  Included in the federal portion are American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) 

funds in the amount of $658,107,816.  

B. The State Department of Higher Education expended $427,001,332 for grant 84.032 - Federal Family 

Education Loans. Of this amount, $397,423,344 has been or will be received from the federal 

government related to incentive fees and reinsurance costs of student loan defaults paid to lenders. 

The remaining amount is made up of new loan issuances of which $316,339 was guaranteed by College 

Assist, and $29,577,988 was guaranteed by other entities. The outstanding balance of the Federal 

Family Education Loan program since its inception was $10,690,433,135 as of June 30, 2012. 

C. The State Department of Human Services expended $813,893,474 for grant 10.551 Supplemental Nutrition 

Assistance Program (SNAP). The reported expenditures for benefits under the Supplemental Nutrition 

Assistance Program (SNAP) (CFDA No. 10.551) are supported by both regularly appropriated funds and 

incremental funding made available under section 101 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 

2009. The portion of total expenditures for SNAP benefits that is supported by Recovery Act funds 

varies according to fluctuations in the cost of the Thrifty Food Plan, and to changes in 

participating households’ income, deductions, and assets. This condition prevents USDA from obtaining 

the regular and Recovery Act components of SNAP benefits expenditures through normal program 

reporting processes. As an alternative, USDA has computed a weighted average percentage to be applied 

to the national aggregate SNAP benefits provided to households in order to allocate an appropriate 

portion thereof to Recovery Act funds. This methodology generates valid results at the national 
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aggregate level but not at the individual State level. Therefore, we cannot validly disaggregate the 

regular and Recovery Act components of our reported expenditures for SNAP benefits. At the national 

aggregate level, however, Recovery Act funds account for 16.55 percent of USDAs total expenditures 

for SNAP benefits in the Federal fiscal year ended September 30, 2011.

BAA - Department of Agriculture 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 12.74% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Although the Department is anticipating a near 5% reduction in federal funding, the impacts of such reductions would 

not significantly affect department operations since federal funds only account for approximately 10% of the 

department budget. These reductions would be absorbed and affected programs would adjust operations accordingly. No 

losses of FTE or major programmatic impacts are expected. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

As stated previously, federal funding only accounts for approximately 10% of the overall budget; therefore a 

reduction of 25% or more would result in minor impacts to the department. These impacts would include loss of grant 

funding for local conservation districts, weed free programs, federally mandated certification programs, and 

possibly a very low number of FTE (1.0-3.0). 

 

CXX - Department of Corrections (DOC) 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 0.80% 

The majority of DOC’s federal assistance monies are used to fund specific projects that enhance the opportunities 
provided to inmates through therapeutic and vocational programs while they are either incarcerated or in a community 

corrections setting.  The Department relies on State funds for its day to day operations.  DOC has no ARRA funds 

remaining.  

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

The impact that a five percent reduction in the amount of federal monies received would have to be determined on a 

case by case basis.  As all these monies are used to fund programs that benefit inmates, the Department of 

Corrections would be put in a position where it would have to prioritize which programs are most critical to its 

mission statement.  The Department would then have to decide whether to cut operational costs, and as a result, 

opportunities for inmates, or attempt to find funding elsewhere so that the program objectives can still be met.  

Those programs that were not determined to be critical would inevitably suffer cuts to operational costs and might 

fall short of their goals. 

Youth Offender Tuition – This was an ongoing grant which was discontinued by the Federal government last year.  When 

the funds run out, DOC will discontinue the program.   

Sex Offender Reentry – This one time grant would have to cut their program’s operational costs in order to make up 

for a reduction in funding. 

CISCO Networking Academy – This one time grant was seed money for a vocational program that will be funded by DOC’s 
educational department in years to come.  A reduction in federal funding would not affect it. 

Prison Rape Elimination Act – This one time grant allows DOC to continue increasing its efforts to remain compliant 

with the Prison Rape Elimination Act.  A five percent reduction might affect the effectiveness of the program.  

However, a reduction in operational costs and possible DOC general fund financial help may mitigate this loss. 
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International Training Center - This is a cooperative agreement between DOC’s Correctional Industries and the 

Department of State.  The funds provided are provided by the countries that participate in the training sessions.   

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

A twenty five percent reduction in federal funding would significantly impact both the Sex Offender Reentry program 

and the Prison Rape Elimination Act program.  In all likelihood, these two programs would have to be completely 

discontinued.  If services were to continue under this type of reduction, they would be woefully inadequate.  There 

is no feasible option within DOC’s budgeting constraints to cover such a large gap in financial resources. 
 

 

DXX - Department of Education (CDE) 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 9.10% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

In most cases the Department receives grants that require both distribution and administration. 

 Distribution dollars are grants and other payments CDE is required to make to school districts and other 

third parties.  Most grant distributions are formula driven. 

 Administration is funding the Department has discretion over.  It is expended at the state level, rather than 

distributed to grantees. 

For distributions, the assumption is that, if the federal award is reduced by 5%, distributions must be reduced by 

5%, since they are generally based on formula allocations. 

For Administration, the Department will pursue reductions as follows: 

 First the Department will reduce temporary employees wherever possible. 

 Travel and official functions will be reduced or eliminated wherever possible.  

 The Department will identify any operating costs that can be reduced or eliminated. 

 Then the Department will review contracts to determine if contracts can be eliminated to generate enough cost 

savings to meet the reduction target. 

 Finally, if the 5% target has is still not met, the Department will identify the staff/FTE reductions 

necessary to meet the target. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Please see above.  CDE will go through the same analysis for a 25% reduction.   

However, if a 25% reduction in a federal program or programs were to occur, that could possibly compromise the 

ability of the Department to accept and/or administer those grants from the Federal Government.  It is likely some 

programs would not have sufficient staff or other resources to continue to operate that grant program. 

 

EXX - Offices of the Governor 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 37.44% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Governor’s Office:  Most five percent reductions can be met by making adjustments to the administrative costs while 
not impacting services or program outcomes.  Program reductions would occur in SBIRT, GEAR-Up, and ARRA has already 

been encumbered and awarded. 

Lt. Governor’s Office: Part would be covered by our surplus, and part by new responsibilities and new grant money. 

Governor’s Commission on Community Service:  Our program can withstand a 5% budget cut with no affect on staff 
salaries or program effort. 
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Office of Economic Development and International Trade:   

 SBDC Core Grant (From SBA) – The SBDC Lead center (Management and Administration center) would be forced cut 

one of our specialty small business conferences. Most likely, one of the annual Women’s small business 

conferences would have to be canceled. The reduction in funds would also be passed on to our sub-grant 

recipients.  The sub-recipients use part of this money to pay business consultants that assist small 

businesses and entrepreneurs. Thus, the reduction would result in the SBDC offering less assistance to small 

businesses. This could lead to less Job Creation and or economic impact ultimately hurting the overall 

economy.  

 Reduce statewide “Colorado Creates” grants by a similar percentage. Total grant pool is currently $1 million 
and grants were awarded this year to 29 counties. 

 If the Jobs Bill grant money is decreased by 5 percent, we would be forced to cut over 1,000 hours of direct 

one-on-one consulting with existing businesses across Colorado. We would also not be able to hold many of our 

specialty Leading Edge courses, which is a 12 week business planning course that is held at all of our 

subcenters across the state.  

 The Department received an allocation award from the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to provide procurement 

technical assistance services statewide.  The Department has contracted with a non-profit entity that 

provides the services statewide and as such, the Department uses the federal funds to reimburse the non-

profit entity for services performed to the extent funding is available.  The Department does not utilize any 

of the allocation for administrative purposes or otherwise.  If the state’s allocation award was reduced as 
stated, then the funding that would be available to reimburse the non-profit entity would be reduced, the 

non-profit entity would have to reduce its budget forecast and the number of clients receiving technical 

assistance would likely decline.  There would be no direct impact on the Department. 

 The Department received an allocation award from the federal State’s Small Business Credit Initiative 

(SSBIC).  This allocation award is currently anticipated to be a one-time commitment to the state of $17.2 

million that will be disbursed over a number of years.  The allocation is intended to be used by the state to 

increase capital access for businesses through certain eligible entities (such as Community Development 

Financial Institutions and banks).  The Department has contracted with the Colorado Housing and Finance 

Authority (CHFA) to manage the daily activities associated with this allocation.  The Department does not 

utilize any of the allocation for administrative purposes or otherwise.  If the state’s allocation award was 
reduced as stated, then the number of businesses and/or the amount used to support each business on average 

would be reduced accordingly.  There would be no direct impact on the Department. 

 If the Veteran’s Grant monies are reduced by at least 5 percent, the SBDC would be losing at least 143 hours 
of one-on-one business consulting with veteran owned businesses, including marketing, financial planning, 

business planning, etc. The money could also be used for day-long veterans conferences which would be focused 

on three tracks for start-up and existing businesses as well as professional development for those veterans 

who are going from “boots to suits.” 

Colorado Energy Office:  The Colorado Energy Office (CEO) has been preparing for the reduction in temporary ARRA 

funds over a period of several years by reducing overall headcount, implementing end dates for all grant-funded 

positions, and finding programmatic efficiencies.  With ARRA-funded programs closed out or winding down, federal 

funds will constitute a significantly smaller percentage of the total CEO budget than in years past.  As federal 

funds are generally allocated to specific programs, a five percent reduction in the total amount of federal funds 

would require a corresponding reduction in those programs, but would not cripple the overall operations of the 

office. 

A notable exception is the CEO Weatherization program, which continues to receive a large percentage of funds from 

federal sources.  While recent proposals indicate a likely funding reduction of far more than 5% or 25% in future 

years, other State and utility sources of funds will allow the program to continue.  Although Weatherization is 

highly scalable to different funding levels, a five percent reduction in federal funds would force the program to 

serve fewer low-income Coloradans and put FTEs at risk at providers across the State. 

Office of Information Technology:  If there is a reduction of between 5 and 25% in the federal funds allocated to 

the Broadband grant, we would look at the expenditures that we could cut out of the remaining years of the grant. It 

is possible that we could cut some of the personnel and equipment expenses, either by not hiring a position or 

releasing a position before the grant period is complete. In the latter case, this would have a significant impact 

in our ability to deliver on the grant. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Governor’s Office:  

 GEAR Up would see a reduction of the number of students that could be supported in their classes in college. 
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 SBIRT would not be able to provide services for substance abuse clients. 

 The Early Learning grant would see staff reductions for Early Childhood Programs just expanded through 

collaboration between the Department of Higher Education, the Lieutenant Governor’s Office, and the 

Department of Human Services. 

Lt. Governor’s Office: Part would be covered by our surplus, and part by new responsibilities and new grant money. 

Governor’s Commission on Community Service:  A 25% budget cut would reduce the program’s budget by about $86,000.  
Personnel costs are 78% of the budget, so the program would be forced to cut the equivalent of 1.2 average salaries. 

Office of Economic Development and International Trade:   

 SBDC Core Grant (From SBA) – The SBDC Lead center would be forced to cut all events and marketing materials. 

Events that would be cut include: Creatives conference, two Women’s conferences, and two specialty industry 
conferences.  Marketing materials include our Business Resource Guide, brochures, and information sheets. The 

network as a whole would have to re-assess all center budgets and staff. We would most likely be forced to 

close several centers and reduce the size of all centers.  Closing centers and reducing the size of others 

would result in the loss of several high level and low level jobs. This would also reduce the amount of small 

business assistance our network could provide which could result in the local economies losing jobs and 

economic impact.  

 Re-envision “Colorado Creates” grant program to better target communities and outcomes and reduce funding 
available by a similar percentage. 

 If the Jobs Bill grant money is decreased by at least 25 percent, the SBDC would be forced to cut over 5,000 

hours of one-on-one consulting with existing businesses. We would have to stop offering conferences for 

existing businesses in the areas of creative, outdoor, viticulture, veteran, and more. We would also have to 

stop offering the Leading Edge courses for existing businesses, which have been offered for entrepreneurs, 

women, creatives, veterans, food service entrepreneurs, articultural businesses and more. 

 The Department received an allocation award from the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to provide procurement 

technical assistance services statewide.  The Department has contracted with a non-profit entity that 

provides the services statewide and as such, the Department uses the federal funds to reimburse the non-

profit entity for services performed to the extent funding is available.  The Department does not utilize any 

of the allocation for administrative purposes or otherwise.  If the state’s allocation award was reduced as 
stated, then the funding that would be available to reimburse the non-profit entity would be reduced, the 

non-profit entity would have to reduce its budget forecast and the number of clients receiving technical 

assistance would likely decline.  There would be no direct impact on the Department. 

