THE STATE LEGISLATURE and
THE BARBERS OF COLORADO:

Gentlemen:

Since the Barber Law was placed on the Statute books of the State
of Colorado, there has been a marked improvement in barber shops in
every particular. Especially is this true from the standpoint of profi-
ciency and sanitation. The incompetent workman is compelled to serve
his apprenticeship and pass examination before he can practice as a
licensed Barber. The so called Tin Can Shop, and there were many of
them when the law first went into effect, are a thing of the past. In
our first tour of the state we found many shops with a can on the stove
for hot water purposes, in many cases the same hot towel was used all
day long and dipped in the same can of water regardless of conditions
of customer and faces. We are glad to be able to report that these condi-
tions have been entirely eliminated.

CONSUMPTIVES.

Since the law went into effect there has been approximately seventy-
five applicants who had consumption or tubercular disease and when the
law was explained to them and they found that they had to pass a
physical examination, the inevitable result was that they never returned
for permit or permission to work. This alone should be suffiicent to
show the necessity of the Barber law to every citizen in the State of
Colorado.

HABITUAL DRUNKENESS.

We have revoked for habitual drunkeness, since the law went into
effect fifteen licenses, and have on several occasions refused to issue
permits to applicants who were in an intoxicated condition. The im-
provement along this line has been beneficial to both Barber and cus-
tomer.
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INCOMPETENCY.

We have refused licenses to over eighty-five applicants who failed
to pass practical and written examinations, some few of these after hav-
ing failed, applied for apprentice license that they might continue in the
business and perfect their trade, under the instruction of a competent
licensed barber.

FAILURE TO APPEAR FOR EXAMINATION.

Since the inception of the Barber Law, over 233 who have taken
out permits, have failed to appear at any of the examination points
throughout the state for examination. This is probably due to the fact
that applicants were afraid to stand examination or because of some
contagious or infectious disease, and have applied their energy's to other
vocations not detrimental to public welfare and health or who have left
the State.

SEWERS AND CESSPOOLS.

On our first tour of the State, after the law went into effect we
found many shops in Cities and Towns who had strict sewer and cess-
pool ordinances that were not connected with either, and naturally
threw their waste water into the street, where the public was liable to
infection from the germs which are always in waste water from wash
bowls and bath tubs. This feature when brought to the attention by
Barber's Board to the authorities in cities and towns, were specially
remedied and the law complied with. Today there are few shops in the
State of Colorado where any of these conditions exist.

STERILIZATION AND CLEAN TOWELS.

The law is that every barber must sterilize his or her tools prior to
the use upon each and every person and that each and every customer ,
be served with a clean towel both hot and cold where hot towels are
used. This is a feature of the law most essential to the welfare of the
public and is the hardest feature of the law for the board to enforce.
Here is where the public could be of very material assistance to the
Board if they would demand that this provision of the law be complied
with, as it is impossible for the Board to be present on all occasions
and at all shops where this violation is being practised daily. One word
from the public or the patron of the barber shop would do more to
enforce this feature of the law than volumes from the Board. We would
like to impress upon the public the danger of the use of towels the
second time without first having been laundered and the neglect to steri-
lize all barber tools.

PROSECUTION.

We have brought prosecutions in various parts of the State for vio-
lations of the Barber Law and have had universal success with the
exceptions of Denver and Boulder counties. The prosecuting attorneys
of these two counties, for some unknown cause to the Board have failed
to do their plain duty in the enforcement of this law, especially is this
true in the City and County of Denver. The outgoing prosecuting attor-
ney has openly declared this law to be unconstitutional, this in our

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judgment is a far-fetched statement and wholly unbecoming of a public
prosecutor. This we believe should be left to the courts to decide. So
far as Boulder county is concerned, where Mr. Carlson is public prose-
cutor, we have some violations of this law at the present time, he has
repeatedly promised this board through request by the outgoing gover-
nor to take these cases up and dispose of them, but up to date has failed
to do so.

THE BARBER LAW LIKE ALL OTHER LAWS.

The Barber law will be violated, for there are always those who
expend more energy in the violation than in the enforcement of the
law so it should not be expected that the Barber Law will ever be
enforced in its entirety, but on the whole it is a good law for both barber
and customer. It has done much to elevate the barber fraternity in
general and has given to the public sanitary conditions never beforb
enjoyed by patrons of barber shops in Colorado.

IN CONCLUSION.

We note there has been a bill introduced in the Senate of the
Nineteenth General Assembly to repeal the Barber Law and while we
are at a loss to know what motive prompted this action other than some
disgrunted barber who has probably been compelled to clean up and
comply with the provisions of this law, yet we want to call the attention
of the membership of the Nineteenth General Assembly to the fact that
this law is self sustaining and in no case is it possible to create any
indebtedness on the State of Colorado. The law is wholly maintained
by the barbers themselves and the public is the real beneficiary. So
in all fairness and justice we respectfully request you to do a little
investigating as to the benefits that are to be derived from this law
before you pass final judgment upon it.

