First to Direct
Relief, Second to Match Federal
Grants in Aid in Colorado, and Third,
to replacement of Ad Valorem Taxes
on Farms and Humes occupied by
their owners, and for Educational
Purposes.

All Act establishing a State Racing
Commission; legalizing Horse and
Dog Racing under License and Com-
mission Supervision; prohibiting the
imposition of License Fees by local
authorities; providing that Eighty-
five per cent (85%) of all persons
connected with such racing shall be
legal residents of CoUirado: permit-
ting Pari-Mutuel Wagers; Commis-
sion to receive Three per cent (3%)
of all Pari-Mutuel Wagers and Ten
jier cent of all admission fees;
net balance of revenue after deducting
Commission Expense not to exceed
Thirty Thousand Dollars ($30,000) an-
nually to be divided, Eighty-five per
cent (85%) equally among the Coun-
ties of the State and Fifteen per cent
(15%) to the Bureau of Information
and Publicity.
