GENERAL INFORMATION PERTINENT TO ELECTIONS
AND ELECTED OFFICIALS

Presidential Electors

There are seven presidential electors in Colorado, one each for the five
congressmen and one each for the two United States Senators. The presi-
dential electors are selected by a majority vote of the delegates to the
respective party state conventions, specifically, at the convention that is
held during the presidential election year. Once the presidential electors
are selected by the delegates of the state convention, their actual duties do
not commence until after the general election, at which time it is deter:
mined by the vote of the electors of the state what political party will be
represented at the meeting of the presidential eleetors. In other words,
regardless of what the result may be nationally, those electors required to
meet are the electors representing the party whose candidates polled the
highest vote in the state for president and vice president. The presidential
electors convene at the State Capitol in the office of the Governor on the
first Monday, after the second Wednesday in December, following the elec:
tion, at twelve noon, and proceed to take the oath required by law for
presidential electors; then, once having taken the oath, cast their official
ballot for president and vice president for the candidates of their party.
The law in Colorado requires that each presidential elector shall vote for
the pair of presidential and vice presidential candidates who received the
highest number of votes in the preceding general election in Colorado.
Having then cast their votes for the candidates, the duties of the
presidential electors have been performed.

Initiative Process for Proposed Constitutional Amendments

Under the Initiative and Referendum Statute in Colorado there are
provisions for electors of the State of Colorado to draft and submit to the
people of Colorado proposed constitutional changes. There are a number
of statutory requirements that must be followed in order for thege electors
to submniit petitions for proposed constitutional amendments to the electors
of Colorado for signatures. Detailed information may be obtained from the
office of the secretary of state, specifically from the office of the state
elections officer, who serves under the secretary of state. The following in:
formation is of a general nature and should be of help to those electors
who might be considering the possibility of amending the State
Constitution through the Initiative,

The original draft of all initiative petitions, before they are signed by
the electors of the state, shall be submitted to the secretary of state, the
secretary of state in turn submits this proposed constitutional amendment
to a board consisting of the secretary of state, the attorney general and the
reporter of the Supreme Court, who in turn designate their first title for
the constitutional amendment, along with a ballot title and submission
clause, which shall in the opinion of the board correctly and fairly express
the intent and meaning of the proposed amendment. If the proponentsof
the amendment are not satisfied with the ballot title and the title as
selected by the above-mentioned statutory board, they may file & motion
with the secretary of state stating that they feel the titles do noet fairly
express the full meaning and intent of the proposed constitutional amend:
ment. They may at the same time submit suggested changes in wording and
the board will then reconvene and consider changes in the titles. Onee the
titles have been agreed upon by the statutory board and by the proponents
of the proposed constitutional amendment, the petitions may be cireulated
for signatures. No petition for proposed constitutional amendments shall
be of any foree or effeet unless filed with the secretary of state within six
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mioriths from the date that the titles have been fixed AND UNLESS FILED
WITH THE SECRETARY OF STATE AT LEAST FOUR MONTHS BE-
FORE THE ELECTION AT WHICH IT IS TO BE VOTED UPON, 'The
number of signatures required for a proposed amendment is dete‘rm@ed
by a formula set by statute, this statute requires that there shall.be signa-
tures equivalent to 8§ per cent of the fotal votes cast for all candidates fqr
the office of the secretary of state at the preceding general election. (This
would mean that in the general election of 1974, if anyone wished .to
submit petitions for a proposed constitutional amendment, 50,410 sig-
natures would be required.) The signers of the petitions for the proposed
constitutional amendments must be qualified electors of the State of
Colorado. This means that the individual does not have to be registe}'ed to
vote but must be qualified to register to vote, such qualifications pgmg: at
least eighteen years of age, a citizen of the United States, a CIFlZen of
Colorado and have resided in the state and precinct at least th.xrty-two
days. The particular forms on which the petitions must be printed are
provided for by statute and information concerning how the. petition
shoiild be printed, what information must be contained, what size print
on the petition, and other detailed information may be obtained from the
office of the secretary of state.

Elected Officials

The terms of the elected officials of the state vary according to the
provisions set forth in the constitution and the statutes; for exan’mple, a
state representative’s term of office is two years and a state senator’s term
is four years; the district judges throughout the state are selected for a
six-year term and the district attorneys are elected for four years; all of
the executive officers of the state, such as the governor, the lieutenant
governor, secretary of state, attorney general, and state t'reasurer are
cleéted for four-year terms. The qualifications for the various electe_d
officers throughout the state are also set forth in the cor.lstitution and in
the statutes, In the past, the holders of elective office in Colorado have
been predominantly men but in the later years there have been a number
of women serving in various elective offices from the county level to tl"xe
state legislature., At the present moment, there are women serving In
both the State Senate and the State House of Representatives. In the
Colorado State Legislature, all of the members of the House of Repre-
sentatives are elected every two years; in the State Senate, half of the
miembers are elected in a general election year and the other half at the
next ensuipg general election. The legislature in Colorad.o meets every
year and convenes on the first Wednesday following the first T.uesday in
January. During the even numbered years, the legislature consxde_rs only
financial matters and those matters which are referred to the legxslature
by the governor; in the odd numbered years, the legislature .con’s,lders all
types of legislation and this session is called the “long session.
