Title 1, Article 40, C.R.S., provides

specific procedures for submitting initiative petitions. Petitions

require signatures of registered electors in an amount equal to S%
of the votes cast for all candidates for the office of Secretary of

State at the previous General Election.

The General Assembly may propose Constitutional Amendments

or refer changes in the statutes to the people. In addition, the

Colorado Constitution provides that a referendum may be ordered

against any act of the General Assembly, except laws necessary for

the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety

and appropriations for the support and maintenance of the

departments of state and state institutions. Referenda initiated by

the people require signatures of registered electors in an amount

equal to 5% of the votes cast for all candidates for the office of

Secretary of State at the previous General Election.

Referendum petitions must be filed with the Secretary of State not

more than 90 days after the final adjournment of the session of the

General Assembly that passed the bill on which the referendum is

demanded.
