FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2002

The Notes to the Financial Statements contain a summary of significant
accounting policies and information considered necessary in assisting the
reader to understand and interpret the accompanying financial statements.
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1. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accompanying financial statements reflect the financial activities of the
Colorado Department of Transportation for the fiscal year ending June 30,
2002. The Department of Transportation is an agency and sub-entity of the
State of Colorado. For reporting purposes and in conformance with the
guidelines established by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board
pertaining to oversight responsibilities, the State of Colorado is the primary
reporting entity for State financial activities.

A. BASIS OF PRESENTATION - FUND ACCOUNTING

The accounts of the Department of Transportation are organized on the basis of
funds and account groups, each of which is considered a separate accounting
entity. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-
balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues,
and expenditures or expenses as appropriate. The Department's resources are
allocated to and accounted for in individual funds based upon the purposes for
which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are
controlled.

The accompanying financial statements include three fund types and two
account groups. The fund types are grouped for financial reporting purposes
into Governmental Fund Types, Proprietary Fund Types, and Fiduciary Fund
Types. This grouping is in accordance with the basis of accounting used by the
fund types. The fund types (and the generic funds included therein) and
account groups are described below.

Governmental Fund Types

Special Revenue Funds - are the Department’s principle operating funds. They
are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than
special assessments, expendable trusts, or major capital projects) that are
legally restricted to specific expenditures. Revenues include: excise taxes on
motor fuels, driver and vehicle registration fees, ton-mile taxes, aviation fuel
taxes, and gasoline taxes. Expenditures are made primarily for the construction
and maintenance of state highways and transportation related systems.

Beginning in 1999, a portion of Sales and Use taxes has been diverted to the
Highway Users Trust Fund. The total transfer is estimated at $830 million over
5 vears.

General Funds - are used to account for resources that are not accounted for in
another fund. No new appropriations were made for Fiscal Year 2002:




Governmental Fund Types (continued)

Capital Construction Funds - are used to finance additional transportation
system improvements. Due to the long-term nature of these projects, capital
construction appropriations are generally available for a period of three years or
until the project's completion, whichever comes first. After three years, the
Department must revert the remaining funds. No new appropriations were
made for Fiscal Year 2002.

Proprietary Fund Types

Internal Service Funds - are used to account for financing of goods or services
provided by one department or one agency to other departments or agencies, on
a cost-reimbursement basis. Depreciation has been recorded, when
appropriate, over the estimated useful life of the asset using the straight-line
method. The estimated useful life of equipment is 2 to 15 years. The Internal
Service Fund includes Reproduction and the Sign Shop.

Fiduciary Fund Types

Trust and Agency Funds - are use to account for assets held in trust for other
entities, such as escrow accounts and contractor securities held in lieu of
retainage.

General Fixed Assets Account Group

The General Fixed Assets account group is a self-balancing set of accounts used
to account for fixed assets used in governmental fund type operations. These
include all land, buildings, and equipment except those of the Internal Service
Fund.

All fixed assets are valued at historical cost or estimated historical cost if actual
historical cost is not available. Donated fixed assets are valued at their
estimated fair market value on the date donated. No Depreciation has been
provided on general fixed assets.

General Long-Term Debt Account Group

The General Long-Term Debt account group is used to account for long-term
liabilities expected to be financed from governmental fund types, such as
employee leave obligations and loans to local entities.

Total Columns on Combined Statements

Total columns on the combined statements are presented only to facilitate
financial analysis. Data in these columns do not present financial position,
results of operations, or changes in financial position in conformity with
generally accepted accounting principles. Nor are they comparable to a
consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been made in the aggregation of
this data.

B. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures or expenses are
recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of
accounting relates to the timing of the measurements made, regardless of the
measurement focus applied.

Governmental fund types are reported on the modified accrual basis. Revenues
are recognized when they are measurable and available to finance current
expenditures. Expenditures are recognized on the modified accrual basis when:

v' The amount can be objectively measured
v' The goods have been delivered or title has passed to the State
v Service has been rendered

Proprietary funds and non-expendable trust funds are reported on an accrual
basis. Their revenues are recognized when they are earned and their expenses,
including Depreciation, are recognized when they are incurred.

