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2017-2018 Cool Season Trial

Performance Report

Introduction

This is the tenth year that Colorado State University conducted a Cool Season Trial in
ground beds. It marks the eighteenth year that Annual Flower Trial Garden is located adjacent
to the University Center for the Arts at Colorado State University. The overall goal of this
project is to determine which varieties of cool season plants are best suited for marketing and
growing in the Rocky Mountain Region. Initial data was recorded in October 2017, then
approximately every two weeks from February-April 2017 (no data was collected mid-
December of 2017 to January 2018, due to snow cover). Irrigation was also monitored
throughout this time period and any additional water given to these plants was recorded. This
year the cool season trials were evaluated by industry professionals and company
representatives on April 25, 2018.

The cool season trials at Colorado State University have no specific operation dollars
from state funds. Financial assistance, plant material, and other miscellaneous materials for the
trials were acquired from sponsoring seed companies. Special thanks to Welby Gardens Inc. for
their generous support in growing a flat of each of the cool season varieties. Some operational
and staff dollars have come from the Colorado State University Agriculture Experiment Station,
Extension, and the Department of Horticulture and Landscape Architecture. Seed companies
that participated in this trial were: Benary, Floranova, Syngenta Flowers, and PanAmerican
Seed.

Cultural Data for the 2017-2018 Cool Season Trial Garden

Planting Day

All cool season plants were planted on October 24th, 2017. All plants arrived from
Welby Gardens as rooted seedlings in cell packs that were 2.25” deep. They were then
transplanted into planting beds located in the Annual Flower Trial Garden at 1401 Remington

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Street. There were 4 plants per cell pack, and 12 cell packs were planted in each row of the
beds.

Watering

All watering was monitored. Watering was done when natural precipitation was low
and when the ground media was not saturated. There was consistent snow cover on the beds
from mid-December through early February. The beds were watered using the garden’s
irrigation system one time during establishment in late October and November, and fertilizer
was injected through the irrigation system during this time. A 20-10-20 fertilizer was used. The
garden’s irrigation system was winterized in November. From November 2017 to late March
2018, the trial was watered using a frost-free water line. Watering from late-March through
May was done with the in-ground irrigation system. The irrigation system was typically run for
2-3 hours on a weekly basis. The irrigation system applies .39in of water per hour.

Weather Data October-April

Winter temperatures in 2017-2018 were typical of a normal Colorado winter. This
year’s snow cover occurred from late December through early March, an uncharacteristically
long time for this region. The extended length of snow cover did not seem to have any effect on
the plants in our trial. The average minimum temperatures, the average maximum
temperatures, the average precipitation, and the average snowfall are all listed in the tables on
the following page. Wind-chill factors are not included but can be quite significant in
Colorado’s winter climate. Weather data was acquired from the ‘U.S. climate data’ website.

Data Collection Methods

Emily Helmus (undergraduate Environmental Horticulture student) collected data
throughout the 2017-2018 Cool Season trial. The coordinator took overall appearance, frost
damage, and bloom percentage data. Data was collected in two-week intervals during the
months of January-April 2018.

The overall appearance rating scoring was: 5 =poor condition (dying), 4 =weak condition
(struggling with some dieback), 3=average (few to no flowers with healthy foliage), 2 =good
condition (progressing flowers with healthy foliage growth), and 1 =great condition (many
flowers with healthy uniform foliage growth).

The frost damage rating score was: 5 =poor condition (frost damage is significant),
4 =weak condition (struggling with some dieback), 3=average (healthy foliage), 2 =good
condition (healthy foliage growth), and 1 =great condition (many flowers with healthy uniform
foliage growth).

The bloom percentage data was based on a scale of 0-100 percent. The percentage is
based on the percentage the flowers cover the plant area. 0 percent= no flowers present. 100
percent= the entire plant is covered in flowers, and foliage is hard to see. The percentage was
taken in intervals of five to achieve maximum efficiency.

