The Summ er Term  of The Colo­
rado State Norm al School opens 
J u n e  19, 1906.

The w ork done du ring  the sum ­
m er will be: (1) The regu lar N or­
mal w ork arranged  in courses for 
which credit will be given when 
com pleted, enabling teachers who 
cannot attend any other tim e than 
du rin g  the sum m er term  to com­
plete tlie Norm al course, get the 
diplom a, which is a license to teach 
in the state for life, and receive 
the professional degree of Bach­
elor of Pedagogy. (2) The work 
will be arranged to enable g rad ­
uates of the Colorado Norm al, and 
others prepared  to do so, to take 
up graduate w ork, whereby they 
m ay, during  the sum m er term s, 
earn  the m aster’s diploma. (3) The 
w ork will be so arranged th a t p e r­
sons who wish to pursue special 
lines may have the opportun ity  to

do so. (4) I t  will give H igh  
School teachers an opportun ity  
to study the subjects they are to 
teach from  a pedagogical stand­
point. (5) I t  will give principals 
and superintendents an opportun­
ity  to study the educational p rob ­
lems which confront them  in the ir 
daily work. (6) I t  will give reg­
ular Normal students who, th rough  
sickness or otherw ise, have not 
been able to complete th e ir work 
satisfactorily  during  the regular 
year, an opportunity  to make it up.