 The Department received an allocation award from the federal State’s Small Business Credit Initiative 

(SSBIC).  This allocation award is currently anticipated to be a one-time commitment to the state of $17.2 

million that will be disbursed over a number of years.  The allocation is intended to be used by the state to 

increase capital access for businesses through certain eligible entities (such as Community Development 

Financial Institutions and banks).  The Department has contracted with the Colorado Housing and Finance 

Authority (CHFA) to manage the daily activities associated with this allocation.  The Department does not 

utilize any of the allocation for administrative purposes or otherwise.  If the state’s allocation award was 
reduced as stated, then the number of businesses and/or the amount used to support each business on average 

would be reduced accordingly.  There would be no direct impact on the Department. 

 If the SBDC were to lose $25,000 of the Veteran’s Grant money, we would be losing 715 hours of one-on-one 
specialized consulting, which would inhibit the SBDC from creating economic impact in the forms of job 

creation, job retention, capital formation and much more. We would not be able to have to any of our veterans 

conferences, which in the past we have held two a year, connecting with hundreds of veterans in Colorado. Our 

subcenters would not receive the allotted funds that they have budgeted for, which would again decrease the 

amount of programs and consulting they would be able to provide. Right now we are really concentrating on 

increasing veterans’ awareness of the SBDC services in the state, so having reduced funds would completely 
undo everything we have done so far. 

Colorado Energy Office (CEO):  Due to the expiration of ARRA grants, the CEO’s Fiscal Year 2013 budget was prepared 
with an expectation of a more than 25% reduction in total federal funds.  CEO’s annual budget appropriation for the 
next five years was formalized in House Bill 12-1315 at a level that will allow for the full implementation of the 

CEO’s eight key program areas despite this reduction.  Due to the office efficiencies already implemented during the 
last months of ARRA, the office will be able to continue fulfilling its mission at a reduced level of annual 

expenditures. 
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As stated above, because the CEO Weatherization program is dependent on annually appropriated federal funding, an 

expected 25%+ reduction in those funds would not affect the existence of the program, but would require a reduction 

in the number of homes that receive weatherization services and a reduction of staff across the state. 

Office of Information Technology:  Of the amount of federal funds is reduced by 25% or more, this would have a 

critical impact on our ability to deliver the products and activities as required by the grant award. This would be 

an amount of approximately $1 million, and the grant has spent approximately $2 million. It would require us to cut 

personnel and equipment both in planned hires and work to the extent of not having necessary staff for the final 

year(s) of the grant. 

 

FXX - Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 59.03% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

The CDPHE ARRA funds are declining in programmatic areas, but we were prepared for that decline and have already 

made adjustments for those reductions.  the impact of a 5% reduction to federal non ARRA funding is difficult to 

quantify as the department has over 300 federal grants – some that are categorical and specific to individual 

programs and others that are block grants and impact many different areas.   One example of a potential reduction is 

the elimination of the Preventive Health Block Grant.  The President’s budget request has eliminated the PHBG.  Last 
fiscal year, when the same action happened, the department requested a General Fund reduction to some existing 

programs to fund critical programs traditionally funded by the Preventive Health Block Grant.  The department is 

evaluating options for this fiscal year.  If a categorical grant was reduced by 5% the department would evaluate the 

federal directions regarding that reduction.  Reductions could be taken in personnel and administrative costs at the 

state level, or the reductions could be passed on as programmatic reductions (i.e. services to citizens).  This 

would have a downstream impact; the decrease with federal funds translates to decreased contract funding awards to 

local communities that receive grants/contracts from the many funding opportunities.   Similarly, if funds were 

reduced across the board to all federal grants, reductions would be evaluated (using federal directions as a 

guideline) to initiate personnel and programmatic reductions. The department would have to weigh the costs and 

effects of reducing some programs in order to preserve others.  

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

The CDPHE ARRA funds are declining in programmatic areas, but we were prepared for that decline and have already 

made adjustments for those reductions.  The impact of a 25% reduction to federal non ARRA funding is difficult to 

quantify as the department has over 300 federal grants – some that are categorical and specific to individual 

programs and others that are block grants and impact many different areas.  One example of a potential reduction is 

the elimination of the Preventive Health Block Grant.  The President’s budget request has eliminated the PHBG.  Last 
fiscal year, when the same action happened, the department requested a General Fund reduction to some existing 

programs to fund critical programs traditionally funded by the Preventive Health Block Grant.  The department is 

evaluating options for this fiscal year.   If a categorical grant was reduced by 25% the department would evaluate 

the federal directions regarding that reduction.  Reductions could be taken in personnel and administrative costs at 

the state level, in addition the reductions would be passed on and programmatic reductions (i.e. services to 

citizens) would result.  This would have a downstream impact; the decrease with federal funds translates to 

decreased contract funding awards to local communities that receive grants/contracts from the many funding 

opportunities.  In almost all cases the Department would not be able to absorb a 25% reduction without impacting 

services.  Similarly, if funds were reduced across the board to all federal grants, reductions would be evaluated 

(using federal directions as a guideline) to initiate personnel and programmatic reductions.  The department would 

have to weigh the costs and effects of reducing some programs in order to preserve others. 

  

GXX - Department of Higher Education (Excluding Institutions) 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds:  29.48% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Department of Higher Education:  For CFDA # 84.367B Improving Teacher Quality grants, the amount of grant funds 

awarded to IHEs to provide training of teachers would be reduced to the lower funding level.  For CFDA #84.378A 

College Access Challenge grant, the number of scholarships provided to low income student would be reduced. 

Colorado Historical Society:  There is one department in History Colorado dependant on federal funding support.  It 

is the Office of Archeology and Historic Preservation. A cut in federal funding support in the above range can be 

managed within the operations of the Office of Archaeology and Historic Preservation.   To manage such a reduction, 

the agency would reduce travel, training and consultant expenditures and postponing software and desktop upgrades. 

The agency provides matching cash funds to support service provided to the public. Additional cash fund support may 

be allocated to maintain service levels if needed. 
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Projects funded with federal funds would be reduced in scope if funding support is reduced.  Most awarded projects 

have been secured and the agency is not anticipating any impacts. New projects not funded will not occur and 

projects receiving reduced federal funding awards will have their scopes modified to meet the awarded funding. 

College Assist:  A five percent reduction in federal fees paid would result in a $3.5 million reduction in College 

Assist’s annual revenue.  College Assist has had discussions with the primary service provider/vendor, Nelnet 

Guarantee Services (NGS), to determine a mutually agreeable operating plan should federal moneys be reduced on a 

scale of < 5-7%.  Should this happen, NGS has agreed to renegotiate their contract fees prior to the contract 

renewal date to help keep College Assist solvent.  Additionally, operational costs of both College Assist and 

College In Colorado, which is funded through College Assist, would be evaluated to help make up any remaining 

deficit.   

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Department of Higher Education:  For CFDA # 84.367B Improving Teacher Quality grants, the amount of grant funds 

awarded to IHEs to provide training of teachers would be reduced to the lower funding level.  For CFDA #84.378A 

College Access Challenge grant, the number of scholarships provided to low income student would be reduced.  Efforts 

to provide outreach to low income high school students about higher education would be retained. 

Colorado Historical Society:  A cut in the above range would be managed with the above noted approaches plus keeping 

open position unfilled and reducing staff levels if needed.  Steps would also be taken to adjust or increase fees 

for service to increase earn revenue opportunities. 

The agency will operate as usual with a reduction in federal funds.  As stated, there is one department dependent on 

federal funding support but can be supported by the agency as a whole.  Service levels and responses to customer 

needs may be impacted and slowed due to reduction in funding support. 

 

College Assist:  A twenty-five percent reduction in federal fees paid would result in a $17.4 million reduction in 

College Assist’s annual revenue.  College Assist would be unable to remain in operation with such a significant loss 
of revenue.   In this event, College Assist would work to transfer the student loan portfolio and Federal Fund 

guarantee to another federal guarantee agency.   By doing this, College Assist would prevent further loss to the 

Operating Fund, with the goal of maintaining the highest Operating Fund level as possible.  The College Assist 

Operating fund would be used to fund the State’s college access outreach program, College In Colorado, and a limited 
number of College Assist staff to manage the funds. 

 

HXX - Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 39.94% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Fund 

According to Greg Goldman, in the event of a reduction in federal funds available, the Division will absorb the 

additional expenses through a board authorization to spend the additional funds.  Capital planning is a critical 

function that needs to be performed on a regular basis, throughout the state to secure financing and prioritize 

necessary projects with limited funds.  During SFY12, the FAA changed the local match from 5% to 10%, essentially 

doubling the local investment with a 5% change in federal funds.  This change directly cost the State Aviation fund 

roughly $2 million, with an additional $2 million contributed by Cities, Counties, and Operating Authorities of 

Colorado Public airports.  When the FAA invests in capital improvements in the State of Colorado, the State and 

local authorities contribute the match, whether it’s 5 or 10% or 25%. 

According to Pat Saffo, CDOT’s Federal funds are restricted by Federal law to use in projects specifically designated 
for maintaining the States Highway Infrastructure.  CDOT programs these funds through a Resource Allocation 

Methodology, by which the Transportation Commission sub-allocates total available funding to Regional and Staff 

Branches Program Managers, who select specific projects from the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program 

(STIP).  These projects are consistent with the corridor visions, goals, and strategies in the Statewide Long Range 

Plan (LRP). These funds are programmed in Regional Pools by Program and Fiscal Year which are used to fiscally 

constrain the STIP.  In the event of a Federal Reduction in funding, these Pools are proportionally reduced by TC 

direction and selected STIP projects would be either reduced in total cost/scope or delayed into future years to 

return the highway construction program back into fiscal constraint by year. 

According to Carol Gould, all programs that were selected for funding would be reduced by 5%. Programs operate on a 

federal funding year and begin 10/1/12.  All agencies that were recommended for funding received letters stating 

awards were contingent on appropriation of funds at the federal level. 

According to Eric Ellis, [CDOT] Would first seek to determine if there were unobligated funds remaining from prior 

grants and use any such available funds in response to a reduction.  If old funds were not available or did not 

cover the reduction, would then eliminate funding for the lowest-ranking capital equipment projects awarded funding 

to make up for the reduction (given that awards of operating funds are considered to be the highest priority to 
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protect).  If the above steps did not result in making up for the reduction, all projects selected for operating 

funding would be reduced by 5%. Programs operate on a calendar funding year and begin 1/1/12.  All agencies that 

were recommended for funding received contracts stating awards were contingent on appropriation of funds at the 

federal level. 

Bridge Enterprise Program:  CDOT’s Federal funds are restricted by Federal law to use in projects specifically 
designated for maintaining the States Highway Infrastructure.  CDOT programs these funds through a Resource 

Allocation Methodology, by which the Transportation Commission sub-allocates total available funding to Regional and 

Staff Branches Program Managers, who select specific projects from the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program 

(STIP).  These projects are consistent with the corridor visions, goals, and strategies in the Statewide Long Range 

Plan (LRP). These funds are programmed in Regional Pools by Program and Fiscal Year which are used to fiscally 

constrain the STIP.  In the event of a Federal Reduction in funding, these Pools are proportionally reduced by TC 

direction and selected STIP projects would be either reduced in total cost/scope or delayed into future years to 

return the highway construction program back into fiscal constraint by year.

In the event of a Federal Reduction in funding, these Pools are proportionally 

reduced by TC direction and selected STIP projects would be either reduced in total cost/scope or delayed into 

future years to return the highway construction program back into fiscal constraint by year. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

According to Greg Goldman, what’s different about FAA spending is the funds are directed to the airport, and not 
“passed-through” a State agency.  So, when the investment mix changes a demand is made on State and local funds to 
complete the necessary infrastructure improvements.  It is anticipated that the impact on the State Aviation Fund of 

a 25% reduction in federal funds would be upwards of $10 million dollars, with an additional $10 million being 

contributed by Colorado Local governments. 

According to Pat Saffo, CDOT’s Federal funds are restricted by Federal law to use in projects specifically designated 
for maintaining the States Highway Infrastructure.  CDOT programs these funds through a Resource Allocation 

Methodology, by which the Transportation Commission sub-allocates total available funding to Regional and Staff 

Branches Program Managers, who select specific projects from the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program 

(STIP).  These projects are consistent with the corridor visions, goals, and strategies in the Statewide Long Range 

Plan (LRP). These funds are programmed in Regional Pools by Program and Fiscal Year which are used to fiscally 

constrain the STIP.  In the event of a Federal Reduction in funding, these Pools are proportionally reduced by TC 

direction and selected STIP projects would be either reduced in total cost/scope or delayed into future years to 

return the highway construction program back into fiscal constraint by year. 

According to Carol Gould, all programs recommended for funding would be reviewed and those programs that scored 

lowest in the selection process would be denied funding. Programs operate on a federal funding year and begin 

10/1/12.  All agencies that were recommended for funding received letters stating awards were contingent on 

appropriation of funds at the federal level. 

According to Eric Ellis, the same process described above would be followed, except that programs that scored lowest 

in the selection process would receive a proportionate reduction in funding based on their score. Programs operate 

on a calendar funding year and begin 1/1/12.  All agencies that were recommended for funding received contracts 

stating awards were contingent on appropriation of funds at the federal level. 