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AN ACT

ENTITLED AN ACT TO REGULATE THE PRACTICE OF BARBER-

ING, THE LICENSING OF PERSONS TO CARRY ON SUCH PRAC-

TICE, AND TO INSURE THE BETTER EDUCATION OF SUCH

PRACTITIONERS IN THE STATE OF COLORADO.

Bt it Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

eARBERS, LICENSE.

Barbers Must Obtain License—Section 1. It shall be unlawful for

any person to follow the occupation of barber in this State unless they

shall have first obtained a certificate of registration as provided in this

act; Provided, however, That nothing in this act contained shall apply to

or affect any person who is now actually engaged in such occupation,

except as hereinafter provided.

Barber Examiners—Qualification—Term—Bond—Section 2. A

Board of Examiners, to consist of three (3) persons, is hereby created

to carry out the purposes and enforce the provisions of this act. Said

board shall be appointed by the Governor—one (1) member from the

persons who may be recommended by the several unions of journeymen

barbers in this State which have been in actual existence at least two

(2) years prior to the making of such recommendations, one (1) member

who has been for at least three years prior to his appointment, an em-

ploying barber in this State, and the third to be a practical barber who

has been for at least five years prior to his appointment engaged in

such occupation in this State. Each member of said board shall serve

for the term of three (3) years, and until his successor is appointed and

qualified, except in the case of the first board, whose members shall

serve one (1), two (2) and three (3) years respectively, as specified in

their appointment. Each member of said board shall give a bond in the

sum of twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500.00), with sureties to be ap-

proved by the Secretary of State, conditioned for the faithful perform-

ance of his duties, and shall take the oath provided by the law for

public officers. Vacancies upon said board caused by death, resignation,

or expiration of the term of any member thereof, shall be filled by ap-

pointment from the same class of persons to which the deceased or re-

tiring member belonged.

Officers of Board—Section 3. Said board shall elect a president,

secretary and treasurer; shall have its headquarters at the city and

county of Denver; shall have a common seal, and the president and

Secretary shall have power to administer oaths to carry out the pro-

visions of this act only.

Compensation of Board—Section 4. Each member of said board

shall receive a compensation of five dollars ($5.00) per day for actual

service, and five cents (5c.) per mile for each mile actually traveled in

attending meetings of the board, which compensation shall be paid out

of any moneys in the hands of the treasurer of said board; Provided,

That the said compensation and railroad fare shall in no event be paid

out of the State Treasury.

Report of Board—Section 5. Said board shall report to the Governor

of this State a full statement of the receipts and disbursements of the

Board, by giving an itemized account in pamphlet form, and a copy

furnished to each member of the Legislature, and each barber working

under the provisions of this act during the preceding two (2) years, a

full statement of its doings and proceedings and such recommendations

as to it may seem proper looking to the better carrying out of the in-

terests and purposes of this act; and said board shall pay the expense of

any publication thereof, and said board shall not have the right to

create any indebtedness on behalf of the State of Colorado. Any money

in the hands of the treasurer of said board, at the time of making such

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report, in excess of two hundred and fifty dollars ($250.00) shall bepaid over to the State Treasurer, to be by him turned in to the schoolfund of the State of Colorado.

Examinations Quarterly—Section 6. Said board shall hold publicexaminations not less than four (4) times in each year, in not less than
four (4) different cities in this State, at such times and places as it Imodetermine. Notice of such meetings to be given by a publication there-
of at least ten (10) days before such meetings, at the Capitol of theState, and in the city where such meetings are to be held.

engaged in the occupation of barber in this State shall, within ninety (90)days after the approval of this act, file with the secretary of said boardan affidavit, setting forth his or her name, residence, and the length oftime during which, and the places where, he or she has practiced suchoccupation, and shall pay to the treasurer of said board one dollar ($1.00)and a certificate of registration entitling him or her to practice suchoccupation for the year ending December 31, 1909, thereupon shall beissued to him or her, and the holder of such certificate shall, within thirtydays (30) prior to the expiration of his or her certificate, make applica-tion for the renewal of the same, stating the number of expiring certifi-
cate, and shall in each case pay to the treasurer of said board the sumof one dollar ($1.00) therefore (therefor). For any or every license given
or issued by the board a fee of one dollar ($1.00) shall be paid, by theperson receiving the same.