C. ENCUMBRANCES

Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders and contracts for
expenditure of monies are recorded in order to reserve that portion of the
applicable appropriation, is employed as an extension of formal budgetary
integration in the special revenue fund. Encumbrances outstanding at year-end
are rolled forward into the subsequent year's operating budget.

At June 30, 2002 encumbrances of $903,733,219 were rolled forward.

D. BUDGETS AND BUDGETARY ACCOUNTING

The financial operations of the Department are primarily controlled by the
approved budgets made by the State Transportation Commission. The budget is
limited to the unrestricted funds held at the beginning of the year plus the
revenues estimated to be generated during the yvear based on a cash basis
projection, unless otherwise noted in their budget approval.

The budget defines the expenses of the Department primarily by category of
expense or construction project with a 15% leeway. Budgets can be revised at
any monthly commission meeting. The Legislative Joint Budget Committee
controls the Department’'s Administration budget.

E. CASH

The State Treasurer acts as the Department's bank. Interest earned on the
Department of Transportation's cash accounts is credited to the respective
accounts. Restricted cash accounts are held for use in City and County Bridge
projects.

The Department of Transportation had $495,331,741 on deposit with the State
Treasurer at June 30, 2002.

Detailed information on the State Treasurer's pooled cash and investments is
available from that office.

At year-end, the Department also had $791,055,783 on deposit with banks
and savings and loans, of which all amounts were covered by federal insurance.

F. RECEIVABLES AND PAYABLES

Federal Receivables at June 30, 2002 in the amount of $114,160,586 represent
expenditures made by the Department that will be reimbursed by the Federal
Department of Transportation, a portion of which was still subject to federal
approval.

Amounts Due from Other Agencies of $52,692,998 in the Department's Special
Revenue Fund primarily represents highway user taxes earned during fiscal
year 2002 but collected subsequent to June 30th.

G. INVENTORIES

The Department's consumable inventories consist primarily of items such as:
sand, gravel, signs, maintenance repair parts, and gasoline.

H. LONG TERM ASSETS

Long-term assets are acquired with the intention of holding them for an
extended period of time. They are not expected to be converted to cash or sold
within one year.

Other Long Term Assets of $27,009,756 includes a $16,000,000 long-term loan
to the E-470 Authority and 7,688,280 in accrued interest.

I. DEFERRED REVENUE

Revenues received in advance for projects, grants, and annual permits are
recorded as deferred until such time as expenditures are incurred, or the
annual permit period has expired.

J. FUND EQUITY

The fund balance of the Special Revenue Fund is made up of reserved and
unreserved amounts. Reserved amounts are provided by statute, contract, or
construction commitments. Those amounts left unreserved represent that
portion of the Fund Equity (net assets less liabilities) available for future use in
construction and operations of the Department.

2. OTHER ACCOUNTING DISCLOSURES

A. GENERAL FIXED ASSETS

The Departmment's policy is to capitalize road equipment and non-road
equipment items having at least a useful life of two years and a cost of $5,000
or more.

NOTE 3. COMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES

A. LEASE COMMITMENTS

The Department enters into lease or rental agreements for the use of buildings
and equipment. All leases contain clauses indicating that continuation of the
lease is contingent upon funding by the legislature.

B. ACCUMULATEDULATED UNPAID LEAVE AND LOCAL LOANS

All employees in permanent positions earn and accrue sick leave at the rate of
20 hours per quarter, with a limit of 45 days additional accumulation after July
1, 1988. Employees are paid for one-fourth of their unused sick leave upon
death or retirement.

Annual leave is earned at increasing rates based on employment service
longevity. In no event can more than 42 days of annual leave be carried into the
subsequent fiscal year. Employees are paid 100% of their annual leave upon
leaving state service.

The Long-Term Debt Account Group includes estimated compensated absence
liabilities in the amount of $15,618,225 and $1,000,000 for loans from local
entities.