Conclusion

The 2017-2018 Cool Season Trial was overall a remarkable success. Though there were
aspects of this winter’s weather that were unusual and very interesting but, we still had a good
flower display by evaluation day.

This was the fourth year that most of the data collection from the spring evaluation day
was taken using either a smartphone or a tablet in combination with wireless internet
capabilities in the trial garden, and a new internet based program developed specifically for the
trial gardens. Feedback from the committee members who were involved was positive. The CSU
Trial Gardens staff is now working hard to perfect this new evaluation process and prepare for
the summer trials. It is worth noting that the new evaluation process has significantly improved
efficiency in collecting and tabulating the final data for the cool season trial garden.



2017-2018 Cool Season “Best Of” Selections

One hundred and twenty-one varieties were evaluated in the 2017-2018 Cool Season
trial from planting in mid-October 2017 through April 2018. On evaluation day (April 25, 2018),
ten varieties were selected by the Annual Trial Garden Committee as top-rated performers. All
varieties were monitored and observed weekly during the trial period.

Best of Show Pansy — ‘Freefall XL Purple Face’ from Floranova

Vibrant flowers covered the plant all over including not just the top but the sides as well. Plants
were vigorous and sturdy as well as being covered by blooms. White centers really made the
dark purple flowers stand out. This entry also won the Best Trailing Pansy category.

Best Purple/Blue Pansy - Pansy Inspire® Plus Blue Blotch from Benary

Flowers were noted for their striking color of a large dark blotch in the center of deep blue
petals. Blooms were significantly more abundant than any other Pansy in that category. Plants
were vigorous and maintained good uniformity.

Best Light Blue Pansy - Inspire® Plus Exp. Marina Improved from Benary

Unique flower color combined with a slightly ruffled petal edge to create a very dainty
appearance. Light blue was around the outer edge of the flower followed by another band of
white and a dark purple/blue center for a very relaxing combination of colors. Plants were very
uniform and blooms covered the top as well as on the sides.

Best White Pansy - Cats™ White from Benary

Plants were noted for impressive flower power and a nice uniform growth habit. Attractive
purple whiskers added interest to the slightly primrose colored flower with a splash of yellow in
the center.

Best Yellow Pansy - Spring Matrix™ Yellow Improved from PanAmerican Seed

Bright yellow flowers were very abundant and eye catching as they were well above the foliage
for maximum flower power. The abundant blooms were also noted for being weather resistant
and maintained their shape. Clear yellow flowers had no markings so color really popped.

Best Novelty Pansy - Cats™ Purple & White from Benary

Picotee flowers seemed to have a “crazy face” that was very bold and variable. Dominant
purple whiskers stretched across the white inner petal while a band of dark purple was on the
outer edges and it was capped off with a small yellow eye in the center. Flowers had a very
unique overall appearance.

Best of Show Viola — ‘Viola Endurio® Blue Yellow with Purple Wing’ from Syngenta
Vibrant flowers were a combination of three different colors. Varying shades of dark purple,
violet and yellow created a lot of interest and although the color was variable the overall result




was very captivating. Plants were rated highly for great vigor and good uniformity. This entry
also won the Best Novelty Viola category.

Best Purple Viola - Admire® Exp. Deep Purple from Benary
Flowers had an exceptionally dark, rich purple with a lighter violet halo that seemed to glow
from the inside of the bloom. Plants were very uniform and flowering was very abundant.

Best Light Blue Viola - Bel Viso Marina Improved from Floranova

Evaluators were impressed with the abundance of the light blue flowers and uniform plants.
White centers had a smaller dark blotch for a very unique eye. Plants had a very nice mounding
growth habit.

Best Yellow Viola - Bel Viso Yellow from Floranova

Vigorous plants looked like bouquet of prolific yellow flowers. The vibrant blooms were a
unique shade of yellow and had small dark whiskers. Flowers seemed to be slightly larger than
other in that category.