Bridge Enterprise Program:  CDOT’s Federal funds are restricted by Federal law to use in projects specifically 
designated for maintaining the States Highway Infrastructure.  CDOT programs these funds through a Resource 

Allocation Methodology, by which the Transportation Commission sub-allocates total available funding to Regional and 

Staff Branches Program Managers, who select specific projects from the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program 

(STIP).  These projects are consistent with the corridor visions, goals, and strategies in the Statewide Long Range 

Plan (LRP). These funds are programmed in Regional Pools by Program and Fiscal Year which are used to fiscally 

constrain the STIP.

IXX - Department of Human Services 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 62.93% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

A 5% reduction in the total amount of federal moneys would have an impact on the services/activity provided 

associated with each specific federal grant.  It is important to note that most areas of federal funding received by 

the Department are a “capped” grant amount, where Colorado receives a specific award level for a federal fiscal 

year.  There is a portion of the federal funding that is received by Colorado that is not “capped” and falls under 

the open entitlement category.  For these open ended entitlements, the state receives a specific level of 

reimbursement on all eligible costs.   

The plan to manage a specific reduction a 5% and 25% reduction in federal funding would vary by the specific grants.  

In general the Department would need to decrease activity and expenditures in a program area, specifically aligned 

with the loss of a particular federal funding.  The Department has listed all the material federal grants below and 

has outlined how the Department would manage a  5% and 25% reduction in the specific grant level. 

Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) 

 TANF is the federally funded block grant program that allows states to create and administer their own 

temporary assistance programs. It replaced AFDC in 1996 and serves families with children. Funds may be spent 

on benefits and services for poor families in support of one or a combination of these four purposes: 1) 

assisting needy families so that children can be cared for in their own homes; 2) reducing the dependency of 

needy parents by promoting job preparation, work and marriage; 3) preventing out-of-wedlock pregnancies; and 

4) encouraging the formation and maintenance of two parent families. 

 About 85-90% of the federal funds received by the state are passed directly on to counties. The remaining 10-

15% supports administrative functions such as the computer system, training, evaluation, and some state-level 

programs such as Colorado Refugee Services Program and the Workforce Development Council.   

 The current annual TANF grant award is $136,056,590 and a 5% reduction would represent $6,802,830.   In order 

to manage to a 5% reduction and potential reductions in allocations, counties would need to determine which 

services (i.e. work supports, child care, etc.)  would be reduced or eliminated in each respective county.  

Funding reductions would impact benefits and services provided to families. 

Title III Community Services for the Elderly  

 Community Services for the elderly encompasses several programs, including Administration, Older Americans 

Act Funding, and Area Agencies on Aging Administration and the State Ombudsman Program.  

o Administration: These funds provide for the administration of the Older Americans Act Programs, the 

Colorado Commission on Aging (CCOA) and the National Aging Program Information System (NAPIS).   

o A reduction of 5% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $31,833, or .5 FTE. 

o The 5% reduction would also require a corresponding decrease in State General Fund in the amount of 

$9,446 as a result of the “M” note.   

 Older Americans Act Funding: This line item provides funding for Area Agencies on Aging to contract with 

provider agencies to deliver a variety of services to older persons. 

o A reduction of 5% would result in a decrease of $672,358, resulting in a decrease in services such 

as: meals, transportations, in home services, legal assistance, etc.  Area Agencies on Aging would 

determine where the reduction in services would take place.  

 Area Agencies on Aging Administration: This line item provides administrative funding for Area Agencies on 

Aging to implement the Older Americans Act and State Funding for Senior Services.  Many Area Agencies on 

Aging operate with only one FTE.  Reduction to this line could significantly impact the viability of an Area 

Agency on Aging. 

o A reduction of 5% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $73,289, or approximately 1.0 FTE. 

 State Ombudsman Program: 
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o The Department contracts with The Legal Center for People with Disabilities and Older Adults to 

oversee the Ombudsman Program throughout Colorado. 

 A reduction of 5% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $750.  A reduction of this 

level could impact the training and oversight of the Area Agencies on Aging. 

Title IV-E Funds 

 The Title IV-E Foster Care program reimburses states for the foster care maintenance expenditures on behalf 

of children under their jurisdiction that are determined eligible, and placed with a fully certified foster 

care provider. The program also provides for administrative costs to manage the program; and training for 

public agency staff, foster parents and certain private agency staff. In FY 2011-12, Colorado claimed Title 

IV-E Foster Care foster care maintenance on behalf of an average of 1,659 children per quarter. 

 The Title IV-E Adoption Assistance program reimburses states for the adoption subsidy expenditures and costs 

for the adoption of children with special needs and who meet certain eligibility criteria. The program also 

provides for administrative costs to manage the program; and training for public agency staff, foster 

parents, and certain private agency staff. Reimbursement is provided for the nonrecurring cost of 

adoption. In FY 2011-12, Colorado funded an average of 7,150 Title IV-E Adoption Assistance subsidies each 

quarter. 

 Title IV-E of the Social Security Act provides federal reimbursement to states that provide guardianship 

assistance payments for the care of children by relatives who have assumed legal guardianship of eligible 

children for whom they previously cared for as foster parents.  Federal assistance is available to support 

the care of children who meet the eligibility requirements and their siblings under certain situations as 

specified in the statute. All relatives assuming guardianship of such children are eligible for the 

nonrecurring expenses associated with obtaining legal guardianship up to $2,000. In FY 2011-12, Relative 

Guardianship Assistance payments were made on behalf of 11 children. 

 IV-E is an uncapped entitlement.  A reduction in funding would result in Colorado receiving less 

reimbursement for each of the IV-E eligible expenditure.  Currently, Colorado receives a 50% reimbursement 

for all IV-E eligible expenditures.  If this rate were to decrease, there is a strong possibility that 

Colorado would decrease IV-E eligible expenditures for all the areas listed above.  

Chafee Independent Living, Title IV-E 

 Colorado’s Chafee Foster Care Independence Program (CFCIP) program provides services and support for youth 
who are likely to remain in foster care until 18 years of age to make the transition to self-sufficiency 

through services like assistance in obtaining secondary and post-secondary education, a high school diploma, 

career exploration, vocational training, job placement and retention, training in daily living and financial 

management skills, substance abuse prevention, and preventive health activities.  

 The State CFCIP retains a portion of the grant for administration, operations and two events that promote 

secondary and post-secondary education.  Annually, all Colorado county departments of human/social services 

have an opportunity to request CFCIP funds and submit a program plan. Counties receive funding based upon 

CFCIP administrator approval of the plan and available funding to provide services to youth. This funding is 

distributed to counties to provide services to youth. A reduction in federal funding directly results in a 

reduction in county allocations to provide services for these populations.  A reduction in prevention and 

reunification programs may lead to an increased need for child welfare block funds.  The current Chafee grant 

is $2,500,762, and a 5% reduction represents $187,557. 

Disability Determination Services (DDS)  

 DDS provides the Social Security Administration (SSA) with medical disability decisions for Colorado 

residents applying for Supplemental Security Disability Income or Supplemental Security Income disability 

benefits under the Social Security Act, Sections 205, 1102, 1106 and 1601-1634.  The DDS operates from one 

facility with approximately 122 FTE; and will process 40,000 disability claims in FFY12.  For the last 

calendar year, DDS has had insufficient capacity to process claims within SSA time standards, secondary to 

funding restrictions, a hiring freeze and the volume of case receipts. 

 In the event of funding restrictions, the Social Security Administration would direct the level cost 

reductions as well as the program areas to be affected.  Therefore, the following impact statements provide a 

DDS vision, but would ultimately be subject to SSA oversight.  Cost improvements have focused on the lowering 

of contract costs rather than FTE reductions or furloughs. This was done because DDS requires a skilled 

workforce of medical adjudicators; and in the context of high case volumes, a hiring freeze and an 18-24 

training period for new adjudicators, any significant near term attrition would cripple a longer term 

recovery of capacity. 
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 A 5% reduction equates to $845,000.  Savings would result primarily from a 16% reduction of consultative 

examinations and associated costs related to transcription services and applicant travel.   Consultative 

examinations are scheduled with offsite medical contractors when an applicant’s record has insufficient 

medical evidence to make a medical determination; or medical evidence delays lead to extended case processing 

times.  Reducing consultative examinations will delay medical decisions on approximately 650 cases for an 

indeterminate amount of time and would extend decision timeframes on a like amount of cases as pending case 

backlogs are searched for claims not requiring consultative examinations. 

DBHS - Substance Abuse Prevention & Treatment 

 The grant funds substance usage disorder prevention and treatment services.  Provides funding for treatment 

of federally established priority populations and primary prevention programs. 

 A five percent reduction will total $1,305,163.  This will result in a $285,175 reduction to primary 

prevention programs, a reduction of $954,727 in treatment services (948 client admissions) and a reduction of 

$65,261 in administrative funding. 

Refugee School Impact Grant 

 The Refugee School Impact programs receive discretionary grants from the Federal Department of Health and 

Human Services, Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) to support impacted school districts with the funds 

necessary to pay for activities that will lead to the effective integration and education of refugee 

children.  Services target school-age refugees between the ages of five and eighteen years of age and within 

the first three years after their arrival in the United States, by providing program activities that include 

English as a Second Language (ESL) instruction, after-school tutorials, programs that encourage high school 

completion and full participation in school activities, after-school and/or summer clubs and activities, 

parental involvement programs, bilingual/bicultural counselors, interpreter services and other services. 

 The total projected grant amount is $450,000.  A 5% reduction would equate to $22,500.   In order to manage 

to be a 5% reduction in federal funding, fewer trainings would be offered to schools and fewer after school 

activities would be offered. 

Wilson Fish Cares 

 The thirteen national Wilson-Fish (WF) programs receive discretionary grants from the ORR, and are an 

alternative to the traditional state administered refugee resettlement program for providing cash assistance 

and social services to refugees.  The purpose of the WF program is to encourage innovative strategies that 

increase refugee prospects for early employment and self-sufficiency, and promote coordination among 

voluntary resettlement agencies and service providers.  The program provides Refugee Cash Assistance (RCA), 

case management and state administration for those refugees who are not eligible for TANF and Basic Cash 

Assistance.  RCA is used for the differential payments made to TANF-eligible refugees.  

 The total projected grant amount is $3,436,138.  A 5% reduction would equate to $171,807.  In order to manage 

to 5% reduction in federal funding, TANF differential payments may need to be reduced or eliminated.  In 

addition, contractors may need to be funded with less staff, which would result in an increased caseload size 

for the contract staff remaining. 

Wel Refugee Assistance (Refugee Social Services) 

 The Refugee Social Services (RSS) program allocates formula funds from the ORR to states to serve refugees 

who have been in the U.S. less than five years.  This program supports employability services and other 

services that address participants’ barriers to employment, such as case management, English classes, social 
adjustment services, interpretation and translation services, day care for children, citizenship and 

naturalization services, etc.  Employability services are designed to enable refugees to obtain jobs within 

one year of becoming enrolled in services. 

 The total projected grant amount is $1,894,684.  A 5% reduction would equate to $97,734.  In order to manage 

to 5% reduction in federal funding, contractors would be funded to operate with fewer staff, resulting in an 

increased caseload for the contract staff remaining. 

Targeted Assistance (TAG) 

 The Targeted Assistance program (TAG) allocates formula funds from the ORR to states that qualify for 

additional funds due to an influx of refugee arrivals and a high concentration of refugees in county 

jurisdictions with high utilization of public assistance.  In Colorado, only services in Denver County meet 

the criteria for funding through this formula.  TAG services are the same as Refugee Social Services and are 

intended to assist refugees obtain employment within one year’s participation in the program and to achieve 
self-sufficiency.  
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 The projected grant amount is $837,796.  A 5% reduction would equate to $41,890.  In order to manage to a 5% 

reduction in federal funding, the number of participants allotted for particular training programs would be 

reduced.  Contractor staff may need to be reduced as well. 

Title V of the Older Americans Act – Senior Community Services Employment 

 The Senior Community Service Employment Program (SCSEP) promotes useful, part-time employment training 

opportunities in community service organizations for persons with low incomes, who are 55 years of age or 

older, pursuant to a grant received in accordance with Title V of the Older Americans Act.  This program is 

entirely federally funded. Eligible participants are provided subsidized wages, training for skill 

enhancement or acquisition of skills, personal and employment counseling, and assistance in obtaining un-

subsidized employment.   

o A reduction of 5% would result in a reduction of $49,882 resulting in a reduction of approximately 

five senior community service participants. 

Food Distribution - The Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP) 

 The TEFAP program receives nutritious commodity foods through the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA), Food 

and Nutrition Services, which are then made available to local recipient agencies, usually food banks, who in 

turn distribute the food to soup kitchens and food pantries that directly serve the public, particularly low-

income individuals and families who meet the 135% federal poverty guideline and residency requirement.   

 A 5% reduction in funding would be applied towards the funding that would be available to the recipient 

agencies for the reimbursement of administrative claims to covers costs such as salaries, insurance, fuel, 

etc.    