Procedure of Applicants Not Licensed—Qualifications--Section 8.Any person not holding a license under the provisions of the precedingsection and desiring to obtain a license under this act, shall make appli-cation to said board therefor, and shall pay to the treasurer of said board
an examination fee of five dollars ($5.00) which shall be refunded in caselicense is not issued, and shall present him or herself at the next regularmeeting of the board for examination of applicants, whereupon said bumshall proceed to examine such person, and being satisfied that he or sheis above the age of nineteen (19) years, of good moral character (freefrom contagious infectious or blood disease), has either (a) studied thetrade for a period of three (3) years as apprentice under a qualified andpracticing barber, or (b) studied the trade in a properly appointed andconducted barber school under the instruction of a competent barber for
a period of at least three (3) years, or (c) practiced the trade in another
state for a period of at least three (3) years, and is possessed of requisiteskill in said trade to properly perform all the duties thereof, includinghis or her knowledge and ability in the aseptic, antiseptic preparation ofthe tools, shaving, hair cutting and all the duties and services incidentthereto, and is possessed of suffiicent knowledge concerning the commondiseases of the face and skin to avoid the aggravation and spreadingthereof in the practice of said trade, his or her name shall be entered bythe board in the register hereinafter provided for, and a certificate ofregistration shall be issued to him or her, authorizing him or her topractice such trade in this State; Provided, That whenever it appears thatapplicants have acquired their knowledge in a barber school, the boardshall be judges of whether said barber school is properly appointed andconducted, and under proper instruction to give sufficient training in
such trade.

Apprentices Must Be Registered—Section 9. Nothing in this actshall, prohibit any person from serving as an apprentice in said tradeunder a barber authorized to practice the same under this act; Provided,That said apprentice shall be registered with the Board of Examiners andshall display such certificate of registration as is issued by said board,the same to be displayed in front of the chair on which he or she is em-ployed; Provided, In no barber shop there shall be more than one ap-prentice employed.
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Certificates—Section 10. Said board shall furnish to each person

to whom a certificate of registration is issued, a card or insignia, 
bearing

the seal of the board and the signature of the president and secretar
y,

certifying that the holder thereof is entitled to practice the occupatio
n

of barber in this State, and it shall be the duty of the holder of su
ch

card or insignia to post the same in a conspicuous place in front 
of his

or her working chair, where it may be readily seen by all persons whom

they may serve.

Board Keep Register—section 11. Said board shall keep a register

in which shall be entered the names of all persons to whom licenses ar
e

issued or examination, is given under this act, and said register shall b
e

open at all times for public inspection.

Revocation of License—Section 12. Said board shall have power to

revoke any certificate of registration granted by it under this act; for (a
)

conviction of a felony; (b) habitual drunkenness for a period of six (6)

months immediately before a charge duly made; (c) gross incompetenc
y,

or (d) contagious or infectious disease; Provided, That before any cer-

tificate shall be revoked the holder thereof shall have notice in writin
g

from said board of the charge or charges against him or her, and 
shall

at a day specified in said notice, at least fifteen (15) days after the se
r-

vice thereof, be given a public hearing before said board, and 
full oppor-

tunity to produce testimony in his or her behalf, and to confron
t the

witnesses against him or her. Any person whose certificate has been

revoked may, after the expiration of ninety (90) days, apply to have th
e

same regranted, and the same shall be regranted to them upon a sati
s-

factory showing that the disqualifications have ceased.

Tools and Towels to Be Disinfected—Section 13. Any person who

shaves another person afflicted with syphillis, eczema, blood poison, o
r

any skin disease, who does not, before he or she again uses their 
tools

and towels, subject them to disinfection, by boiling, shall be guilt
y of a

misdemeanor and shall be punished accordingly.

Barbering Defined—Section 14. To shave or trim the beard or cut

the hair of any person for hire, or reward, received by the person per-

forming such service, or any other person, shall be construed as practici
ng

the occupation of barber within the meaning of this act.

Barber Must Have License—Section 15. Any person practicing the

occupation of narber without having obtained a certificate of registratio
n,

as provided by this act, or any person knowingly employing a barber

who has not such a certificate, or any person falsely pretending to be

qualified to practice such occupation under this act, or any person failing

properly to sterilize each and all of his or her tools and have all linen

properly laundered prior to use upon each and every person, or violatin
g

any of the provisions of this act, shall be deemed guilty of a misde-

meanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not

less than ten dollars ($10.00) or more than one hundred dollars ($100.00)

and by imprisonment in the county jail not less than ten (10) d
ays or

more than ninety (90) days.

Penalty—Justice of the Peace Shall Have Jurisdiction—Section 16.

Justices of the peace shall have jurisdiction of all actions brought for 
a

violation of any of the provisions of this act, subject to the ri
ght of

appeal as provided for in cases of assault and battery.

Conduct of Barber Shops—Section 17. The Board of Examiners

shall provide rules and regulations for the proper sanitary conditi
ons in

the conduct and management of barber shops in this state. (L
. 1909.)