C. CONTINGENCIES

There are various claims and litigation pending, incidental to the operations of
the Department of Transportation. A report of significant pending litigation and
claims prepared by the Colorado Attorney General's Office is available from the
Department’s Controller. In the opinion of the Department’s management,
liability arising from these claims, if any, would not have a material effect on
the accompanying financial statements. The Department of Transportation
enters into various grant and contract agreements with the Federal government
and other parties. These agreements generally provide for audits of the
transactions pertaining to the agreements with the Department being liable to
those parties for any disallowed expenditure. It is believed that any such
adjustments will not be significant in amount.
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NOTE 4. PENSION COSTS

The Public Employees’ Retirement Association (PERA) is a statewide retirement
association established under the authority of Title 24, Article 51, CRS 1973
Revised, which administers a defined benefit plan for public employees.
Substantially all employees of the Department of Transportation are required to
participate in this retirement program. The Department's legal obligation is
limited to the amounts paid into the association. The contributory percentages
of participant salaries provided by the State and the participants are currently
9.9% and 8.0% respectively as required by statute and current actuarial
estimates.

After January 1, 2001, the amount needed to meet the match requirement set
by the PERA Board was allocated to the individual member’s eligible voluntary
tax-deferred retirement program. For the calendar year 2002, the matching
amount was set at 100 percent of the first 3 percent of the employee’s salary.
Two percent of gross salary plus fifty percent of any reduction in the over all
contribution rate due to over funding of the pension plan was available for the
match.

NOTE 5. TRANS BONDS

In November 1999, Colorado voters approved the issuance of $1.7 billion of
Transportation Revenue Anticipation Notes Series 2000 (TRANS) to fund the
acceleration of specific transportation projects. The Department of
Transportation issued the following: $524.37 million of TRANS on June 1,
2000, $506.37 million of TRANS on April 17, 2001, and $208.3 million of
TRANS on June 21, 2002. The Department will use future federal
transportation revenues and state matching funds to pay the principle and
interest on the TRANS. Additional TRANS will be issued as work progresses on
the construction projects.

Required Supplementary Information

Infrastructure Assets Reported Using the Modified Approach

As allowed by GASB Statement No. 34, Basic Financial Statements and Management’s Discussion and

Analysis for State and Local Governments, the State has adopted an alternative method for reporting costs
associated with certain infrastructure assets. Under this alternative method, referred to as the modified
approach, the State expenses certain maintenance and preservation costs and does not report depreciation
expense. The state capitalizes costs related to new construction, major replacements, and improvements
that increase the capacity and/or efficiency of infrastructure assets reported under the modified approach.
Colorado applies the modified approach only to infrastructure owned and/or maintained by the Colorado
Department of Transportation. Assets accounted for under the modified approach include approximately
22,700 lane miles of roads and approximately 3,700 bridges the State is responsible to maintain.

In order to use the modified approach, the State is required to:

*  Maintain an asset management system that includes an up-to-date inventory of eligible
infrastructure assets.
*  Perform condition assessments of eligible assets and summarize the results using a
measurement scale.
e  Estimate each year the annual amount to maintain and preserve the assets at the condition
level established and disclosed by the State.
»  Document that the assets are being preserved approximately at or above the established

condition level.

Roadway

Measurement Scale

The Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) uses Remaining Service Life (RSL) to determine the
condition of roadway pavements. In use since 1998, the RSL is a representation, in years, of functional and
structural performance of the roadway pavement. CDOT has defined RSL into three conditions and they

are defined as follows:

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Established Condition Level

The expected condition level for roadway was initially established based upon historical trends. The
expectation is that 54% of roadways will be in the good and fair categories.

Assessed Conditions

Condition levels are assessed on a fiscal year basis. The following table reports the percentage of
pavements meeting the “Good/Fair” for the past five vears.

Measurement Scale

CDOT utilizes PONTIS and the National Bridge Inventory to monitor the condition of the 3699 bridges
under its jurisdiction. The inventory rates bridges including the deck, superstructure, and substructure,
using a 10-point scale.

The budgeting process utilized by the Department of Transportation results in spending in one fiscal year
from amounts that were budgeted in a previous year(s). Therefore, this timing difference does not allow a
true comparison of amounts budgeted and spent within a given year. The table demonstrates that over the
past years, the State spending has been in line with budgeted amounts and the other tables contained within
this narrative demonstrate the State has met its desired condition levels.

The Department of Transportation issued $1.295 billion in bonds during fiscal years 2000-2002. These

additional funds are reflected in the Estimated Spending in the respective period net of $575 million that
relates to capacity improvements, which will be capitalized as Infrastructure upon project completion.

The Notes to the Financial Statements contain a summary of significant
accounting policies and information considered necessary in assisting the
reader to understand and interpret the accompanying financial statements.



1. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accompanying financial statements reflect the financial activities of the
Colorado Department of Transportation for the fiscal year ending June 30,
2003. The Department of Transportation is an agency and sub-entity of the
State of Colorado. For reporting purposes and in conformance with the
guidelines established by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board
pertaining to oversight responsibilities, the State of Colorado is the primary
reporting entity for State financial activities.

A. BASIS OF PRESENTATION - FUND ACCOUNTING

The accounts of the Department of Transportation are organized on the basis of
funds and account groups, each of which is considered a separate accounting
entity. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-
balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues,
and expenditures or expenses as appropriate. The Department's resources are
allocated to and accounted for in individual funds based upon the purposes for
which they are to be spent and the means by which spending activities are
controlled.

The accompanying financial statements include three fund types and two
account groups. The fund types are grouped for financial reporting purposes
into Governmental Fund Types, Proprietary Fund Types, and Fiduciary Fund
Types. This grouping is in accordance with the basis of accounting used by the
fund types. The fund types (and the generic funds included therein) and
account groups are described below.

Governmental Fund Types

Special Revenue Funds - are the Department’s principle operating funds. They
are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than
special assessments, expendable trusts, or major capital projects) that are
legally restricted to specific expenditures. Revenues include: excise taxes on
motor fuels, driver and vehicle registration fees, ton-mile taxes, aviation fuel
taxes, and gasoline taxes. Expenditures are made primarily for the construction
and maintenance of state highways and transportation related systems.

Beginning in 1999, a portion of Sales and Use taxes has been diverted to the
Highway Users Trust Fund. The total transfer is estimated at $830 million over
5 years.

General Funds - are used to account for resources that are not accounted for in
another fund. No new appropriations were made for Fiscal Year 2003.




Governmental Fund Types (continued)

Capital Construction Funds - are used to finance additional transportation
system improvements. Due to the long-term nature of these projects, capital
construction appropriations are generally available for a period of three years or
until the project's completion, whichever comes first. After three years, the
Department must revert the remaining funds. No new appropriations were
made for Fiscal Year 2003.

Proprietary Fund Types

Internal Service Funds - are used to account for financing of goods or services
provided by one department or one agency to other departments or agencies, on
a cost-reimbursement basis. Depreciation has been recorded, when
appropriate, over the estimated useful life of the asset using the straight-line
method. The estimated useful life of equipment is 2 to 15 years. The Internal
Service Fund includes Reproduction and the Sign Shop.

Fiduciary Fund Types

Trust and Agency Funds - are use to account for assets held in trust for other
entities, such as escrow accounts and contractor securities held in lieu of
retainage.

General Fixed Assets Account Group

The General Fixed Assets account group is a self-balancing set of accounts used
to account for fixed assets used in governmental fund type operations. These
include all land, buildings, and equipment except those of the Internal Service
Fund.

All fixed assets are valued at historical cost or estimated historical cost if actual
historical cost is not available. Donated fixed assets are valued at their
estimated fair market value on the date donated. Depreciation has been
provided on general fixed assets.

General Long-Term Debt Account Group

The General Long-Term Debt account group is used to account for long-term
liabilities expected to be financed from governmental fund types, such as
employee leave obligations and loans to local entities.

Total Columns on Combined Statements

Total columns on the combined statements are presented only to facilitate
financial analysis. Data in these columns do not present financial position,
results of operations, or changes in financial position in conformity with
generally accepted accounting principles. Nor are they comparable to a
consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been made in the aggregation of
this data.



B. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures or expenses are
recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of
accounting relates to the timing of the measurements made, regardless of the
measurement focus applied.

Governmental fund types are reported on the modified accrual basis. Revenues
are recognized when they are measurable and available to finance current
expenditures. Expenditures are recognized on the modified accrual basis when:

v" The amount can be objectively measured
v The goods have been delivered or title has passed to the State
v Service has been rendered

Proprietary funds and non-expendable trust funds are reported on an accrual
basis. Their revenues are recognized when they are earned and their expenses,
including depreciation, are recognized when incurred.

C. ENCUMBRANCES

Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders and contracts for
expenditure of monies are recorded in order to reserve that portion of the
applicable appropriation, is employed as an extension of formal budgetary
integration in the special revenue fund. Encumbrances outstanding at year-end
are rolled forward into the subsequent year's operating budget.