Food Distribution - Commodity Supplemental Food Program (CSFP) 

 The CSFP program works to improve the health of low-income pregnant and breastfeeding women, other new 

mothers up to one year postpartum, infants, children up to age six, and elderly people at least 60 years of 

age by supplementing their diets with nutritious USDA Foods. It provides food and administrative funds to 

States to supplement the diets of these groups.   

 The program is funded by the USDA based on the caseload served.  For the current year, 18,403 cases are being 

funded each month for a total annual caseload of 220,836.  A 5% reduction in caseload would represent 11,042 

cases meaning that fewer women, infants, children, and seniors would have their diets supplemented. 

Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) Benefits – 100% Federal 

 The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) is an entitlement program which provides low-income 

households with the ability to purchase food at authorized retailers throughout the state.  Households must 

apply and meet gross and net income tests in order to be determined eligible for benefits.  The actual 

benefit amount made available to qualified households is paid for with federal funding.   

 A 5% reduction in SNAP funding would result in a proportionate reduction in SNAP benefit payments.  (Note: 

The federal government controls the benefit levels.)  The current average benefit amount is $304/month per 

household.  Based on this average, a 5% reduction would equate to $15/month. 

Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) Administration - Other 

 Administrative costs of the Program are reimbursed by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), 

Food and Nutrition Services (FNS) at a rate of 50%.  SNAP is administered by the counties with oversight 

provided by the state. 

 There is also federal funding provided for Employment and Training (E&T) which provides job seeking skills 

for participants seeking employment including transportation assistance.  Federal funding is also available 

for nutrition education programs. 

 In order to manage to a 5% reduction in federal funding, transportation assistance and nutrition education 

programs may need to be scaled back or eliminated.  

Child Support Enforcement (Title IV-D) 

 The Title IV-D Child Support Enforcement (CSE) program reimburses the State for administrative expenditures 

to manage the child support enforcement units that are operated by Colorado Counties.  The primary functions 

of child support units are to locate parents; establish paternity; and establish and enforce orders for 

financial support; and establish orders for medical support.  
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 The CSE Program is funded with 34% General Fund and 66% Federal Financial Participation (FFP) with the 

federal funding for child support remaining uncapped. 

 In calendar year 2011, Colorado’s program processed 148,461 child support cases and collected $325,004,809 in 
child support that was distributed to families.  

 The current amount of federal funding for Child Support Services is $7,114,009 and a 5% reduction in federal 

funding would equate to $355,700.  A 5% reduction in funding would not result in a reduction of FTE, but 

would result in the following:   1) Working with the vendors that complete the payment processing work to 

reduce costs through reducing services they provide; 2) Providing less than the full complement of oversight 

required to supervise counties in their work regarding the establishment of paternity, establishment of child 

support payment orders, and applying enforcement remedies, and 3) Not filling vacant positions in the 

Division. 

Block Grants for Community Mental Health Services 

 Primary (non-Medicaid) federal funding award for public mental health services in Colorado. Utilized for 

planning, technical assistance administration, data evaluation and monitoring, and the provision of services 

to the indigent population. 

 At the five percent level ($358,811), it is estimated that services for 112 indigent individuals could be 

lost and $17,941 of administrative dollars would be lost.  This grant currently provides a variety of 

services and the Department would evaluate contracts and services to determine which areas would have the 

least impact on individuals and/or system oversight if a five-percent reduction is made.  

Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness Program (PATH) 

 Grant providing funds for community-based services for persons with serious mental illnesses who are homeless 

or at imminent risk of becoming homeless. Administration funding allowed at 4% of total award. 

 At the five percent level ($48,550), it is estimated that services for 54 Path individuals could be lost and 

$1,942 of administrative dollars would be lost.  

Child Abuse Treatment & Prevention (CAPTA) 

 CAPTA provides federal funding to States in support of prevention, assessment, investigation, prosecution, 

and treatment activities in cases of child maltreatment. These funds are being used to support the 

implementation of Differential Response, the redevelopment and training of risk and safety tools, and 

statewide efforts towards continuous quality improvement in child protection, in accordance with Colorado’s 
Child Welfare PIP.  Funds are also used to provide expert consultation and training to intake and ongoing CPS 

workers and supervisors on assessing safety and developing safety plans, and to address the issues of co-

occurrence of domestic violence and substance use in child welfare cases, and support. 

 CAPTA funds are used to provide training to county child welfare caseworkers.  Cuts in funds results in a 

decrease in training. 

 In addition to reduced resources for training, CAPTA funds expert case consultation through 

interagency/intergovernmental programs, which might be affected.  The reduction of the CAPTA grant would also 

reduce statewide efforts to implement Differential Response in Colorado. The current CAPTA grant is $431,730.  

A 5% reduction represents $32,380. 

State Independent Living Grant (Blind) 

 Funds are used to provide independent living services to older individuals who are blind; conduct activities 

that will improve or expand services for these individuals; and conduct activities to improve public 

understanding of the problems facing these individuals. For example, services are provided to help persons 

served under this program adjust to their blindness by increasing their ability to care for their individual 

needs. 

 DVR has a total of seven contracts with centers in the state that provide services to an average of 1,143 

consumers each year.  The annual grant amount is $444,000.  A 5% reduction ($22,200) in the grant would 

result in the inability to provide services for 57 consumers.   

 A reduction in the grant provides less opportunity for qualified partners including Independent Living 

Centers, The Colorado Center for the Blind, etc., to provide services to this group of consumers in order to 

assist in maintaining their independence. 
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State Independent Living Services Grant (DVR) 

 The purpose of the independent living programs is to maximize the leadership, empowerment, independence and 

productivity of individuals with disabilities and to integrate these individuals into the mainstream of 

American society. Independent living programs provide financial assistance to provide, expand and improve 

independent living services; develop and support statewide networks of centers for independent living and 

improve working relationships among state independent living rehabilitation programs, centers for independent 

living, Statewide Independent Living Councils (SILC), Rehabilitation Act programs outside of Title VII and 

other relevant federal and non-federal programs. 

 There are a total of nine Certified Independent Living Centers in the state that provide services to an 

average of 4,711 consumers each year.  The average amount of federal dollars alloted to a center is $28,000.  

The annual grant amount is $282,984.  A 5% reduction ($14,149) in the grant would result in the inability to 

provide federal funds to one center, or to significantly decrease the amount paid to each of the nine 

Certified Centers, resulting in the inability to serve 235 consumers. 

 Federal funds are utilized to pay for a SILC liaison.  A decrease in federal funding would result in the 

elimination of this position. 

Vocational Rehabilitation State Grant 

 This grant supports a wide range of services designed to help individuals with disabilities prepare for and 

engage in gainful employment consistent with their strengths, resources, priorities, concerns, abilities, 

capabilities, interests, and informed choice. Eligible individuals are those who have a physical or mental 

impairment that results in a substantial impediment to employment, who can benefit from vocational 

rehabilitation (VR) services for employment, and who require VR services.  

 The estimated FFY 2012-13 grant amount is $40,548,289.  During FFY 2011 DVR served 20,012 clients. The 

average cost per employment outcome including DVR personnel cost was $4,182.  A 5% grant reduction would 

equate to $2,027,414 and would result in DVR’s inability to serve 485 individuals in the first year, which 
represents 2% of the average total amount of clients served on an annual basis. In addition, DVR is obligated 

to pay for services outlined in current consumer employment plans.   Based on the fluctuating cost of 

services to which DVR is already committed, this grant reduction may result in the implementation of a 

waiting list for new applicants and an inability to continue to assist in procuring successful employment 

outcomes.   

 Each Vocational Rehabilitation Counselor manages a caseload of approximately 97 individuals.  With DVR’s 
inability to serve 485 individuals, 5 counselors may need to be eliminated.  The decrease in counselors would 

also result in a decreased need for VR administrative support staff. 

 Partners such as Community Center Boards (CCB), Mental Health Centers (MHC), and Workforce Centers (WFC) 

would not be able to refer individuals to DVR, resulting in increases in center caseloads and related 

expenditures. 

DVR Supported Employment Grant 

 This grant provides assistance for states in developing and implementing collaborative programs with 

appropriate entities to provide programs of supported employment services for individuals with the most 

significant disabilities who require supported employment services to achieve employment outcomes. Grant 

funds are administered under a state plan supplement to the Title I state plan for vocational rehabilitation 

(VR) services designated by each state. 

 A total of 1,119 consumers were identified as requiring supported employment services in FFY 2010-11.  The 

average cost per consumer for services realted to supported employment was $1,434.  The estimated FFY grant 

amount is $399,636.  A 5% reduction in the grant would equate to $19,982 and would result in the inability to 

provide services for 14 consumers.  As a result the cost of supported employment services will shift from the 

Supported Employment Grant to the Vocational Rehabilitation State Grant.  This is a concern because of 

possible cuts to the Vocational Rehabilitation State Grant.  Another significant outcome of grant reductions 

may result in a decrease in the overall successful employment outcomes for DVR consumers. 

Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) Post Demonstration Project 

 The TBI Federal grant project is aimed at building the capacity of the public school system, public mental 

health system and create a network of individuals with brain injury and family members who are trained as 

civic leaders. Specifically this project targets youth ages 15-19 and Operation Enduring Freedom/Operation 

Iraqi Freedom Veterans. The grant has three goals with corresponding objectives and activities: 1. Increase 

appropriate and effective identification, assessment, interventions, transitions and successful outcomes of 

children with TBI. 2 Develop community-based behavioral health provider expertise regarding deployment-

related traumatic brain injury screening, assessment, and treatment 3. To increase the number of individuals 
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with brain injury and family members who are effective leaders at the individual, community and statewide 

level. The TBI Program contracts with CO Department of Education (CDE) to meet goal 1. The TBI Program 

contracts with the Veterans Administration of Denver to meet goal 2 and with two individuals who are family 

members of children with brain injury in partnership with CO Department of Public Health and Environment to 

meet goal 3. 

 The annual grant amount is $249,000 and a 5% reduction would equate to $12,500.  To manage to this reduction: 

funds supporting a conference on brain Injuries would not be spent; consultant travel would be eliminated; 

program operating expenses would be reduced; and the contract with the Colorado Department of Education would 

be reduced. 

Family Violence Prevention Grant 

 FVPSA funds support community-based domestic violence programs to provide: culturally and linguistically 

appropriate free and confidential support; prevention services such as outreach to underserved populations; 

immediate emergency shelter for victims of domestic violence and their children; supportive services such as 

case management, individual and group counseling, and peer support groups; and referrals to community 

supports such as financial assistance, legal services, mental health, and housing. 

 For Federal Fiscal Year 2012-13, CDHS received $1,548,967 in FVPSA funding.  A 5% reduction in FVPSA funding 

would reduce the total award to $1,471,518.   

 Any reduction in these funds will have a significant impact on service delivery to victims of domestic 

violence.  Examples include: reductions to types or availability of certain emergency services such as 

maintaining a residential shelter or providing transportation to victims in rural communities.  Even with the 

current level of funding, programs struggle to meet the high demand for domestic violence services.  The 

number of hotline calls to funded programs has increased from about 39,000 in 2007 to over 60,000 in 2011.  

In 2011, 6,733 victims were turned away from domestic violence shelters in Colorado due to a lack of 

capacity.  If funding is reduced, we can expect these numbers to continue to rise. 

Social Services Block Grant/ Title XX 

 Funding from  Title XX of the Social Security Act is allocated to counties through various  block grants for 

services related to the following five federal goals:  1) Achieving or maintaining self-support to prevent, 

reduce, or eliminate dependency; 2) Achieving or maintaining self-sufficiency, including reduction or 

prevention of dependency; 3) Preventing or remedying neglect, abuse, or exploitation of children and adults 

unable to protect their own interest, or preserving, rehabilitating, or reuniting families; 4) Preventing or 

reducing inappropriate institutional care by providing for community-based care, home-based care, other forms 

of less intensive care; or 5) Securing referral or admission for institutional care when other forms of care 

are not appropriate or providing services to individuals in institutions. 

 A reduction in funding would result in fewer services provided including:  protective services for at-risk 

adults; child care services for eligible families; and child welfare services related to out-of-home 

placement, subsidized adoption case services, family preservation, other in-home services and case services.  

A 5% reduction in the grant level would result in a lower amount of funds distributed local service providers 

to provide the services listed above. The current Title XX award is $27,462,425, and a 5% reduction 

represents $2,059,682. 

Social Services, Title IV-B (sub-part 1) 

 IV-B subpart 1 funding is distributed to counties with the Child Welfare Block Allocation to develop, 

operate, and expand a coordinated child and family services program, including protecting/promoting child 

welfare; preventing child abuse or neglect; supporting at-risk families through services which allow 

children, where appropriate, to remain safely with their families or return to their families in a timely 

manner; promoting the safety, permanence, and well-being of children in foster care and adoptive families; 

and providing training, professional development and support to ensure a well-qualified child welfare 

workforce. 