At June 30, 2003 encumbrances of $903,733,219 were rolled forward.
D. BUDGETS AND BUDGETARY ACCOUNTING

The financial operations of the Department are primarily controlled by the
approved budgets made by the State Transportation Commission. The budget is
limited to the unrestricted funds held at the beginning of the year plus the
revenues estimated to be generated during the year based on a cash basis
projection, unless otherwise noted in their budget approval.

The budget defines the expenses of the Department primarily by category of
expense or construction project with a 15% leeway. Budgets can be revised at
any monthly commission meeting. The Legislative Joint Budget Committee
controls the Department’s Administration budget.

E. CASH

The State Treasurer acts as the Department's bank. Interest earned on the
Department of Transportation's cash accounts is credited to the respective
accounts. Restricted cash accounts are held for use in City and County Bridge
projects.

The Department of Transportation had $445,778,599 on deposit with the State
Treasurer at June 30, 2003.

Detailed information on the State Treasurer's pooled cash and investments is
available from that office.

At year-end, the Department also had $546,824,262 on deposit with banks
and savings and loans, of which all amounts were covered by federal insurance.

F. RECEIVABLES AND PAYABLES

Federal Receivables at June 30, 2003 in the amount of $127,421.693 represent
expenditures made by the Department that will be reimbursed by the Federal
Department of Transportation, a portion of which was still subject to federal
approval.

Amounts Due from Other Agencies of $42,792.303 in the Department’s Special
Revenue Fund primarily represents highway user taxes earned during fiscal
year 2003 but collected subsequent to June 30,

G. INVENTORIES

The Department's consumable inventories consist primarily of items such as:
sand, gravel, signs, maintenance repair parts, and gasoline.

H. LONG TERM ASSETS

Long-term assets are acquired with the intention of holding them for an
extended period of time. They are not expected to be converted to cash or sold
within one year.

Other Long Term Assets of $25.173,447 includes a $16,000,000 long-term loan
to the E-470 Authority and $9,173,447 in accrued interest.

I. DEFERRED REVENUE

Revenues received in advance for projects, grants, and annual permits are
recorded as deferred until such time as expenditures are incurred, or the
annual permit period has expired.

J. FUND EQUITY

The fund balance of the Special Revenue Fund is made up of reserved and
unreserved amounts. Reserved amounts are provided by statute, contract, or
construction commitments. Those amounts left unreserved represent that

portion of the Fund Equity (net assets less liabilities) available for future use in
construction and operations of the Department.

2. OTHER ACCOUNTING DISCLOSURES

A. GENERAL FIXED ASSETS

The Department's policy is to capitalize road equipment and non-road
equipment items having at least a useful life of two years and a cost of $5,000
or more.

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NOTE 3. COMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES

A. LEASE COMMITMENTS

The Department enters into lease or rental agreements for the use of buildings
and equipment. All leases contain clauses indicating that continuation of the
lease is contingent upon funding by the legislature.

B. ACCUMULATEDULATED UNPAID LEAVE AND LOCAL LOANS

All employees in permanent positions earn and accrue sick leave at the rate of
20 hours per quarter, with a limit of 45 days additional accumulation after July
1, 1988. Employees are paid for one-fourth of their unused sick leave upon
death or retirement.

Annual leave is earned at increasing rates based on employment service
longevity. In no event can more than 42 days of annual leave be carried into the
subsequent fiscal year. Employees are paid 100% of their annual leave upon
leaving state service.

The Long-Term Debt Account Group includes estimated compensated absence
liabilities in the amount of $16,192,022 and $1,000,000 for loans from local
entities.

C. CONTINGENCIES

There are various claims and litigation pending, incidental to the operations of
the Department of Transportation. A report of significant pending litigation and
claims prepared by the Colorado Attorney General's Office is available from the
Department’s Controller. In the opinion of the Department’s management,
liability arising from these claims, if any, would not have a material effect on
the accompanying financial statements. The Department of Transportation
enters into various grant and contract agreements with the Federal government
and other parties. These agreements generally provide for audits of the
transactions pertaining to the agreements with the Department being liable to
those parties for any disallowed expenditure. It is believed that any such
adjustments will not be significant in amount.