 This funding is allocated to counties to provide services to children, youth, and families.  A reduction in 

federal funding would directly result in a reduction in county allocations, and would impact the services a 

county is able to provide to children and youth.  Counties may be forced to identify alternative funding 

sources in order to serve this population (e.g. TANF, Core Services, etc.). The current IV-B subpart 1 grant 

is $4,135,942, and a 5% reduction represents $310,196. 

Promoting Safe and Stable Families (Title IV-B Subpart 2) 

 The primary goals of Promoting Safe and Stable Families (PSSF) are to prevent the unnecessary separation of 

children from their families, improve the quality of care and services to children and their families, and 

ensure permanency for children by reuniting them with their parents, by adoption or by another permanent 
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living arrangement. Funding is intended to develop, expand, and operate programs of community-based family 

support services, family preservation services, time-limited family reunification services, and adoption 

promotion and support services. 

 A reduction in federal funding directly results in a reduction in county allocations to provide services for 

these populations.  A reduction in prevention and reunification programs may lead to an increased need for 

child welfare block funds. The current PSSF grant is $3,283,927, and a 5% reduction represents $246,295. 

Children’s Justice Act Grant 

 The Children’s Justice Act Grant is provided to States to improve the investigations, prosecutions, and 
judicial handling of cases of child abuse and neglect, particularly child sexual abuse and exploitation, in a 

manner that limits additional trauma to the child victim and his/her family.  This also includes child 

fatality cases. These funds are used to provide expert case consultation to rural counties, to ensure 

procedural fairness in the investigative, administrative, and judicial handling of cases of child abuse and 

neglect, through multidisciplinary trainings, and to assist in the support of the Department of Public Health 

and Environment’s Fatality Review Team. 

 A reduction of the Children’s Justice Act grant limits resources to provide collaborative training to front-
line caseworkers, law enforcement, and judicial officers, and may affect interagency/intergovernmental 

programs.  This could impact the coordination of efforts between law enforcement and child protection staff.  

Other funding is not available to backfill the loss. The current CJA grant is $287,939; a 5% reduction 

represents $21,595. 

Child Care Development Funds (CCDF) 

 The Child Care and Development Fund (CCDF) makes available funds to States, Territories, and Tribes to: (1) 

allow each State maximum flexibility in developing child care programs and policies that best suit the needs 

of children and parents within such State; (2) promote parental choice to empower working parents to make 

their own decisions on the child care that best suits their family’s needs; (3) encourage States to provide 
consumer education information to help parents make informed choices about quality child care; (4) assist 

States to provide child care to parents trying to achieve independence from public assistance; (5) assist 

States in implementing the health, safety, licensing, and registration standards established in State 

regulations; and (6) support activities to improve the availability, accessibility, and affordability of 

quality child care.  Quality child care promotes the health and well-being of children and prepares children 

to succeed in school.  

 A reduction could be spread across program areas of quality initiatives and direct services using CCDF.  A 

five percent reduction is $3,315,684.  If that reduction were applied wholly to direct services during FY 

2012-13, 435 cases will not be served. ($7,622 is the average per case cost with approximately 1.7 children 

being served per case).  

Low Income Energy Assistance – LEAP 

 LIHEAP, or LEAP in Colorado, provides cash assistance and furnace repair and replacement services to low-

income individuals and households.  LEAP also transfers some of its federal LIHEAP funds to the Governor’s 
Energy Office  (GEO) Weatherization program to reduce the longer term need of low income Coloradans for 

energy assistance.   

 If LEAP is cut by 5%, the average amount of the LEAP benefit will be proportionately reduced, covering less 

of the household’s winter home energy bill.  The average annual benefit per household is $344.  Therefore a 
5% reduction would equate to $17.  LEAP may not be able to transfer as much funding to GEO for Weatherization 

as it would under full funding.   

Rural Homeless Youth Grant 

 The Rural Homeless Youth (RHY) Grant provides community-based services in Alamosa, Huerfano, Garfield, 

Moffat, Montrose, Montezuma Counties and Urban Peak-Denver for up to 50 of Colorado’s rural runaway and 
homeless youth annually to prevent youth from being served in the more expensive public systems of care (e.g. 

child welfare, juvenile justice, mental health, etc.). 

 Each of these sites is a rural area classified with high poverty rates with a dearth of jobs for youth or 

adults.  Rural areas were very hard hit in the Great Recession and losses are not easily absorbed.  Reduced 

funds may result in site closure, which may result in decreased services to youth.  Services provision may 

default to County departments or lead to an increase in vulnerable rural youth migrating to urban areas.  

This is the final year of the grant, and a 25% reduction would only affect one year of programming.  The 

annual RHY grant is $200,000, and a 5% reduction represents $15,000. 
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IDEA Infants & Toddlers w/Disabilities Grant 

 The IDEA grant assists states in the implementation of a statewide, comprehensive, coordinated, 

multidisciplinary, interagency system of early intervention services for infants and toddlers with 

developmental delays or disabilities and their families. 

 Part C requires the State to serve all eligible clients.  A reduction in federal funds would result in a 

demand for alternative funding sources to fund services such as State General Fund, Medicaid funds, 

collection of fees from the family, etc.  If the General Fund burden becomes prohibitive, the State may 

consider dropping out of the Part C grant and limiting the number of services or the number of clients 

served. 

 An initial cut of 5% would not impact FTE due to the Part C requirement to serve all eligible clients.  

Services would still be provided.  Rather, options for other financing would be explored (as shown in bullet 

above).  

 If the budget is reduced, contractors will be affected, especially those that provide professional 

development activities.  There is not further room to reduce expenditures without compromising the ability to 

meet the federal assurances and providing the required services.  Therefore, alternative sources of funding 

would need to be considered. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) 

 The current annual TANF grant award is $136,056,590 and a 25% reduction would represent $34,014,148.   In 

order to manage to a 25% reduction resulting in reductions in allocations, counties would need to determine 

which services (i.e. work supports, child care, etc.) would need to be reduced or eliminated in each 

respective county.  Such a funding reduction would greatly impact benefits and services provided to families. 

Title III Community Services for the Elderly 

 Community Services for the elderly encompasses several programs, including Administration, Older Americans 

Act Funding, and Area Agencies on Aging Administration.  

o Administration: A reduction of 25% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $159,164, or 2.0 

FTE. 

 The 25% reduction would also require a corresponding decrease in State General Fund in the 

amount of $47,232 as a result of the M note. 

o Older Americans Act Funding: A reduction of 25% would result in a decrease of $3,361,790, resulting 

in a decrease in services such as: meals, transportations, in home services, etc.  Area Agencies on 

Aging would determine where the reduction in services would take place.  

o Area Agencies on Aging Administration: Many Area Agencies on Aging operate with only one FTE.  

Reduction to this line could significantly impact the viability of an Area Agency on Aging. 

o A reduction of 25% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $366,444, or approximately 5 FTE. 

o State Ombudsman Program: A reduction of 25% in Federal Funds would result in a decrease of $3,750.  A 

reduction of this level could impact the training and oversight of the Area Agencies on Aging. 

Title IV-E Funds 

 A reduction in federal funding by 25% could result in a possible loss of services for children involved in 

Child Welfare.  This could happen due to less federal funding being available to the counties. Other impacts 

of reduced federal funding would be fewer dollars available for staff training or case management. Reduced 

funding to counties would require them to make decisions on how to continue to provide mandated services to 

the children and families of Colorado.  In our economy, another impact may be the use of county only funding.  

IV-E is an uncapped entitlement, and the fiscal impact cannot be estimated. 

Chafee Independent Living, Title IV-E 

 This funding is distributed to counties to provide services to youth. A reduction in federal funding directly 

results in a reduction in county allocations to provide services for these populations.  A reduction in 

prevention and reunification programs may lead to an increased need for child welfare block funds. The 

current Chafee grant is $2,500,762, and a 25% reduction is $625,191.

Disability Determination Services (DDS) 

 In the event of funding restrictions, the Social Security Administration would direct the level cost 

reductions as well as the program areas to be affected.  Therefore, the following impact statements provide a 

DDS vision, but would ultimately be subject to SSA oversight.  Cost improvements have focused on the lowering 

of contract costs rather than FTE reductions or furloughs. This was done because DDS requires a skilled 

workforce of medical adjudicators; and in the context of high case volumes, a hiring freeze and an 18-24 

training period for new adjudicators, any significant near term attrition would cripple a longer term 

recovery of capacity. 

 This reduction equates to $4,225,000.  Savings would result primarily from a 56% reduction of consultative 

examinations and associated costs, but also anticipates a reduction of case review costs from DDS internal 

contract medical consultants as well as a 25% reduction in allocated costs from the state.  In this scenario, 

medical decisions on over 2,000 cases would be delayed for an indeterminate amount of time and there would be 

extended decisions on a like amount of cases as pending case backlogs are searched for claims not requiring 

consultative examinations.  Additionally, internal medical reviews on nearly 13,000 cases would be delayed 

for an indeterminate amount of time secondary to the reduction in internal medical consultant resources. 

DBHS - Substance Abuse Prevention & Treatment 

 A twenty-five percent reduction will total $6,525,815.  This will result in a $1,425,875 reduction to primary 

prevention programs, a reduction of $4,773,635 in treatment services (4,740 client admissions) and a 

reduction of $326,305 in administrative funding.   

Refugee School Impact Grant 

 In order to manage to a 25% reduction ($112,500) in federal funding, conversations would be initiated with 

the national voluntary agencies represented in Colorado, and directly with the U.S. Department of State 

Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration, in order to reduce the number of refugee arrivals to Colorado. 

Wilson Fish Cares 

 In order to manage to a 25% reduction ($859,035) in federal funding, conversations would be initiated with 

the national voluntary agencies represented in Colorado, and directly with the U.S. Department of State 

Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration, in order to reduce the number of refugee arrivals to Colorado.  

Wel Refugee Assistance (Refugee Social Services) 

 In order to manage to a 25% reduction ($473,671) in federal funding, conversations would be initiated with 

the national voluntary agencies represented in Colorado, and directly with the U.S. Department of State 

Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration, in order to reduce the number of refugee arrivals to Colorado. 

Targeted Assistance (TAG) 

 In order to manage to a 25% reduction ($209,449) in federal funding, conversations would be initiated with 

the national voluntary agencies represented in Colorado, and directly with the U.S. Department of State 

Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration, in order to reduce the number of refugee arrivals to Colorado. 

Title V of the Older Americans Act – Senior Community Services Employment 

 A reduction of 25% would result in a reduction of $249,409 resulting in a reduction of approximately 23 

senior community service participants.  

The Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP) 

 A 25% reduction in funding would be applied towards the funding that would be available to the recipient 

agencies for the reimbursement of administrative claims to covers costs such as salaries, insurance, fuel, 

etc.   If necessary, warehouse and distribution expenses would also be reduced.  Recipient agencies may cease 

participating in the program due to the inability to recover their operating expenses. 

Commodity Supplemental Food Program (CSFP) 

 A 25% reduction in caseload would represent 55,209 cases meaning that fewer women, infants, children, and 

seniors would have their diets supplemented. 

 

Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) Benefits – 100% Federal 
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 A 25% reduction in SNAP funding would result in a proportionate reduction in SNAP benefit payments.  The 

current average benefit amount is $304/month per household.  Based on this average, a 25% reduction would 

equate to $76/month. 

Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) Administration - Other 

 In order to manage to a 25% reduction in federal funding, transportation assistance and nutrition education 

programs would be scaled back or possibly eliminated.  In addition, a reduction in state FTE may be 

necessitated which could greatly impact the Program’s ability to oversee and evaluate the county SNAP offices 
in matters of the timeliness and accuracy of SNAP benefit issuance.  

Child Support Enforcement  

 A 25% reduction in funding would have a significant impact on the services by the Division of Child Support 

Enforcement.   The current amount of federal funding is $7,114,009 and a 5% reduction would equate to 

$1,778,502A reduction of 5.5 FTE would be required.  Such a reduction in FTE would:  Significantly impact the 

Program’s ability to evaluate and audit the county child support offices to ensure compliance with state and 
federal requirements; Reduce the level of quality policy guidance and training to the county child support 

professionals; Reduce efforts to move forward on new initiatives to improve the Program including legislation 

and other forms of policy development and strategies to improve performance measures; Impact the Program’s 
productivity and ranking in the federal performance measures and reduce Colorado’s share of federal 

incentives that are earned, and ultimately impact the families who depend on the services and child support 

collections; Limit the amount of resources to collaborate with county partners and community stakeholders; 

Affect the Program’s ability to operate the Automated Child Support Enforcement Data System and make 

enhancements to it to support the efforts of counties to deliver services; Negatively affect the Program’s 
ability to process interstate cases; Negatively affect the Program’s ability to work with county partners and 
obligors regarding the automated enforcement remedies for which direct support is provided; and,  Negatively 

affect the Program’s ability to disperse child support payments.  In addition, with a 25% reduction, the 
level of services provided by vendors for payment processing would need to be significantly reduced. 