NOTE 4. PENSION COSTS

The Public Employees’ Retirement Association (PERA) is a statewide retirement
association established under the authority of Title 24, Article 51, CRS 1973
Revised, which administers a defined benefit plan for public employees.
Substantially all employees of the Department of Transportation are required to
participate in this retirement program. The Department's legal obligation is
limited to the amounts paid into the association. The contributory percentages
of participant salaries provided by the State and the participants are currently
10.4% and 8.0% respectively as required by statute and current actuarial
estimates.

After January 1, 2001, the amount needed to meet the match requirement set
by the PERA Board was allocated to the individual member’s eligible voluntary
tax-deferred retirement program. For the calendar year 2003, the matching
amount was set at 100 percent of the first 2 percent of the employee’s salary.
Two percent of gross salary plus fifty percent of any reduction in the over all
contribution rate due to over funding of the pension plan was available for the
match.

NOTE 5. TRANS BONDS

In November 1999, Colorado voters approved the issuance of $1.7 billion of
Transportation Revenue Anticipation Notes Series 2000 (TRANS) to fund the
acceleration of specific transportation projects. The Department of
Transportation issued the following: $524.37 million of TRANS on June 1,
2000, $506.37 million of TRANS on April 17, 2001, and $208.3 million of
TRANS on June 21, 2002. The Department will use future federal
transportation revenues and state matching funds to pay the principle and
interest on the TRANS. Additional TRANS will be issued as work progresses on
the construction projects.

NOTE RSIL. INFRASTRUCTURE ASSETS REPORTED UNDER THE MODIFIED APPROACH

As allowed by GASB Statement No. 34, Basic Financial

Statements and Management’s Discussion and Analvsis
for State and L ocal Governments. the state has adopted an
alternative method for reporting costs associated with
certain infrastructure assets.  Under this alternative
method, referred to as the modified approach, the state
expenses most maintenance and preservation costs and
does not report depreciation expense. The state capitalizes
costs related to new construction, major replacements,
and improvements that increase the capacity and/or
efficiency of infrastructure assets reported under the
modified approach. Colorado applies the modified
approach only to infrastructure owned and/or mamtained
by the Colorado Department of Transportation. Assets
accounted for under the modified approach include
approximately 22,600 lane miles of roads and 3,699
bridges for which the state has maintenance
responsibilifies.

In order to use the modified approach, the state 1s required

to:

¢+ Maintain an asset management system that includes an
up-to-date inventory of eligible infrastructure assets.

+  Perform condition assessments of eligible assets and
summarize the results using a measurement scale.

+  Estimate each year the annual amount to maintain and
preserve the assets at the condition level established
and disclosed by the state.

+ Document that the assets are being preserved
approximately at or above the established condition
level.

Roadway
Measurement Scale

The Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) uses
Remaining Service Life (RSL) to determine the condition
of roadway pavements. In use since 1998, the RSL 1s a
representation, in years, of functional and structural
performance of the roadway pavement. CDOT has
defined RSL into three conditions as follows:

following table reports the percentage of pavements meeting

the “Good/Fair’” condition for the past six years.

Measurement Scale

CDOT utilizes PONTIS and the National Bridge Inventory
to monitor the condition of the 3699 bridges under its
jurisdiction. The inventory rates bridges including the deck,
superstructure, and substructure, using a 10-point scale as
follows.

Good. Some minor problems.

Satisfactory. Structural elements show some minor deterioration.

Fair. All primary structural elements are sound but may have minor section loss, cracking, spalling or scour.

The Department of Transportation has not developed a process for reporting the estimated cost to maintain infrastructure
assets at the established condition level. Until the department develops that system, it has chosen to use budgeted amounts as

a surrogate for the cost to maintain.

Infrastructure maintenance projects by their nature span multiple years, and the related budgets do not lapse at year end. Asa
result, the Department of Transportation’s spending in any fiscal year may be from amounts that were budgeted in the current
and/or previous years. Therefore, this timing difference does not allow a true comparison of amounts budgeted and spent

within a given year.

The Department of Transportation issued $1.295 billion in bonds during Fiscal Years 2001-02 and 2000-01. These additional
funds are reflected in the Estimated Spending in the respective period net of $575 million that relates to capacity

improvements, which will be capitalized as infrastructure upon project completion.