Block Grants for Community Mental Health Services 

 At the twenty-five percent level ($1,794,055), it is estimated that services for 560 indigent individuals 

would be lost and $89,705 of administrative dollars would be lost.  This grant currently provides a variety 

of services and the Department would evaluate contracts and services to determine which areas would have the 

least impact on individuals and/or system oversight if a twenty-five-percent reduction is made.  

Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness Program (PATH) Glenn 

 At the twenty-five percent level ($242,750), it is estimated that services for 270 Path individuals could be 

lost and $9,710 of administrative dollars would be lost.   

Child Abuse Treatment & Prevention (CAPTA) 

 A cut in funds results in a decrease in training, potentially reduced use of interagency programs, and would 

reduce funds available to counties to support the implementation of Differential Response. The current CAPTA 

grant is $431,730.  A 25% reduction represents $107,933. 

State Independent Living Grant (Blind) 

 DVR has a total of seven contracts with centers in the state that provide services to an average of 1,143 

consumers each year.  A 25% reduction in the grant would result in the inability to provide services for 286 

consumers.   

 A reduction in the grant provides less opportunity for qualified partners including Independent Living 

Centers, The Colorado Center for the Blind, etc., to provide services to this group of consumers in order to 

assist in maintaining their independence. 

State Independent Living Services Grant (DVR) 

 There are a total of nine Certified Independent Living Centers in the state that provide services to an 

average of 4,711 consumers each year.  The average amount of federal dollars alloted to a center is $28,000.  

A 25% reduction in the grant would result in the inability to provide federal funds to three centers, or to 

significantly decrease the amount paid to each of the nine Certified Centers, resulting in the inability to 

serve 1,179 consumers. 

 Federal funds are utilized to pay for a SILC liaison.  A decrease in federal funding would result in the 

elimination of this position. 
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Vocational Rehabilitation State Grant 

 During FFY 2011 DVR served 20,012 clients. The average cost per employment outcome including DVR personnel 

cost was $4,182.  A 25% grant reduction would equate to $10,137,072 and would result in DVR’s inability to 
serve 2,424 individuals in the first year, which represents 12% of the average total amount of clients served 

on an annual basis. In addition, DVR is obligated to pay for services outlined in current consumer employment 

plans.   Based on the fluctuating cost of services to which DVR is already committed, this grant reduction 

may result in the implementation of a waiting list for new applicants and an inability to continue to assist 

in procuring successful employment outcomes.   

 Each Vocational Rehabilitation Counselor manages a caseload of approximately 97 individuals.  With DVR’s 
inability to serve 2,424 individuals, 25 counselors may need to be eliminated.  The decrease in counselors 

would also result in a decreased need for VR administrative support staff. 

 Partners such as Community Center Boards (CCB), Mental Health Centers (MHC), and Workforce Centers (WFC) 

would not be able to refer individuals to DVR, resulting in increases in center caseloads and related 

expenditures. 

DVR Supported Employment Grant 

 This grant provides assistance for states in developing and implementing collaborative programs with 

appropriate entities to provide programs of supported employment services for individuals with the most 

significant disabilities who require supported employment services to achieve employment outcomes. Grant 

funds are administered under a state plan supplement to the Title I state plan for vocational rehabilitation 

(VR) services designated by each state. 

 A total of 1,119 consumers were identified as requiring supported employment services in FFY 2010-11.  The 

average cost per consumer for services realted to supported employment was $1,434.  A 25% reduction would 

equate to $99,909 and would result in the inability to provide services for 70 consumers.  As a result the 

cost of supported employment services will shift from the Supported Employment Grant to the Vocational 

Rehabilitation State Grant.  This is a concern because of possible cuts to the Vocational Rehabilitation 

State Grant.  Another significant outcome of grant reductions may result in a decrease in the overall 

successful employment outcomes for DVR consumers. 

Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) Post Demonstration Project 

 The annual grant amount is $249,000 and a 25% reduction would equate to $62,500.  To manage to this 

reduction: funds supporting a conference on brain Injuries would not be spent; consultant travel would be 

eliminated; program operating expenses would be reduced; and vendor contracts would be reduced. 

Family Violence Prevention Grant 

 A 25% reduction in FVPSA funding would reduce the total award to $1,161,725.  This reduction would further 

impact service delivery to victims – such as prevention services, counseling, or emergency shelter.  

Additionally, the two impacts that follow are expected to occur. 

 FVPSA funding is a significant revenue source for community-based domestic violence programs and services in 

rural communities that lack access to other nonprofit revenue sources such as foundation grants.  FVPSA is 

20% or more of the total revenue for several programs in rural communities that provide critical services in 

isolated communities.  If these programs have any reduction in FVPSA dollars, they would be compelled to 

reduce services, forcing victims to travel great distances to access comparable services in other 

communities.   

 CDHS would not be able to sustain current contracting levels and contractors would also need to reduce FTE, 

eliminate programs and services, and possibly close facilities.  Any reductions in funding will have a 

significant impact on contractors’ ability to provide crucial services to victims of domestic violence. 

Social Services Block Grant/ Title XX 

 A reduction in funding would result in fewer services provided including:  protective services for at-risk 

adults; child care services for eligible families; and child welfare services related to out-of-home 

placement, subsidized adoption case services, family preservation, other in-home services and case services.  

The current Title XX award is $27,462,425, and a 25% reduction represents $6,865,606. 

Social Services, Title IV-B  

 This funding is allocated to counties to provide services to children, youth, and families.  A reduction in 

federal funding would directly result in a reduction in county allocations, and would impact the services a 
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county is able to provide to children and youth.  Counties may be forced to identify alternative funding 

sources in order to serve this population (e.g. TANF, Core Services, etc.).  The current IV-B subpart 1 grant 

is $4,135,942, and a 25% reduction represents $1,033,986. 

Promoting Safe and Stable Families (Title IV-B Subpart 2) 

 A reduction in federal funding directly results in a reduction in county allocations to provide services for 

these populations.  A 25% reduction in funding would result in reduced services and fewer clients served, and 

counties potentially using local funds.  A reduction in prevention and reunification programs may lead to an 

increased need for child welfare block funds.  In 2011, 20,784 one-time services were provided, and 11,409 

children received services.  The current PSSF grant is $3,283,927, and a 25% reduction represents $820,982. 

Children’s Justice Act Grant 

 A reduction of the Children’s Justice Act grant would reduce the amount of funds available to community 
organizations who request them, thus providing less training to front-line caseworkers, law enforcement, and 

judicial officers, and may affect interagency/intergovernmental programs.  This could impact the coordination 

of efforts between law enforcement and child protection staff.  The current CJA grant is $287,939; a 25% 

reduction represents $71,985. 

Child Care Development Funds (CCDF) 

 A reduction could be spread across program areas of quality initiatives and direct services using CCDF.  A 

25% reduction is $ 16,578,422.  If that reduction were applied wholly to direct services during FY 2012-13, 

2175 cases will not be served. ($7,622 is the average per case cost (case = approximately 1.7 children) being 

served.  

Low Income Energy Assistance – LEAP 

 If LEAP is cut by 25%, the average amount of the LEAP benefit will be proportionately reduced, covering less 

of the household’s winter home energy bill.  The average annual benefit per household is $344.  Therefore, a 
25% reduction would equate to $86.  LEAP may not be able to transfer as much funding to GEO for 

Weatherization as it would under full funding.   

Rural Homeless Youth Grant 

 This is the final year of the grant, and a 25% reduction would only affect one year of programming. The grant 

serves five rural sites, each classified with high poverty rates with a dearth of jobs for youth or adults.  

Rural areas were very hard hit in the Great Recession and losses are not easily absorbed.  Reduced funds may 

result in site closure, which may result in decreased services to youth.  Services provision may default to 

County departments or lead to an increase in vulnerable rural youth migrating to urban areas. The annual RHY 

grant is $200,000, and 25% represents $50,000. 

IDEA Infants & Toddlers w/Disabilities Grant 

 Part C requires the State to serve all eligible clients.  A reduction in federal funds would result in a 

demand for alternative funding sources to fund services such as State General Fund, Medicaid funds, 

collection of fees from the family, etc.  If the General Fund burden becomes prohibitive, the State may 

consider dropping out of the Part C grant and limiting the number of services or the number of clients 

served. 

 A 25% cut would not likely impact FTE due to the Part C requirement to serve all eligible clients.  Options 

for other financing would be explored (as shown in bullet above).  

 If the budget is reduced, contractors will be affected, especially those that provide professional 

development activities.  There is not further room to reduce expenditures without compromising the ability to 

meet the federal assurances and providing the required services.  Therefore, alternative sources of funding 

would need to be considered. 
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KAA - Department of Labor and Employment 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 56.53% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Federal moneys received by the Colorado Department of Labor & Employment (CDLE) include funds for entitlements such 

as extended unemployment benefits and for federally funded programs such as Workforce Development and for the 

administrative costs of federally funded entitlements and programs and for the indirect costs of administration and 

support.  A five percent or more reduction of these funds would be targeted to the specific program or entitlement 

being reduced.  A commensurate reduction in entitlements and/or program services would be made along with the 

associated indirect costs.  Any reductions in CDLE staffing would be met through attrition.  

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

A twenty-five percent or more reduction of federal funds would also be targeted to the specific program or 

entitlement being reduced.  A commensurate reduction in entitlements and/or program services would be made along 

with the associated indirect costs.  Any reductions in CDLE staffing that could not be achieved through attrition 

would require alternative budgetary reductions, such as furloughs or layoffs. 

 

LAA - Department of Law 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 3.48% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Federal money received by the Department of Law relates to the following programs:  Medicaid     Fraud 

Investigations and the Justice Review Project.  If Federal money was to decrease for either program by 5%, activity 

would decrease accordingly. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Federal money received by the Department of Law relates to the following programs:  Medicaid Fraud Investigations 

and the Justice Review Project.  If Federal money was to decrease for either program by 25%, activity would decrease 

or be eliminated accordingly. 

 

NAA - Department of Local Affairs 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 27.45% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

The Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) administered $162,567,029 in federal moneys in FY 2012. This amount included 

$75,923,438 in Federal Mineral Lease moneys.  The Federal Mineral Lease money does not come to DOLA directly (not 

the primary agency), but because of its significance, the Department includes this in its information.  The majority 

of these funds support local community and special district technical assistance and infrastructure needs as well as 

promote affordable housing opportunities for workforces and low income families.  In summary, DOLA’s divisions of 
Local Government, Housing, and Emergency Management expended the following in FY 2012:

Housing $54,702,441 $2,735,122 

Emergency Management $12,005,799 $600,290

Almost 80 percent of the reductions to Local Government funding will be in programs supported by Federal Mineral 

Lease money. The loss of these energy impact dollars will reduce infrastructure grants to the communities of 
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Colorado and the ability of the Division to assist local governments with seed moneys related to architectural 

design and engineering studies for many small special districts.  

Housing cuts of $2.7M will reduce the availability of affordable housing through the new construction of housing and 

operating subsidies for private landlords. The DOH invests approximately $10,000 per unit to create affordable 

housing opportunities. A $2.7 million reduction equates to a reduction in 270 units produced annually. This is a 

significant loss when you consider there is only one affordable home for every two families needing affordable 

housing in the state of Colorado. 

As of July 1, 2012, the Division of Emergency Management (DEM) is no longer a part of DOLA.  HB 12-1283 transferred 

these emergency preparedness activities to the Department of Public Safety.  The reductions are for information 

purposes only.  As a result of the statutory transfer, DOLA believes it is not appropriate to include DEM 

operational plan impacts as part of this report.  

With respect to ARRA funding, the Department does not expect to receive any further amounts from the federal 

government.  The Division of Housing utilized $1.2M in past years to support its energy code program, while the 

Division of Local Governments received just over $8.6M in prior years(circa February 17, 2009) to augment its 

existing Community Services Block Grant program.  These additional moneys were used for the reduction of poverty, 

the revitalization of low-income communities, and to promote family self- sufficiency in both rural and urban areas. 

The discontinuance of these moneys will reduce community efforts in these strategic areas of emphasis. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

he Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) administered $162,567,029 in federal moneys in FY 2012. This amount included 

$75,923,438 in Federal Mineral Lease moneys.  The majority of these funds support local community and special 

district technical assistance and infrastructure needs as well as promote affordable housing opportunities for 

workforces and low income families.  In summary, DOLA’s divisions of Local Government, Housing, and Emergency 

Management expended the following in FY 2012:

Naturally, a twenty-five percent reduction will have severe impact on the department’s grant programs. With 

estimates of nine jobs per million of moneys utilized by the department, DOLA would anticipate a negative statewide 

local community and district impact of approximately 370 jobs that would be eliminated due to the cuts.  In 

addition, small district water/sewer projects, the availability of affordable housing units and rental vouchers, and 

initiatives to combat homelessness would need to be delayed, eliminated, or significantly scaled back. 

Housing cuts of $13.675M would reduce the availability of affordable housing for all areas of the state, including 

the construction of new housing and the loss of rental assistance. The DOH invests approximately $10,000 per unit to 

create affordable housing opportunities. A $13.675 million reduction equates to a reduction in 1,368 units produced 

annually. This is a terribly significant loss when you consider there is only one affordable home for every two 

families needing affordable housing in the state of Colorado. 

Of the $23.96M reduction in Local Government funding, $18.98M of the cut would be Federal Mineral Lease moneys. 

Direct Distributions to counties and awards to local governments would be severely reduced. As of July 1, 2012, the 

Division of Emergency Management (DEM) is no longer a part of DOLA.  HB 12-1283 transferred these emergency 

preparedness activities to the Department of Public Safety.  The reductions are for information purposes only.  As a 

result of the statutory transfer, DOLA believes it is not appropriate to include DEM operational plan impacts as 

part of this report.  

With respect to ARRA funding, the Department does not expect to receive any further amounts from the federal 

government.  The Division of Housing utilized $1.2M in past years to support its energy code program, while the 

Division of Local Governments received just over $8.6M in prior years(circa February 17, 2009) to augment the 

Community Services Block Grant program.  These moneys were used for the reduction of poverty, the revitalization of 

low-income communities, and to promote family self- sufficiency in both rural and urban areas. The discontinuance of 

these moneys will reduce community efforts in these strategic areas of emphasis. 
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OXX - Department of Military Affairs 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 62.58% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

DMVA received approximately 63% ($23,890,673) of its funding from Federal sources during State Fiscal Year 2012.  Of 

those funds, 99.3% were received directly.  Approximately   42%, or $10,414,484, was for previously appropriated 

multi-year military construction contracts that were completed or nearly completed by June 30.  The remaining 

funding will not likely be cut as the remaining balances in the contracts are minimal.  Cuts to other on-going 

projects would likely cause scope reductions or mothballing these multi-million projects. 

The remaining $13,749,189 in federal revenues was for personal services, operations and maintenance costs.  DMVA has 

a master cooperative agreement with NGB for most of the federal funding.  The individual programs in the MCA have, 

1) all personnel costs, 2) all operational costs, or 3) mixed between personnel and operational costs.  The MCA 

programs pay a maximum of between 20% and 100% of costs currently depending upon the program and nature of the 

activity.  In the event of a 5% cut to personnel services funding, the Department would find savings in vacancies, 

cut personnel, or pay a higher percentage of the costs with general fund where allowed.  Cuts to operations funding 

would either require more State share, or reduce some types of maintenance activities.  The decisions would be 

driven by the Longbill line funding.  For those lines that are only 100% Federal, program cuts for personal services 

and operations would be mandatory.  DMVA receives one grant as a sub-recipient that pays for two persons.  Funding 

cuts would require a reduction in staffing.  The Department of Veterans Affairs pays a flat rate for burials at our 

cemetery in Grand Junction.  The cemetery is operated out of a cash fund that has sufficient fund balance to support 

a short term federal funding cut.  Long-term cuts would likely require general fund support. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

The majority of federal funds are used to support the National Guard facilities and missions.  Cuts in federal 

funding could be devastating to the department.  Should the National Guard Bureau reduce the number of authorized 

troops, DMVA could be compelled to close older armories, maintenance shops and training centers.  In addition, 

closure of newer facilities less than 25 years old would compel the State to pay back a portion of construction 

costs to the NGB.  Approximately 60% of the Human Resources, Accounting, and Purchasing offices are supported at 

least 50% by federal funding.  Without additional State funding, staffing cuts would be required, which will have a 

detrimental impact on internal controls and timely processing.  Force reductions would require leave balance pay-

outs that might require general fund support. 

The effects of a 25% federal funding cut are far reaching.  MCA 100% funded facilities programs would reduce 

operations and maintenance to emergency and minimal sustainment requirements.  Personal services would require a 

reduction in work force.   

DMVA has two 100% federally funded physical security programs required by post 9/11 legislation.  These are nearly 

100% personal services and would require a 25% cut in staffing.  Facilities would have to adapt limited operations 

hours, or require alternative facility access capability.  These forces protect military installations. 

In addition to physical security, DMVA receives 100% federal funds for electronic security.  The security systems 

are essential to protect military assets and would require the State cover the additional costs. 

The Air Traffic Controllers program for the tower at Buckley AFB is 100% federally funded state employees.  A 

reduction to this program would require reductions in state staff and shut the tower down.  This would produce a 

major state security risk as the tower controls functions such as emergency alert fighters and National Guard 

support of emergencies such as the recent wild fires. 

DMVA has 2 environmental evaluation programs, one 100% federally funded and one 80% federally funded.  Both are 

primarily for personal services, which would require a 25% reduction in force for the 100% program and either a 

reduction in force or additional State share for the 80% program. 

Telecommunications personal services and related travel are funded 100% with federal funds.  The personnel support a 

federal communications system.  The direct impact beyond the force reduction is unclear. 

The National Guard has a practice range supported by 100% federally reimbursed personnel and some operations costs.  

A reduction in operations hours and staffing would occur. 

Two counter drug programs are supported 100% with federal funds.  One program is received through the MCA, the other 

through a Homeland Security grant.  In each case the costs are personnel related and would require either the 

elimination of the program, or at least a reduction in force. 

The MCA supported administrative activities include 100% federally supported mail and archive services.  This 

includes a facility mail clerk and state courier service.  These costs would have to be paid with general fund. 
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The final area of federal support is for burial services at the State Military Cemetery in Grand Junction.  The 

Cemetery is supported by donation, interest and $700 per internment.  The fund balance is sufficient for short-term 

sustainment but would limit the replacement of aging equipment.  A long-term cut would likely require general fund 

support. 

Ongoing Military Construction projects that have received prior-year appropriations include construction of an 

armory at Windsor and Alamosa and are funded with 75% federal funding.  The Windsor project is substantially 

complete and the impact to the state could be to complete the remainder of the project, about $250,000 with State 

Capital Construction funds.  The Alamosa Armory project is currently under construction with approximately $8 

million in contracts.  Loss of funding would cancel this project and potentially require a lawsuit to recover sunk 

state funds.  In addition, the land purchase contract requires the return of the land to the seller should the 

construction not go forward.  The land cost was $400,451. 

 

PXX - Department of Natural Resources 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 7.56% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Coal Regulatory Program/Blasters Certification Program:  (Office of Surfacing Mining (OSM) Grant - 5% reduction = 

$150,710 - $119,060 federal funds and $31,650 matching state cash funds) - A 5% reduction in both federal funds and 

the required cash matching funds would not jeopardize fundamental program operation or state primacy.  The impact 

would reduce improvement projects such as e-permitting, permit system/imaging enhancements and equipment purchases.  

The reduction would eventually degrade program operations, but would not prevent permitting, inspection and 

enforcement operations nor result in FTE reductions. 

Inactive Mine Reclamation Program:  (Office of Surface Mining (OSM) Grant - 5% reduction = $430,000) - Bureau of 

Land Management (BLM)/U.S. Forest Service (USFS) Grants - 5% reduction = $300,000) - Revenue request: A request for 

state severance tax cash funds for a portion of the reduction would be considered to maintain a judicious pace of 

addressing abandoned mine hazards. Such a request would be contingent on approvals from the Governor’s Office and the 
General Assembly.  Further, such request would likely be based on the overall budget situation within the 

Operational Account of the Severance Tax Trust Fund. 

Cost reduction - A 5% Federal cut would result in slightly reduced total numbers of hazardous abandoned mine 

features and environmental problems the program is able to reclaim and safeguard each year. A corresponding decrease 

in the program’s existing levels of contractual expenditures for outsourced engineering, construction oversight and 
outreach activities would absorb the cuts. There would be no effect on FTE. 

Mine Safety and Training Program:  (Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA) – 5% reduction = $10,500) - $5,000 

– eliminate all out of state travel, $5,000 – reduce support provided to the Colorado Front Range Mine Rescue teams, 

and $500 – reduce general operating and supplies costs.  The 5% reduction would not impact the number of 

safety/health trainings MSTP provides to Colorado miners.  The reductions would limit equipment and material needs 

of mine rescue teams in Colorado and the program’s involvement in national meetings held by MSHA. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Coal Regulatory Program/Blasters Certification Program:  (OSM Grant-25% reduction = $753,545 ($595,300 federal funds 

and $158,245 matching state cash funds) - Revenue Request: A request for state severance tax cash funds would be 

considered to protect the state primacy of the Coal Program by avoiding FTE reductions.  Such a request would be 

contingent on approvals from the Governor’s Office and the General Assembly.   

Cost Reduction - This magnitude of federal funds and cash match reduction would debilitate basic program functions 

including permitting, inspection and enforcement.  The 5% reduction described above would account for $150,000 of 

the $753,500 total reduction.  The additional $500,000 amount would be comprised of a staff reduction of 

approximately 5.0 FTE and the associated operating expenses.  This is a 30% reduction in the program’s regulatory 
staff and functions.  Such a staff reduction would result in unattended permitting actions, missed inspections, and 

likely mine site non-compliance issues, which would lead to off-site impacts to areas adjacent to mines and related 

litigation losses.  An OSM/federal government takeover of the program would become likely.  Such a loss of 

regulatory primacy in the state would result in direct federal regulation of Colorado’s coal mines and disqualifies 
Colorado from obtaining OSM funds for the Inactive Mine Regulation Program. 

Inactive Mine Reclamation Program:  (OSM Grant - 25% reduction = $2.15 million - BLM/USFS Grants - 25% reduction = 

$1.5 million) - Revenue request: A request for state severance tax cash funds for a portion of the reduction would 

be considered to maintain a judicious pace of addressing abandoned mine hazards. Such a request would be contingent 

on approvals from the Governor’s Office and the General Assembly.  Further, such request would likely be based on the 
overall budget situation within the Operational Account of the Severance Tax Trust Fund. 

Cost reduction - A 25% reduction in federal funds would result in a reduction of approximately 100 hazardous 

abandoned mine features the program is able to reclaim and safeguard each year.  A portion of the reduction could be 
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absorbed by discontinuing all ongoing contractual expenditures for outsourced engineering, construction oversight 

and outreach activities.  The program would refocus some of its staff resources to ongoing hardrock environmental 

reclamation projects funded from non-federal sources. Anticipated staff turn-over within the next 5 years would not 

be backfilled.  Federal OSM funds are scheduled for reduction from 2013 through 2015 due to formulaic decreases in 

OSM’s “pay-back” program. IMRP has planned for this reduction and it would not have an immediate effect on program 
FTE levels (layoffs) due to anticipated staff turn-over. 

Mine Safety and Training Program:  (Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA) – 25% reduction = $52,600; $5,000 – 

reduce field supplies costs, $5,000 – eliminate all out of state travel, $5,000 – reduce support provided to the 

Colorado Front Range Mine Rescue teams, $15,000 – terminate annual agreement with Colorado School of Mines for use 

of the Edgar Underground Mine Training facility – groups of miners/rescue teams trained by MSTP would be required to 

pay for the facility charge, and $22,600 – 0.25 FTE reduction)  - Revenue Request: A request for state severance tax 

cash funds would be considered to protect the program from FTE reductions.  Such a request would be contingent on 

approvals from the Governor’s Office and the General Assembly. 

Cost Reduction - Fewer safety/health trainings for miners would be conducted annually due to the staff reduction and 

Colorado School of Mines would be impacted by the loss of $15,000 to support maintenance of the underground training 

facility.  Impacts identified under “MSTP-5%” scenario also apply. 

 

RAA - Department of Public Safety 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 16.75% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Currently, federal funds comprise approximately 17% of the department’s budget.  The federal assistance we receive 
supplements and does not supplant program funding.  Any reduction in funding impacts the department as well as 

subrecipients who rely on federal grants in providing essential services.  The department would make efforts to 

reallocate administrative cost allotments within the federal regulations to avoid staffing reductions at the 5% 

level.  Available funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) approximate $1.5 million as compared 

to the original funding of $18.3 million.  Any reduction in ARRA funding would result in amending subrecipient 

awards downward and possible early termination of ARRA administrative staff.  Some of our federal assistance pays 

for employee overtime in support of activities conducted by law enforcement and terrorism tasks forces.  Decreases 

in these overtime grants would mean a corresponding reduction in our personnel’s participation in task force 

activities.   

A 5% reduction affects program goals and objectives but re-design of activities and exploring other techniques to 

create operational efficiencies can limit the impact.  A sufficient level of flexibility exists to allow program 

managers to deliver critical services to the state’s citizens. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Currently federal funds comprise approximately 17% of the department’s budget.  The federal assistance we receive 
supplements and does not supplant program funding.  A reduction of 25% or more in funding would demand major 

adjustments to operating plans and budgets.  Administrative and operational staff would need to be cut, services in 

support of the programs would be curtailed and supplies would be reduced.  In addition, awards to subrecipients 

would also decline accordingly.    

A reduction in federal grants of at least one-fourth leaves program managers with very little flexibility will 

impair the department’s ability to provide essential services and jeopardizes public safety over the long-term.   
 

SXX - Department of Regulatory Agencies 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 4.48% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Colorado Civil Rights Division (CCRD):  (SDA,  DUNS – 617147460,  US EEOC,  CFDA – 30.002; SDA,  DUNS – 617147460,  

US HUD,  CFDA – 14.401) - [A] Five percent of the total amount of all federal moneys would be approximately: $32,227 

.  CCRD would absorb a 5% reduction in federal funds by limiting its use of operating budget dollars and vacancy 

savings. 

The SHIP and SMP programs, which utilize the SHIP, SMP, and Capacity federal grants,  have their central Division of 

Insurance:  (SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  HCFA,  CFDA – 93.779; SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  AOA,  CFDA – 93.048) location 

in the Division of Insurance office. For SHIP funds, approximately half of all grant funds support local programs 

that work directly with consumers; in most cases the local programs rely on local agency in-kind support to operate. 

Many rely upon volunteers for some or most of their workforce.  A reduction in SHIP funds of 5% would likely be 
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absorbed in one of our areas of discretionary expenditures – 18 subgrants to local programs, printing costs, and 

contractor work agreements. 

A 5% reduction in the SMP grant would result in a proportional reduction in subgrants to the 12 local programs. A 5% 

reduction in the Capacity grant would result in a reduction in the scope of our outreach initiatives, either through 

reduced contractor work agreements, reduced media, reduced print materials, or some combination thereof. 

Division of Insurance:  (SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  HIPR,  CFDA – 93.511) - All employees hired with grant funds are 

term-limited state employees and are aware that their employment ends at the end of the grant period in 2014, or 

sooner if federal funding is lost.  Contractors hired with these grant funds are hired with specific start and end 

dates or on an as-needed basis.   There is also standard language in all forms that obligate the state to the effect 

that if the funding changes or ends, the obligation ends. 

The loss of federal funding would have an impact on the Division of Insurance if the grant-funded staff and any 

contractors/vendors were no longer able to perform the duties required by the grant and the requirements of the 

Affordable Care Act (ACA).  The Division may be able to absorb a portion of the grant-funded staff if vacancy 

savings exist or additional funding is received from the General Assembly.  

Public  Utilities Commission:  (SGA,  DUNS – 106621282,  US DOT- GAS PIPELINE,  CFDA – 20.700; SGA,  DUNS – 

106621282,  US DOT- GAS PIPELINE OCC,  CFDA – 20.721; SGA,  DUNS – 831270991,  US DOT- E911,  CFDA – 20.615; SGA,  

DUNS – 831270991,  US DOE- SERA,  CFDA – 81.122) 

 GAS PIPELINE:  It is expected that a 5% reduction could be accommodated within existing resources, and no 

specific plan would be required. 

 GAPS One-Call Center:  This was a one-time grant used between October 2011 and March 2012. 

 E-911 GRANT PROGRAM:   The E-911 Grant program has an expiration date of September 30, 2012 where States may 

not incur costs for reimbursement from Grant program past the expiration date.   Since the 911 systems are 

under local jurisdiction and not statewide agency, any reduction of federal money will not impact state 

budget or operations concerns. 

 SERA:  These grants are and were intended to be a temporary supplement to State appropriations. We are in the 

later phase of this grant and a 5% reduction in the grant would not affect the program. 

Division of Registrations:  (SJS,  DUNS – 361914497,  US DOJ- PDMP,  CFDA – 16.728) - The Prescription Drug 

Monitoring Program (PDMP) is funded for day to day operations from a fee attached to the licenses of controlled 

substance prescribers.  Consequently, should the amount of money be reduced by 5%, there will be no impact on the 

program except that the enhancements to the program funded by the federal moneys may not be completed.  The program 

will remain operational. 

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

Colorado Civil Rights Division (CCRD):  (SDA,  DUNS – 617147460,  US EEOC,  CFDA – 30.002 SDA,  DUNS – 617147460,  

US HUD,  CFDA – 14.401) - [A] Twenty-five percent of all federal moneys total would be approximately:  $161,135.  A 

25% reduction would be an entirely different matter since CCRD would have to evaluate the viability of existing 

programs and possible staff reductions.  A specific plan at this time must be characterized in general terms, 

because it would depend on which programs were reduced and how many cases were completed under the revised federal 

contract at a rate that is 25% less.  However, such a large reduction in the rate per completed case would certainly 

require some combination of eliminating positions, closing regional offices, and/or reverting entire programs to 

federal enforcement.  Those will all be components of the plan to deal with a 25% reduction in federal cost-sharing 

agreements.   

It is unlikely that CCRD’s federal funding would be reduced 25% since there has been no indication from HUD or EEOC 
that such a scenario would occur.  In fact, it is estimated that HUD will increase its funding due to CCRD exceeding 

its contractual obligations. A General Fund reduction is more plausible. EEOC and HUD would then question the State 

of Colorado’s commitment to civil rights enforcement and its ability to perform contractual obligations. 

Division of Insurance:  (SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  HCFA,  CFDA – 93.779; SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  AOA,  CFDA – 

93.048) -  As to any of the programs, the first option would be to seek a replacement source of funding.  Barring 

that: 

The SHIP program, facing a 25% reduction in funding, would face a significant change in level or number of local 

programs receiving support. We would likely also cut back significantly on face to face counselor trainings around 

the state, and likely discontinue bringing local coordinators together on an annual basis. 

The SMP program, facing a 25% reduction in funding, would initially likely result in a layoff of a portion of a 

position or positions, voluntary or otherwise, in the DOI office. It would also result in a reduction in funding to 

local programs. 
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The Capacity program, facing a 25% reduction in funding, would result in no media purchases to promote outreach, a 

reduction in the extent of Hispanic outreach initiative, and a reduction in volunteer coordination funding. 

Division of Insurance:  (SFA,  DUNS – 142124507,  HIPR,  CFDA – 93.511)- The same applies as the 5% scenario, 

however, the Division does not foresee a circumstance when they would have the vacancy savings available to absorb a 

25% cut, therefore the impact to the Division would be greater as existing staff would be unable absorb the 

additional duties required by the grant and the requirements of the AC. 

Public  Utilities Commission:  (SGA,  DUNS – 106621282,  US DOT- GAS PIPELINE,  CFDA – 20.700; SGA,  DUNS – 

106621282,  US DOT- GAS PIPELINE OCC,  CFDA – 20.721; SGA,  DUNS – 831270991,  US DOT- E911,  CFDA – 20.615; SGA,  

DUNS – 831270991,  US DOE- SERA,  CFDA – 81.122) 

 GAS PIPELINE:  Response would depend. Statutorily, regulated utilities may not be billed for regulation 

beyond 2/10th of 1% of their gross intrastate operating revenue. The revenue multiplier can be adjusted below 

this cap. If the 25% reduction would cause the multiplier to go beyond the cap, the PUC could not absorb the 

expenses and administrative actions would be necessary.  Although it would be a violation of the US DOT 

Pipeline Safety Certification, such administrative actions would be expected to include the 

reduction/discontinuance of inspecting propane systems (unless they have filed for a CPCN and are a 

“utility”), the reduction/discontinuance of inspecting any gathering pipeline operator because they are not 

“utilities,” and discontinue the enforcement of excavation damage (future proposed statute change).  If such 

a reduction would not cause the multiplier to reach the cap then other utilities would absorb the additional 

expense of pipeline regulation with no net impact to the program.   

 GAPS One-Call Center:  This was a one-time grant used between October 2011 and March 2012. 

 E-911 GRANT PROGRAM:   See above. 

 SERA:  A 25% reduction would limit the Commission’s use of outside expertise on dockets before it.  

Division of Registrations:  (SJS,  DUNS – 361914497,  US DOJ- PDMP,  CFDA – 16.728) - The Prescription Drug 

Monitoring Program (PDMP) is funded for day to day operations from a fee attached to the licenses of controlled 

substance prescribers.  Consequently, should the amount of money be reduced by 25%, there will be no impact on the 

program except that the enhancements to the program funded by the federal moneys may not be completed.  The program 

will remain operational. 

 

TXX - Department of Revenue 

Percentage of federal funds in relation to total funds: 0.22% 

Operating Plan with a Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

If the Division of Motor Vehicles were to receive a grant reduction of any kind due to a reduction in federal 

funding, the applicable project budget would simply be reduced by that amount.  All grants managed by the Division 

of Motor Vehicles are special purpose grants designed to specifically fund a project or program for a set amount of 

time.  The budget is developed based on the scope of the proposed project and the scope would need to be adjusted to 

reflect any reductions.  For example, when the notice of available funds is published from a federal agency, the 

Department develops a project plan that fits within the scope of the approved program areas and a budget that is 

reasonably accommodated by available funding.  If the amount available is reduced, the project scope would be scaled 

back to reflect the reductions. 

If there were a 5% reduction in EUDL funding for the Liquor Enforcement Division, the Division would not be able to 

conduct operations at the same level as in the past seven years. These operations serve as a deterrent for retail 

establishments and for minors attending major venue events. It is anticipated that the violation rate for underage 

sales and minors in possession may increase if the current level of enforcement is not maintained. 

The Division would submit a funding request to obtain additional personal services funding to allow it to sustain 

the level of operations made possible by use of federal funds for overtime and minor operatives. 

A 5% decrease in funding to the Tax Division—Mineral Audit Section could be absorbed by reducing the federal audit 

work plan coverage. 

At this time, the Department does not manage any ARRA funding.   

Operating Plan with a Twenty-Five Percent Reduction in Federal Funds 

If the Division of Motor Vehicles were to receive a grant reduction of any kind due to a reduction in federal 

funding, the applicable project budget would simply be reduced by that amount.  All grants managed by the Division 

of Motor Vehicles are special purpose grants designed to specifically fund a project or program for a set amount of

time.  The budget is developed based on the scope of the proposed project and the scope would need to be adjusted to 

reflect any reductions.  For example, when the notice of available funds is published from a federal agency, the 

Department develops a project plan that fits within the scope of the approved program areas and a budget that is 

reasonably accommodated by available funding.  If the amount available is reduced, the project scope would be scaled 

back to reflect the reductions. 

If there were a 25% reduction in EUDL funding for the Liquor Enforcement Division, the Division would not be able to 

conduct operations at the same level as in the past seven years. These operations serve as a deterrent for retail 

establishments and for minors attending major venue events. It is anticipated that the violation rate for underage 

sales and minors in possession may increase if the current level of enforcement is not maintained. 

The Division would submit a funding request to obtain additional personal services funding to allow it to sustain 

the level of operations made possible by use of federal funds for overtime and minor operatives. 

A 25% decrease in funding to the Tax Division—Mineral Audit Section would cause a reduction of the FTE funded by the 

federal government and increase the FTE that are funded by the state to perform severance tax audits, as has 

happened in the past.  Federal audit coverage would decrease and severance tax audit coverage would increase. 

At this time, the Department does not manage any ARRA funding.

Dept. of Local Affairs: The impact would be a reduction of dollars to direct distribution and less dollars for the 

competitive grant program.  A reduction would impact local government customers that receive direct distribution.  

40% of the total funding by formula is reserved for Direct Distribution with the remaining dollars dedicated to 

competitive grants.  A reduction in direct distribution dollars would have a significant negative impact on local 

governments who have become reliant on these dollars to supplement their budget for operating expenses as well as 

capital improvements.  In regard to the dollars available for competitive grants, this reduction would reduce the 

dollars available for competitive grants, which vary from $25,000 to $1,000,000.  Four additional $1,000,000 grants 

would not be funded due to this reduction. 

Dept. of Natural Resources: Given the formulaic nature of how this money is distributed, the Department thinks this 

federal revenue stream is not likely to be reduced as a discretionary federal budget reduction (although 

fluctuations in this revenue stream related to market issues, such as changes in the prices of oil and gas, are 

quite common).  Regardless, if this revenue source were to be reduced by 5%, the Department would reduce the amount 

of non-reimbursable grants and water project loans made by that same amount.

Twenty additional $1,000,000 

grants would not be funded due to this reduction. 

Dept. of Natural Resources: Similar to the scenario above, if this revenue source were reduced by 25%, the 

Department would reduce the amount of non-reimbursable grants and water project loans made by a like amount.  At 

this higher level, it is very likely that a significant portion of the reduction would specifically be to water 

project loans.  As the Colorado Water Conservation Board generally budgets water project loans based on cash-on-hand 

(not cash projected to arrive by year end), it would be fairly easy to reduce water project loans if less FML 

revenue were to arrive than was expected.  While it would be easy to budget for such reductions, a reduction in 

water project loan funding would certainly make it more difficult programmatically to plan for and meet the 

projected future water supply needs of a growing state.  
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
